Tand communication possibili-

ties today have enabled coun-
tries to know one another and to ana-
lyze each other in the cultural, politi-
cal, social and economic spheres.
Today no matter how geographically
limited country is or what cultural
differences it possesses, firms know-
ing no bounds and working with a
global marketing mentality are quick-
ly staking out their block of the world
markets.

When Islamic nations are examined, forget about the idea of
global integration, these countries have always remained distant
from each other due to internal and external bickering. Of course,
there are many historical and political reasons and there are effects
born from being 3'rd world countries. But there is a very impor-
tant truth that needs to be dwelt upon today. Not knowing or
understanding one another and, in fact, not even knowing what
each other produces, Muslim countries today do business with
developed countries instead of each other even if it is more expen-
sive to do so. While utilizing modern management, marketing and
communication techniques which are rapidly spreading all over the
world, huge companies are capturing markets without even enter-
ing a war of competition; all that firms like those in our country
can do is be satisfied with watching the take-overs.

When we look at Turkey's foreign trade, we see that the per-
centage of trade with Muslim countries has not increased. While
Muslim nations” share of Turkey's total exports was close to 50%
in 1982, it is around 17% today. In imports Islamic countries’
share has decreased from 43% to 13%.

Trade among Muslim countries with a population of 1.5 bil-
lion not being adequate enough until now has opened the way to
exploitation by western nations. The most obvious result of this is
that natural resources are not able to be utilized according to a
country's own will.

Not waiting for political administrations to get together
regarding these realities, this year MUSIAD invited all of the

International Islamic Banking and Finance
Symposium Was Made

With MUSIAD’s support, the
International Banking and Finance
Symposium was made in the Hilton
Hotel. It was organized by the Isla-
mic Banking Magazine published in
London and the famous English or-
ganizational group, International
Business Conferences. It began with
State Minister Abdullah Giil's ope-
ning address. MUSIAD's General
Chairman, Erol Yarar, and the gene-
ral chairmen of finance institutions
in Iran, England, Saudi Arabia, Bah-
rain and Turkey are participated.

State Minister Abdullah Giil:
“The gap between developed nati-
ons and Turkey has decreased.”

Making the opening address,
State Minister Abdullah Giil stated
that technological developments had
changed the business world and sa-
ying that new developments provi-
ded new areas for employment, he
said that competition had heated up
and new technological develop-
ments were occurring almost on the
hour. Pointing out that businessmen
and companies could find a place in
the market only by renewing them-

selves, Giil stated, “The Turkish pe-
ople and politicians are aware of
this change. The gap between deve-
loped nations and Turkey has conti-
nued to decrease. Some of our citi-
es have become economically
strong, At last Turkey is reaching
the global world.” Indicating that
high inflation and high interest have
made the budget deficit a heavy bur-
den, Giil said, “Having explained
the first and second economic pac-
kages, our government has begun to
go towards improving the economy
and these packages are going to
continue.” State Minister Gil, poin-
ting out that the management of ta-
xes is weak in Turkey and that taxes
here are much higher than in other
OECD countries, stated that in order
to balance this situation it was ne-
cessary to rapidly push a policy of
privatization. Pointing out that a re-
alistic rate of exchange policy is a
must to establish external balance
and that idle resources in our co-
untry must begin to be used, Giil
emphasized that his government
was working hard to bring this abo-

ut. Stressing the point that the co-
alition government was working in
harmony, Giil said, “Most of the fi-
nance in Turkey is in the hands of
commercial banks whose income is
from interest.”

MUSIAD Chairman Yarar;

“Funds in Islamic countries be-
ing used in an optimum way is inc-
reasing the importance of interest-
free banking.”

Pointing out in his speech to
the symposium that the Islamic ban-
king and finance sector had strategic
dimensions, MUSIAD General
Chairman Erol Yarar said that the
reality of most Muslim countries ha-
ving limited capital that leads to
scarce production is one of the im-
portant points which enhances inte-
rest-free banking in Muslim countri-
es which have to use their funds in
an optimum manner, Yarar listed
the goals of the Islamic banking and
financing sphere as follows: “It
should be an aim of the nations with
abundant capital to channel the flow
of funds to countries whose sources
of capital are scarce. The financial

institutions should be conscious that
Just as they represent their nations in
the world finance system, they rep-
resent the Muslim world as well,
Interest-free financial institutions
should not only be active in this
area, but should take on the role of
developing industry and technology
in the Islamic world under explora-
tory and competitive conditions.”

Participating in the symposi-
um, Muslim College President Dr,
Zeki Badawi stated that in Islamic
banking the more important dimen-
sion is the moral one, and that he lo-
oked towards Turkey with trust and
hope.

The Malaysian Abrar Group
International Chairman Dr. Wan
Muhammed Hasni said that they
were working to meet the needs of
the ummah and that Islam is a uni-
versal religion. He continued that
they recommend interesi-free finan-
cing and Islamic banking and that
this system is good and true for both
Muslims and non-Muslims.

Western banks are Turning towards Interest-Free Banking

It has been made known that Europe's big banks
are turning to interest-free banking in order to attract
big saving deposits from Middle Eastern countries
where there are dense Muslim populations.

Professor Hagmet Bagar, a faculty member of
the Economics Department at the Istanbul University,
stated that European banks have begun competing
with each other and that Turkish bankers and private
financial institutions should not close their eyes to
these developments but that they should get their
share.

Indicating that private financial institutions did
not only exist in Turkey, but that they were
functioning by means of special laws and regulations
in almost all parts of the world, Professor Bagar
stated, “At this moment there are close to 150 private
financial institutions in the world. Interest-free
institutions exist in America, Europe, Luxembourg,
Denmark and England. Even though these are non-
Muslim countries, they are trying to get the savings
of Muslims. Financial establishments are opened by
the country's own groups and Muslims become
partners.

TWO DIFFERENT SYSTEMS IN

ONE CENTER

Dr. Bagar remarked that in addition to interest-
free banks which have ‘opened in the WesL, big banks
working within the interest system also offer interest-
free services. He continued, “Interest banks are
giving this matter a lot of importance. These banks
are opening Islamic sections within their own

organizations. On the one hand, they provide normal
banking with interest, and, on the other hand. they
give interest-free banking services. Both procedures
take place within the same building. Their goal here
is to attract customers who prefer interest-free
banking.”

100 BILLION DOLLARS OF

MIDDLE-EASTERN SAVINGS

Stating that in order to attract Middle-Eastern
holders of savings American and European banks
have opened special Windows which give interest-
free service, Professor Bagar said, “There is an
approximately 100 billion dollar market in the
Middle-East. In order to attract this money, the
market is being interfered with. Large banks in
Western industrialized areas are showing interest in
interest-free banking because it's a matter of sharing
more than 100 billion dollars. Because of this,
famous European and American banks are all
opening special sections; if necessary, they are
opening independent interest-free institutions in
Middle-Eastern countries. For this reason, if private
financial institutions in Turkey don't act quickly,
shortly they will be behind international competition.
Qur private finance houses must be aware of this.”

PRIVATE FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS

CAN EXCEED 10 BILLION DOLLARS

Estimating that private finance houses in Turkey
hold approximately | billion dollars in their hands,
Professor Basar remarked, “If they plan and form
projects within the next several years, the private

financial institutions can exceed 10 billion dollars.
This potential exists in Turkey if the existing
institutions can only use this potential. If new
finance houses are established, competition can
increase. However, when they are opened they
should not be within a particular monopoly. It would
be beneficial for institutions which meet the
regulations of the Turkish Ministry of Finance to
come out and compete with existing institutions.”

PRIVATE FINANCIAL HOUSES

GAINED TRUST IN THE 94 CRISIS

Dr. Bagar also explained that after the 1994
economic crisis, the private financial houses did not
experience the same crisis that many banks did.
Tying this to their profit-loss operation, he said,
“They gained the confidence of their clients by
paying them on the spot.”

WILL TAKE THEIR PROBLEMS TO

THE PRIME MINISTER

Indicating that, on the other hand, one of these
institutions” biggest problems is not being able to
work in the capital market, Professor Bagar stated,
“These financial houses are going to present their
special problems in the form a declaration o the
Prime Minister. One of their other problems is that
private foundations and city govemments not putting
their money in these institutions but having to use
banks only.”

MAIN ECONOMIC INDICATORS
OF THE TURKISH ECONOMY

Turkey achieved considerable structural changes
in the economy in the post-1980 era: Open market
economy was adopted, so instead of a central admi-
nistrative decision mechanism, in both macro and
micro levels, prices are henceforth determined mar-
ket dynamics; domestic financial markets were reor-
ganized and restructured. The growth of GNP, in-
dustrial production, capacity utilization in manufac-
turing and foreign trade volume are some of the se-
veral results of this successful trend. However, the
country faces some problems such as a chronic hype-
rinflation, serious public sector deficit, high real inte-
rest rates, and an increasing trade deficit.

National Income, Employment,

Production and Price Indexes

The growth rate of national income, although the
volatility is significantly high, is almost equal to 5%
on the average over a ten year period. However, sin-
ce this growth is mainly stimulated by con-
sumption and imports the Turkish economy
ought to cope with hyperinflation and bud-
get deficits problems, due to thesupply-side

tistics show that the unemployment rate has decre-
ased to 6.3% on the average in Turkey. However, this
figure may be misleading, because rural unemploy-
ment which is officially recorded as low as 3% dimi-
nishes the average, and the unemploymet rate signi-
ficantly varies from urban to rural areas. For instan-
ce, the urban unemployment rate is 9.3% (it was
10.7% in April, 1995) and yet “educated young-
unemployment” is even higher as 29%. When the un-
deremployment rate, which is quite high in Turkey, is
introduced into consideration as well, the idle labour
force (both unemployment and/or underemployment)
arrives to 15%.

45-48% out of the total civil employment is
employed in agriculture. This figure is about 5% for
developed industrialized countries of the world.
Employment in mining and energy sectors remains
under 2% and in manufacturing industry it is about
15% of total employment. The share of services sec-
tor in total employment varies between 30-35%.

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When the value added sectoral shares in GDP
are considered; agriculture has a weight of 17.8% in
1987, and it diminishes to 17.5% in 1990, 15.4% in
1993, but it is 15.7% for 1995. The share of the man-
ufacturing industry is respectively 21.8% in 1987,
22.0% in 1990, 20.8% in 1993 and it increases to
22.6% in 1995. For mining and energy, this figure is
4% in 1987, 3.6% in 1990, 4% in 1993 and 3,7% for
the last year. Services sector has a share of 58% on
the average in GDP. The most important sub-group
within services is trade, whose share is 20% of total
GDP. One interesting remark about the Turkish eco-
nomy is that, although industrial goods form more
than 80% of total exports of the country, the share of
industry in gross national output only remains at
22%. On the other hand, despite the high agricultural
employment rate, the share of agriculture is relatively
low. The contribution of different sectors of the eco-
nomy to the Gross National Product growth can so-
metimes widely vary .

sensitive to this sector. For example; in 1994 the most
serious financial and economic crisis of the whole
Republican era happened, and that year the manufac-
turing industry capacity utilization (which was equal
to 82.2% the previous year) sharply decline to 73%.
In 1995, however, the economy moved out of the
crisis and after a recession of (-6%), performed a
growth of 8%, while capacity utilization was incre-
asing to 79.8% again. As of September 1996, the ni-
ne months average capacity utilization rate is 79.3%.

The yearly percentage change in wholesale price
indices is an appropriate indicator that represents the
chronic hyperinflation Turkey is suffering. The annu-
al increase in wholesale prices, according to the Sta-
te Statistical Institute is as follows: 67.9% in 1988,
62.3% in 1989, 48.6% in 1990, 59.2% in 1991,
61.4% in 1992, 60.3% in 1993, 149.6% in 1994, and
64.9% in 1995. As regards September 1996, the per-
centage change over the same month of the previous
year in wholesale prices is announced as 79.8%. The
9 months inflation rate is 60.5; that was 47.8% last
year.

Foreign Trade and Balance of Payments
Turkey left the import substitution system in
1980 and has followed internal demand based econo-
mic growth policies since the late 1980’s. The fore-
ign exchange regime was totally liberalized; flexible
exchange rate and perfect capital mobility system

exports over imports showed wide fluctuations: This
was 73.6% in 1989, and sharply decreased to 57.7%
in 1990. The proportion of exports to imports was re-
corded as 65.1% in 1991, 64.5% in 1992, and again
fell to 52% in 1993; it was followed by the economic
crisis of 1994 as mentioned before. The recession of
1994 ended in a relative improvement in X/M ratio
that increased as high as 81.5%. However for the last
year, this ratio declined again to 62.5% and for 1996,

hange reserves position on one hand, and high de-
mand for domestic currency because of increasing
public sector borrowing requirements on the other,
led a real appreciation of TL. against FXs. Hence,
except 1994, when an economic crisis caused a fore-
ign exchange -especially USD- appreciation by
300% against TL. in the first three months of the ye-
ar and thus a dramatic decrease in imports, Turkey
has suffered a “chronic” current account deficit. With
the destablizing effects of both the “Gulf Crisis™ of
1990 and contemporaneous recession in developed
countries, this trend was strengthened.

it is expected to decline even more (approximately
50%).

The foreign trade volume of Turkey amounted to
USD41 billion in 1994 and 57.5 billion in 1995; that
is respectively equal to 31.3% and 33.4% of GNP.
The Turkish ecomony seems to suffer a foreign trade
problem for the year 1996. Because of the difficulti-
es in calculation of foreign trade statistics due to
“Custom Union Agreement” (between Turkey and
European Union), the State Planning Organization
could announce only the first two months export &
import figures. The official data shows a USD 289
million current account surplus for January 1996 and
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a USD 138 million deficit for February, 1996, that
results in USD 151 million surplus for the first two
months. This means a decrease of 436 million, com-
paring with the current account surplus of USD587
million recorded in January-February period of the
last year.

Turkey performs an export score of USD3.5 bil-
lion (FOB) and its total import amounts to USD5.7
billion (CIF) for the first two months of 1996. Com-
paring with the last year figures, there is an increase
of only 10% in exports while imports increase by
34.5%; this trade deficit doubles and arrived at
USD2.2 billion. On the other hand, revenues from
travel & tourism, net interest revenues, migrants'
transfers and workers’ remittances increased, and
this makes an off-set effect on the current balance de-
ficit.

In the first two months of 1996, a capital inflow

of USDI billion 650 million is recorded; out of
which USD14 million is as direct foreign invest-
ments, USD783 million as portfolio investments.
Turkey benefits from USD 375 million medium and
long term loans, as well as an inflow of USD 230
million due to “Dresdner” (FX deposits with L/C).
During the same period a capital outflow of USD866
millions as medium and long term debt (principal)
repayment and USD506 million as short term capital
outflow occur.

The total permitted investment amount of fore-
ign firms for the first nine months (Jan.-Sept.) of this
year is realized as USD]1 billion 108.6 million, which
means 32% of decrease regarding the same period of
last year. The largest sectoral proportion out of total
foreign investments belongs to the services sector
(49.4%); it is followed by manufacturing industry
(46.6%). If the country composition is considered,

ods is below 10%. Investment goods amount to app-
roximately 30% and consumption goods only 13%
on the average out of total imports. (Table 4)

The commodity composition of exports is a very
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appropriate indicator of the structural change real-
ized in the Turkish economy during the 1980's. In
1970 agricultural goods amounted to 75% of the co-
untry’s exports. The proportion of industrial goods,
however, was only 17% and the mining’s was equal
10 8% out of total exports. In 1980, the relative we-
ight of agricultural goods decreased by almost 20 po-
ints but got still the first rank as being 57%. Indust-
rial goods’ share doubled itself during that period
and reached in 1980 the level of 36%. Nevertheless,
the change in the composition of exports during the

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Turkey has already been a member of the Custom
Union de facto, even before January, 1996, Germany
is the most important country for Turkish foreign tra-
de; not only more than 15% of total foreign goods are
imported from Germany, but also more than 20% of
total exports are made to this country.

The second important goup of countries is the
Islamic countries league, although their share in Tur-
kish foreign trade decreased after the “Gulf War” be-
cause of the economic sanctions of UN against Iraq
(10% of total imports and 5% of total exports of Tur-
key had been realized with Iraq). The share of Isla-
mic countries was about 20-25% out of Turkey's im-
ports and 25-30% out of Turkey's exports before
1991. However this ratio declined to 13-15% and 18-
209% respectively for the last five year average.

The foreign trade of Turkey with the Common-
wealth of Independent States and especially Central
Asian Turkish Republics is increasingly developing.
Eastern Asia and Pacific countries are not yet consti-
tuting a significant part of Turkish foreign trade, des-
pite their emergence in world economy. However,

Money and Banking

Reserve money was equal to USD7.1 billion at
the end of 1992 it increased up to USD7.3 billion in
1993, sharply declined to USDS.0 billion in 1994,
due to both the sudden increase of FX and compul-
sory decrease in CB credits and it increased to
USDG6.1 billion at the end of 1995 again. The propor-
tion M1€/GNP was 6.1% as of December, 1994, and
it decreased to 5.2% at the end of 1995. If the wider
definition of money supply is taken into considerati-
on, this time the proportions M24/GDP was 16.5%
for 1994 and 16.6% for 1995.

As regards the end of September, 1996; total

bank deposits in local currency amounted to
2.051.741 billions of TL. (USD22.8 billion), and re-
sidents foreign exchange deposits amounted 1o
2.159.436 billions of TL. (USD24 billion). Total net
banking credit stock is equal to TL2.465.955 billions
(USD27.4 billion). The real change in these indica-
tors during the last nine months period, namely Janu-
ary to September 1996, is as follows: TL. deposits
14.1%, FX deposits -(0.7)%, credit stock (-2)%.

The USDI18 billion of the central Bank interna-
tional reserves is seen as the very confidential gu-
arantee against a foreign exchange crisis -similar to
one of 1994, and yet FX reserves of the CB of Tur-
key have continuously increased since last December
(see diagram 4).

The Economic Fundamentals
in Industrial Countries

Lokman GUNDUZ

he industrial countries in the Organization
for Economic  Co-operation  and
Development have regained low and sta-
ble inflation. Inflation among these coun-
tries, excluding Turkey -measured broadly by defla-
tor for gross domestic product- fell from an average
of 7.7 per cent a year between 1981 and 1985 to 3.3
per cent a year between 1991 and 1995. Yet the rapid
growth expected to follow this achievement remains
elusive. GDP growth, which averaged 2.5 per cent a
year between [981 and 1985, fell to just 1.6 per cent

between 1991 and 1995. None of the big cylinders of

the world economic engine is firing rigorously. This
is true even of the US, where the economy expanded
at an average rate of just 1.9 per cent between 1991

—— b

and 1995. Moreover the average economic growth in
the European Union was 1.5 per cent and in Japan
Just 1.3 per cent over the same period.

In 1996, too, the world economy is on the path
of growth overall, supported in particular by buoyant
in many emerging market countries, The expansion
of output and world trade is projected to pick up to

average rates of 2.9 per cent and 7.3 per cent, while
the rise in prices is still predominantly moderate and
favourable,

The US economy is growing quite fast and
Japan’s economy is recovering. Nevertheless, the
EC’s economy slowed down towards the end of 1995
and the beginning of 1996, leading to further increas-
es in unemployment in some countries from already
high levels. The most pronounced deterioration in
cyclical conditions since early 1995 has been in
Germany, France, several other countries closely
linked to the deutsche mark, and Switzerland.

The timing and strength of the expected pick up
in activity in these countries is somewhat uncertain,
especially in France and ltaly. However, the current
slowdown in the European Union is expected to
come fo an end later this year. A strengthening of
activity in these countries is essential to put unem-
ployment securely on a downward path and to f acil-
itate fiscal consolidation in accordance with the
agreed timetable for Economic and Monetary Union.
It seems very difficult to meet the Maastricht criteria
on general government deficits for France and
Germany. According to theEuropean Commision, the
average budget deficit in the EU is estimated to
decline to 4.4 per cent of GDP this year, and, under
the assumption of unchanged fiscal policies, is pro-
jected to fall further 3.4 per cent of GDP in 1997.

In the USA. Commerce Department’s final GDP
estimate for the second quarter of 1996 put real eco-
nomic growth at 4.7 per cent, substantially above the
first quarter’s 2.0 per cent rate. On the other hand, it
is expected that the economy will expand 2.5 per cent
in the third quarter and 2.2 per cent in the final quar-
ter of this year, anticipating a slowdown in personal
consumption, residential constuctionand federal gov-
emment spending.

Industrial production increased 0.5 per cent in
August, following on the solid 5.3 per cent average
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annual pace it has maintained since January.
Production of business equipment and defence and
space equipment was especially strong in August, but
production of consumer goods and motor vehicles
and part fell. The nation’s industrial sector operated
at 83.5 per cent of measured capacity in August. On
the other hand, the inflation indicators slowed sub-
stantially through August, after accelerating during
the first five months of the year. Inflation for the year
to date is comparable to its 1995 pace -3 per cent or
s0. The September jobs picture, though fuzzy, seems
to show little overall change from August. The
unemployment rate has, with a small increase (0.1
per cent), risen to 5.2 per cent.

Japan's economy expanded at an annualised rate
of over 12 per cent in the first quarter of 1996,
spurred on by fast growth in government investment
and a pickup in private consumption. Much of the
boost to growth was due to the fiscal expansion pack-
ages announced last year. While this will be partly
offset by a contraction in the second quarter, the fore-
cast for growth in 1996 as a whole is higher than in
other industrial countries. According to Economic
Intelligence Unit, this amount is about 3.9 per cent.
However many commentators believe that the high
growth rates of the 1980's will not be repeated.
Furthermore Japan still maintains its low level of
inflation rate (0.4 per cent).

Japan's current account surplus declined by 27.3
per cent in July compared with the year before, the
trend of strong import growth and a rise in the num-
ber of Japanese taking foreign holidays. Exports rose
by 16 per cent, greatly outstripped by a 35 per cent
rise in imports, reflecting a modest recovery in
domestic demand from the unusually low level of
mid-1995. Japan is undergoing a period of structural
adjustment, easing its restrictions on imports and
moving manufacturing capacity overseas.

In Canada real domestic product grew at an
annual rate of only 1.3 per cent in the second quarter
well below forecasters’ expectations. Consumer
spending was flat and business investment, especial-
ly in inventories, fell markedly. The unemployment
rate has stuck above 9 per cent for six years in a row.
Behind this gloomy picture, there are good reasons to
be optimistic. This upbeat assessment was spurred by
news of a record merchandise trade surplus in the
second quarter and the first current account surplus
in 12 years, Canada has also been more successful in
putting its fiscal home in order. Government budget
deficits as a percentage of GDP have contracted by
4.5 percentage points over the past four years. The
overall govemment deficit declined to C$20.9 bn

($15.3 bn) the second quarter from a C$58.5 bn peak
in mid-1993, Morever, Canada’s inflation rate in
June was 1.2 per cent.

Germany has been experiencing a recovery in
the business cycle after gross domestic product stag-
nated in the second half of last year and contracted in
the first quarter of 1996. In the second quarter of
1996 the real domestic product rose by 1.5 per cent
against the first quarter, after adjustment for season-
al and workingday variations. In western Germany it
went up by | per cent and in eastern Germany by 5
per cent. The strong economic growth in the second
quarter was bolstered not only by heavier foreign
demand but also by the fact that the domestic oders
reaching the manufacturing sector, after having
decreased for about a year, have started to expand
again. Forecasts of economic growth this year have
been creeping upwards. Shortly after the Bonn gov-
ernment upgraded its 1996 forecast to | per cent from
.75 per cent in September, the IMF also predicted
growth of 1.3 per cent. Expectations for 1997 centre
on growth of about 2.5 per cent. Although there are
optimistic statements proclaiming an end to
Germany’s growth pause, there are also pessimistic
ones pointing to weakness in the construction sector,
sluggish business investment, and unresolved struc-
tural problems. On the other hand, the necessary
structural adjustment can be facilitated and but-
tressed by the fact that virtual price stability has been
attained in Germany. In August consumer prices
were only 1.4 per cent higher than a year before.

But the good news of a 1.5 per cent rise in sec-
ond-quarter GDP and the continuing growth of
industrial production in July and August, has so far
had no discernible impact on labour market.
Unemployment affects 3.85 m, or just over 10 per
cent of the working population, while in eastern
Germany the official jobless rate is around I5 per
cent and one in four of the workforce has no proper
employment.

The French economy contracted more sharply
than expected in the second quarter of this year. The
last figures showed a 0.4 per cent decline in second-
quarter gross domestic product., against an anticipat-
ed fall of 0.2-0.3 per cent. The decline in growth is
attributed chiefly to lower household consumption
and reduced industrial investment. Over the year to
the second quarter of 1996 real GDP grew a mere 1.2
per cent. More important, over the six years to the
second quarter of 1996 the economy expanded at an
average of 1.2 per cent a year. One result has been the
rise in unemployment, from 8.8 per cent of the labour
force in August 1990 to 12.5 per cent by July 1996.
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Another has been the deterioration in the public
finances. Back in 1990 France easily met the
Maastricht criteria, with a general government deficit
of only 1.6 per cent of GDP. That had grown to 5 per
cent by 1995. The fiscal deterioration is itself largely
caused by the tight monetary policy dictated by franc
fort.

The Italian economy contracted in this year's
second quarter. Gross domestic product declined 0.5
per cent from the first quarter and was only 0.5 per
cent above its level in last year’s second period. GDP
has now fallen in two of the last three quarters. The
annual growth rate has slowed sharply over the past
year, from 3.2 per cent in July-September 1995 to 2.3
per cent in October-December and 1.5 per cent in

January-March this year. The latest figures are attrib-
uted to a slowdown in manufacturing investment,
although service sector registered a modest increase.
The Italian currency’s recent strength and apparant
stability have also ended the period of rapid expan-
sion and positive impact on GDP.

As a result, in 1996, the growth and inflation
prospcts in industrial countries are good and better
than last year. In contrast to US and Japan where the
economies are expanding, the growth in the EU is
still weak, with output falling in a number of conti-
nental European economies including Italy and
France in the second quarter of 1996 and in Germany
in the first quarter of this year. Regarding industrial
countries especially those in Europe, budget deficits
and high unemployment rates lie behind many of the
macroeconomic and structural policy challenges. A
sound fiscal policy is in the common interest of all
countries. The employment problems which have
remained unsolved for some considerable time reveal
even more starkly by the slackening of economic
growth. On the other hand, the preconditions for a
continuation of the growth process are more
favourable in terms of prices in almost all industrial
countries. Thus it is not unusual to hear about “the
death of inflation” everywhere,

he economic view of Islam has been

an issue of wide interest in the last

quarter of this century. This multi-

faceted and broad subject has been
discussed in this article only from the perspec-
tive of educating and training human beings. In
addition, how a Muslim person should behave
and react in economic life has been analysed in
general.

Both capitalism and socialism have a mate-
rialistic world view. Although they differ in
how this world should be organized, the two
ideologies conceive of the same type of human
being, namely “homo economicus™ who orders
his life and behavior out of economic motives.
Hence Karl Marx, taking his theoretical grounds
from Ricardo, built his own economic theory
according to the same type of man.

On the other hand, man conceived in
Islamic economy is not a “homo-economicus.”
He organizes his life and behavior according to
Allah’s decrees and prohibitions, His book the
Qur’an, the “sunnah™ of our prophet (peace be
upon him), the shared views of the scholars
(idjma), the advice of the great ‘ulema’ and
Islamic decrees of the Islamic state. According
to the Qur'an, he is “someone who holds fast to
the rope of Allah™ (I1:103:109). Still the fact
that man has a character which loves worldy
goods and has been created so, is admitted “in
the love of wealth he is firm” (Al-Adiyat:8).
Greed and interest lead people to stinginess.
“Say (unto them) if you possessed the treasures
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olsaydiniz, 0 zaman harcamaktan (tiikenir) kor-
kusuyla muhakkak cimrilik ederdiniz. Cok cim-
ridir (bu) insanlar!..” (XVIL:100). “Zaten nefis-
lerinde cimrilik hazirlanmugtir” (IV:128).

of the mercy of my Lord, you would surely hold
them back for fear of spending, for man was
ever grudging.” (XVI1:100) “But greed has been
made present in the minds of men” (IV:128).
This economic behavior of man has been shaped
and led to certain conduct under an intense

meta-economic pressure. The economic theory
of Islam is not amoral ; it is by all means ethical.
Islam leaves man free in economic life.
However, it does not leave him alone with his
egoistic motives as an immature being. Only
after having educated him with decrees, prohibi-
tions and recommendations of Allah, it lets him
free in economic life. In this way, in an ideal
[slamic community, in place of existant homo-
economicus an educated Muslim-man shows up
in economic life. It is this Muslim-man who will
implement the principles of Islamic economy.
That is why it is unconceivable to let a child
free in his belief until he reaches puberty. He
should be brought up according to Islamic prin-
ciples and educated to be a good Muslim in the
Islamic community. The economic theory of
Islam is made up of a mixture of existing eco-
nomic laws and normative Islamic principles.

2) He knows that when he cannot work or is
exposed to certain risks of economic life, the
state will provide social security for him and his
children.

3- The behavior of a Muslim-man

as an employer:

a) If he is an employer as a private entre-
preneur in agriculture, commerce, service or
industry sectors, he knows that his right of pos-
session is guaranteed by the state, and his pos-
sessions that he gained through his work will be
left as inheritance 1o his children and he is sure
that the state will not interfere with his econom-
ic activities and he has to make his living by
legal means.

b) He knows that his wealth and income are
not the result of just his effort but also Allah’s
will. Because he knows that “Unto Allah
belongs whatsoever is in the heavens and what-
soever is in the earth; and unto Allah all things
are returned (3:109) “Allah’s is the sovereignty
of the heavens and the earth and all that is
between them" (V:17, 18 and others) Man pos-
sesses goods by Allah’s grace and permission.
He knows that “Allah enlarges livelihood for
whom He will, and narrows it for whom He
will. (XI11:26) He knows that other people, the
beggar and the outcast have their due share in
his wealth and Allah gave him certain obliga-
tions (51:19).

While he is using his right of possession, he
respects the following points:

- He doesn't keep his goods idle; he uses
them to the advantage of humanity without
harming others,

- He gives his zekat,

- He gains his wealth by legal means.

- He neither wastes nor is stingy in his con-
sumption,

- He implements the inheritance law of
Islam completely.

¢) He looks after his worker; he pays him on
time and gives his due share. He remembers this
hadith of our prophet: “There are three kinds of
people of whom [ am their adversary; one of
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i yaparken, hileden, spekiilasyondan, vur-
gunculuktan ve tekelci davramiglardan kagimir.

He avoids speculation, tricks, profiteering
and monopoly in his business.

d) He avoids receiving interest.

¢) He spends in the way of Allah (I1:254,
261, 267, 272, 274).

f) He knows that an honest, outspoken mer-
chant is with prophets, martyrs and saints
(Tirmizi, 12 ; 4).

IL. The fundamental attitude of

Muslim-man to income:

There are three types of income for
Muslim-man: Wages, profit and rent. He can’t
receive interest. He follows the principles
below.

a) He respects heldl and haram measures
(11.168). He tries to earn legal gain and knows
that illegal gain is forbidden (IV: 29, 30).

b) He bases his income on absolute risk and
labor.

¢) He knows that without risk and labor,
only by using his money, he can’t eam money.
(prohibition of interest).

d) He accepts the fact that there can't be
equality in income amongst people. He tries to
increase his income through legal means. He
doesn't covet others’ income.

¢) He knows that fortune games like gam-
bling are illegal and haram; he doesn’t conde-
scend to these means.

f) He knows that trade is heldl but specula-
tion and black marketing are haram and hoard-
ing is a big sin.

g) He avoids prodigality (VI: 141), (VIL:
31), (XVIE: 27) and stinginess (III: 180),
(XLVIL: 38).

h) He doesn’t use his wealth to the harm of
society. Allah orders for these people: “Take
him and fetter him and then expose him to hell-
fire” (LXIX: 30).

[11. The conduct of Muslim-man

as a consumer:

What should be the best behavior for this
man who follows Islamic principles and Islamic
ethics?

First let us consider existing alternatives; a
human being.

a) First tries to meet his basic needs and

Tiiketim Harcamalari

1) Bir Miisliman adam once, tiiketim har-
camalanmin ozellikle, gelirin bir fonksiyonu ol-
madif1 goriisiinden hareket eder. Insan gelirleri-
nin esit olmadigini, gelirin tiketimi sinirlayici
rolii oldugunu bilir, fakat, tiketim harcamalarini
tayin eden tek faktoriin iktisadi bir unsur olan
gelir'den ibaret olmadigimni, tiketim alaminin,
ayrica meta-ekonomik prensiplerle diizenlendi-
gini bilir,

2) Miisliiman adamun tiiketimini etkileyen
meta-ekonomik prensipler sunlardir;

a) Miisliman adam, tiketim harcamalarin-

da bulunurken gelirini, ickiye, kumara, gayri-
mesru kadin iliskilerine harcamuyacaktr. Harca-
ma sahalari Islami mesruiyet cercevesi ile sinir-
landinlmighr,

b) Tiiketim harcamalarinda liiks ve gosteris
tiiketiminden kagmnacakur. Ciinkii bu tip bir tii-
ketimin yasaklandigini bilir,

Ebu Zer (R.A)"den nakle gore, Peygamberi-
miz (s.a.v): “Allah ti¢ simf insanla ne konusa-
cak, ne onlarmn yiiziine bakacak, ne de onla-
rin ginahlanm bagislayacaktir. Onlar cok
azap cekeceklerdir. Bunlardan birincisi, ser-
vetini gosteris ugruna harcayanlardir” diye

spends for his needs.

b) Saves if his income is more than his basic
needs.

¢) He can purchase some precious metals
(gold and silver) with this money.

d)He can lend his money to somebody else.

e) Or he undertakes a business, founds a
firm and allocates his savings to production; he
makes an investment. Now let us examine meta-
economic Islamic factors that govern these eco-
nomic activities related to consumption.

Consumption Expences

I- Muslim-man first of all knows that con-
sumption expenses are not a function of income.
People are not equal in income and income has
a role to restrict consumption. On the other
hand, he knows that the only factor that deter-
mines consumption expenses is not just income;
consumption is also governed by meta-econom-
ic principles.

2- The meta-economic principles that affect
Muslim-man are the following;

a) Muslim-man does not spend his income
on drinks, gambling and adultery. His expenses
are limited within the bounds of Islamic princi-
ples.

b) He avoids luxurious and ostentatious
consumption, he knows that it is prohibited.

¢) Our prophet (peace be upon him) said:
“Allah will neither address nor look at the faces
nor forgive the sins of three kinds of people.
They will suffer very much. The first people of
these are those who spend their wealth for
ostentation.” For this reason, Muslim-man lives
according to the life standard of the society to
which he belongs and meets his normal needs,
He should not make conspicuous consumption
in a way that make the poorcovet. That is to say
there will not be any demonstration effect in his
consumption.

d) In the fields that consumption is legal, he
will restrict his consumption according to his
needs and he will try to protect his wealth and he
will take into account the fact that wasteful
expenditure is prohibited. He will not transgress
the limits of the society in which he lives,
Because Allah warned Muslim-man in the
Qur’an “Eat and drink, but be not prodigal; He
loves not the prodigals™ (VII: 31),

e) As he is not prodigal in his expenditure,
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buyurmaktadir. Bu sebeple Miisliman adam
normal ihtiyaglarini kargilayacak sekilde, bulun-
dugu cemiyetteki hayat seviyesine gore yasiya-
caktir, Fakiri imrendirecek, onun hasedini tahrik
edecek sekilde gosteris tiketimine gitmemesi
gerekecektir. Yani Miisliman adamin tiiketimin-
de “conspicious-consumption ve demonstra-
tion effect”, goisteris-tilketimi olmayacakuir.

¢) Tiiketimin megru oldugu sahalarda da,
tiketim miktarini ihtiyacina gore simirlayacak,
nimeti tek tanesine kadar korumaga gayret ede-
cek, israfin memnu oldugunu, harcamalarinda
daima gozoniinde bulunduracaktir. Bu siminn
gevre standartlarini gok fazla asmamasina dik-
kat edecektir, Ciinkii Allah, Kur'an-1 Keri-
min’de “Yeyin, igin, israf etmeyin. Ciikii Allah
israf edenleri sevmez” diye Miisliman-adami
ikaz etmestir (VII:31).

d) Tiiketimde israfa kagamayacag: gibi, za-
ruret olmadikca da borg altina girmeyecektir.
Tiiketimini gelirine gore ayarlamaya ¢ahgacak-
tr. Iktisada riayet edecektir. Zira peygamberimi-
zin “Allahim giinah islemekten ve borg igine
girmekten sana sigimrim” (Hz. Aise’den riva-
vet) dedigini bilir. Zaruret olmadikca borglan-
maz, borcunu sdzlesmeye baglar. Odeme niye-
tiyle borglanir ve borcunu vaktinde dder. Ciinkii
Peygamberimizin “Kim ki, ddemek niyetiyle
borg yaparsa, Allah onun adina onun borcunu
odeyecektir ve kim ki israf etmek niyetiyle borg
yaparsa, Allah onu yok edecektir” (Buhari 43:2)
ve “Borcun odenmesini geciktirmek haksizlik-
tr”, (Buhari 43:12). “Odeme giicii oldugu halde
odemeyi ertelemek o kimsenin cezalandinlma-
sint hakh kilar” dediklerini hatirlayacakur.

Boylece varlikli, yani geliri ihtiyacini agan
Miisliiman adamin tiiketim harcamalari Islimi
prensiplerle simrlanmakiadir. iktisat kanunlari-
na gore, bir iilkenin iktisaden gelisebilmesi igin,
yatnimlarin arttinlmast, tiketim harcamalarinimn
bu imkam verecek seviyede ayarlanmasi gerek-
lidir. Miisliiman adamun tiiketim harcamalarin-
daki davranig hem iktisadi kalkinma hizin art-
tirict yonde tesir edecektir, hem de sosyal den-
geyi fakir zengin arasinda husumet, Kiskanghik
ve hasedi tahrik etmeyecek sekilde saglamaga
yardim edecektir. Islim'mn prensipleri milli si-
mirlart asar, alem-siimaldir. Milletlerarasi ahen-
gin saglanmast yoniinden de onemlidir.

IV, Miisliiman Insamin Tasarruf Etme
Davranist
Miisliiman adamin geliri. ihtiyacini aginca

he will not run into debt except in case of neces-
sity. He will adjust his consumption accocding
to his income, and cut down his expenses. He
knows that our prophet (peace be upon him)
said “My Lord I take refuge in Thee from com-
mitting sins and running into debt.” He doesn't
get into debt except in case of necessity and he
makes a contract for his debts and he pays back
his debts on time. He will remember the follow-
ing hadiths of our prophet (peace be upon him)
“Whoever gets into debt in order to pay it back,
Allah will pay his debt on his behalf and who-
ever gets into debt for prodigality, Allah will
destroy him” (Buhari 43: 2) and “It's unfair to
delay the debt” (Buhari 43: 12) and “To delay
payment of a debt, will justify the punishment of
that person”.

Thus, consumption expenses of Muslim-
man who is quite wealthy and whose income is
more than his needs are limited within the
bounds of Islamic principles. It is necessary (o
increase investments and to adjust consumption
expenses accordingly for a country to develop
economically. The behavior of Muslim-man in
consumption will accelerate economic develop-
ment and form a social balance between the rich
and the poor in a way that wouldn’t provoke
jealousy, animosity and coveting. Islamic prin-
ciples go beyond the national boundaries; they
are international, they are also important in
forming international harmony.

1V. The behavior of saving

of Muslim-man

Muslim-man will tend to save if his income
is more than his needs. If he wants to pile up the
saved amount as cash or precious metal, gold or
silver, two principles of Islam will arise. The
first of these principles is the prohibition of
hoarding. Because Allah warns Muslim-man in
the Qur’an: “They who hoard up gold and silver
and spend it not in the way of Allah, unto them
give tidings of a painful doom™ (IX: 34).

Muslim-man will have to deal with the
obligation of “zekat™ which is the other princi-
ple of Islam. Because his inert wealth will dwin-
dle away, he has to pay zekat 2,5% of his wealth
every year.

In the final analysis, a wise Muslim-man, if
he wants to follow Allah’s decrees and conserve
his wealth will not want to keep his wealth inert,
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tasarruf cihetine gidecek, malini ve parasini bi-
riktirmeyi diigiinecektir. Tasarruf edilen mebli-
#1, nakit veya kiymetli maden, altn, giimii vs.
halinde muhafaza etmek isterse, yani gelirini
(y1gmak) isterse, Islam'in iki prensibi oniine di-
kilecektir, Birincisi Allah'in iddihari (yigmay)
onleyici prensibidir. Ciinkii Allah Kur'ani Keri-
minde Misliman adami “Alun ve giimiisii bi-
riktirerek saklayip, onlar Allah yolunda harca-
mayan kimseleri sakhi bir azap ile miijdele” di-
yerek tehdit etmektedir (IX:34),

Miisliiman adam ilerde yatinmda bulunmak
lizere, belli bir siire, bu yolda gitmek isterse Is-
lam’in diger bir prensibi olan zekat vecibesi ile
kargilagacaktir. Ciinkii aul duran nakdi serveti (1
yili gectikten sonra her yil %2.5 oraminda bir
kismini zekit olarak odemesi gerekeceginden)
durdugu yerde eriyecektir.

Su halde akilli bir Miisliman adam, hem
Allah’in emrine uymak, hem de menfaatini sa-
vunabilmek icin nakdi servetini atil tutmak iste-
miyeceklir.

Bu davranig tarzi Islim cemiyetinde tasar-
ruflarin aul durmasini Gnleyecek, gelirin yeni-
den iktisadi hayata donmesine yardim edecektir.
Paranin tedaviil siiratinin artig1, para miktarinda-
ki arti gibi iktisadi hayati canlandiracak ve iire-
timi arttiracaktir.,

V- Miisliiman Insanin Kreditor

Olarak Davranisi

Miisliman adam, nakdi servetini 4til tutma-
yi tercih etmeyince ve edemeyince, geriye iki
ihtimal Kalmaktadir. Ya, bu gelirini i§ yapan
kimselere ddiing verebilir, veya kendisi i yapip,
yatrima yonelebilir. Sayet nakdi servetini, bag-
ka birine borg vermeyi diigiiniir ve bunu bir sos-
yal yardim seklinde degil de iktisadi bir faaliyet
olarak ifa etmek isterse, kargisina Islim'in en
bilyiik duvan gikacaktr.

Su halde parasini sahis-
lara, girketlere, bankaya ve hatta devlete borg
vererek, tahvil satin alarak (faiz geliri) seklinde
bir gelir saglamasi miimkiin olmayacak ve para-
sini isletemiyecektir.

VI- Miisliman insanin Bir Yatinma
Olarak Davramisi

This type of behavior will prevent the sav-
ings from beng inert in the Islamic society and
will help the income turn back to economic life
again. The increase in the circulation of money
will invigorate economic life and increase pro-

duction.

V. The Behavior Miislim - Man As

A Creditor

There are only two alternatives left for
Muslim-man when he doesn't and can't prefer
to keep his wealth inert. Either he can lend his
money to those who do business or he himself
undertakes a business and makes an investment,
If he intends to lend his cash money to some-
body else and wants this not as charity but as an
economic activity, then the biggest obstacle of
Islam will surface. This principle is the prohibi-
tion of earning money without exerting any
efforts and taking any risks. Because Allah pro-
hibited riba (interest) (II: 275-276). Then,
Muslim-man can't eam money without taking
any risks and without working. It is impossible
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Bu durumda, Miisliman adamin yapacag
rasyonel davranig nakdi servetini iiretime tahsis
ereokyani yatinm vapmakur. Ciinkii bagkaca
yacilieak makal bir sey vokrur

Yatpnubarle, Mistiman adamin muhteme-
len kit artacakur. Bagarihi oldugu takdirde ye-
niden sirketler kuracak, fabrikalar inga edecek,
hisse senetleri satin alacak ve miitemadiyen fa-
aliyeti genisletecektir. Geliri ve serveti artan
Miisliiman adamin, buna ragmen, tiketimi sinir-
Ii oldugu igin, hayat seviyesi cevre sartlarimin
gok iistiinde olamiyacaktir. Bu durumda Miislii-
man adamn iiretim geliri ile tiiketim harcamala-
r arasindaki fonksiyonel baglanti tamamen kop-
mus olur.

Miisliiman adamin yatinmlara yonelme zo-
runlugu, yatinmlar, iktisadi kalkinmanin tegvik
unsuru oldugundan, iktisadi kalkinmay1 hizlan-
diracak, Misliiman adamin geliriyle birlikie
milli gelir de artacaktir. Bu sayede yeni-yeni i§
sahalurt agilacak, istihdam imkénlan artacakur.

Miisliman adama gelince, iktisadi bagari-
nin doruguna dogru yikselen Miisliiman adam,
kargisinda Islam'in gok cesitli sosyal prensiple-
rini bulacakur. Ciinkii, Peygamberimiz (s.a.v)
Allah'in sevmedigi ve giinahlarini affetmiyece-
gi ikinci insan tipi “Diger insanlara kargi yikli
bulundugu mesuliyetlerden bihaber olanlardir”
demektedir. Cenabi Hak, Kur'an-1 Kerim'inde
“Namaz kilin, zekdt verin, Allah igin (diger) ha-
yir yollanna halisane harcayin” (I:261) diye
buyurmaktadir. Peygamberimiz (s.a.v), “Bir
kimse kardesine yardim etmeye ugragirsa, Allah
da ona yardim eder”, miijdesini vermekie ve
“Dogrulukta ve iyilikte yardimlagin, fakat kotii-
liikte ve gilinahta yardimlagmaktan kaginin™ ika-
zinda bulunmaktadir. Yine Peygamberimiz
(s.aa.v), “Bir kimse komsusu sefalet iginde ag
iken ve kendi elinde imkénlari var iken, buna bi-
géne kalirsa, miimin degildir” ve “Bir iilkede bir
kimse agliktan oliirse, biitiin iilke onun katili sa-
yilr” sozleriyle varlikli Mislimanlarin sosyal
mesuliyetini gok agir bir sekilde hatirlarmakta-
dur.

fslim'in bu prensipleri Miisliman-adam
hayir sahasina yoneltir ve Allah’in verdigi ser-
veti Allah yolunda harcama egilimini artirir.
Ciinkii iyi bir Miisliman, kazancinin belli bir
nispetini zekdt olarak devlete veya fakirlere ver-
dikten sonra da her miisliman obiir Miisliiman-
larin durumundan sorumlu oldugu bilincine va-
rinca, Kur'an'in *Allah faiz gelirini eksiltir, sa-
dakalan bereketlendirir” mealindeki miijdesini

for him to lend his money to people, firms,
banks or to the state and receive interest.

VI - The Behavior Of Muslim-

Man As An Investor

In this case. the most rational thing that a
Muslim man would do is to allocate his wealth
to production, that is, to invest. There is not any
other thing to do.

Muslim-man will increase his profits with
his new investments, He will found new firms,
factories and buy stocks and will increase his
activities. Muslim-man, in spite of the fact that
his income and wealth increased, will not con-
sume too much or his life standard will not sur-
pass the limits of his environment, because his
needs are limited. Thus, the functional connec-
tion between the production income and con-
sumption expenses of Muslim-man has been
severed completely.

The necessity of Muslim-man to turn to
investments will increase economic develop-
ment, because investments are the most basic
incentives for economic development. Also
pational income will increase along with new
jobs and employment opportunities.

Muslim-man will face many social princi-
ples of Islam, when he proves his success in the
economic field. Because our prophet (peace be
upon him) said “the second type of person
whom Allah is not content with is he who is not
aware of his responsibilities towards other peo-
ple.” And Allah in the Qur’an says, “Pray and
give out your zekat, spend sincerely in the way
of Allah” (II: 261). Our prophet (peace be upon
him) said, “Whoever tries to help his Muslim
brother, Allah will also help him” and warned
“Help each other in righteousness and goodness
but not in badness and sins.” And again our
prophet said “Those who are rich and remain
indifferent to the poor are not believers” and “if
anybody dies of hunger in a country, the whole
country can be deemed the Killer of that man.”
These hadiths of our prophet (peace be upon
him) recall the social responsibilities of wealthy
Muslims.

These principles of Islam incline Muslim
man in toward to charity and spending his
wealth in the way of Allah. Because a good
Muslim, after giving a certain amount of his
income to the poor and to the state as “zekat.”
comes to the view that every Muslim is respon-
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hatirlar, Esasen o zengin insan, artik maddi ihti-
yaglanni tatminde doygunluk noktasina da gel-
mistir. Bundan boyle, ilave tiiketim harcamalar-
min azalar fayda kanunu geregince faydasi si-
ratle azalacak, sifira inecek, hatta negatife dénii-
sebilecektir. Bu durum, insanlan bunalima gotii-
riir, hayattan zevk almaz hale disiirir ve behimi
arzularimin tatmini cihetinde gayri ahliki yolla-
ra saptirir azdinr.

Iyi bir Miisliiman bu noktaya inmez. Ciin-
kii, tiiketimini, doygunluk noktasi sifira inme-
den, ahliki miilahazalarla (isral) esasen frenle-
migtir.

sible for other Muslims® conditions and remem-
bers “Allah decreases income out of interest and
increases the wealth of those who give out char-
ity.” In fact, this rich person is on the point of
saturating his material needs. After a certain
point, the satisfaction he gets from additional
consumption expenses will be less and less or
even become negative. This situation makes
people unhappy and leads them to crisis and
immoral ways and corruption.

A good Muslim is not reduced to this.
Because he puts brakes on his consumption for
moral reasons before his satiation point comes
to the threshold. Muslim man essentially has not
indulged in illegal ways because he does not
consume for ostentation and luxury. However,
as the marginal utility of personal economic
consumption decreases, if he turns to social
expenses (social help), the decreasing utility law
does not hold. As social expenses increase, his
moral satisfaction increases. Thus, Muslim man,
if he follows Islamic principles, he tends to help
other people as rational behavior because he
believes that he is trying to gain the approval
from his Lord.

Muslim-man spending his income on chari-
ty is respected by the poor. Class-struggle and
hatred leave their places for harmony and love
amongst people In the meantime this rich
Muslimman is face to face with needy people,
indebted merchants and Muslims who want
credit,

Muslim-Man As O Good Creditor

Muslim-man lends his fellow men without
expecting anything in return, “If the debtor is in
narrow circumstances, then (let there be) post-
ponement to (the time of) ease; and that you
remit the debt as almsgiving would be better for
you if you did but know" (I1: 280),

without thinking of interest. Then Muslim-man,
naturally will lend his money to a needy and
good Muslim.

The principle of “mudaraba” requires labor
and capital to be shareholders in a business and
the creditor shares the profits and losses. This
system prevents any labor-capital struggle and
allows various production unions to manage
many industrial, commercial and agricultural
enterprises by “mudaraba” principles. (Profit
sharing system)

VII, The Summary Of The

Behavior Of Muslim-Man

The balanced economic structure of Islamic
society depends, above all, on the education of
this Muslim-man. Because Muslim-man will
form the structure of Islamic society whether he
works in the private or public sector or is a
worker, an employer or works on his own.

If Muslim-man dominates in economic life,
and individuals behave according to Islamic
principles and ethics and use the opportunities
and direct the demand into legal and useful
fields and if he increases production and effi-
ciency and invests his savings in useful domains
or lends it to other entrepreneurs and pays his
tax and “zekit” and spends his money in the
way of Allah, than economic development has
been secured through social justice in such a
society model.

CONCLUSION

In sum, if we analyse the current economic
structure of the world well and study Islamic
principles, we can come to the synthesis that the
world is in need of. Serious studies are being
done in this field. Our responsibility is to.

Increase our technical knowledge on the
one hand and to educate our youth with this
knowledge and to inculcate in them virtue and
morals on the other. If we can bring up our peo-
ple with this synthesis, we can move towards the
type of society which is able to find better solu-
tions to crises than the humanity that is living at
present, Islam gives us this opportunity and pos-
sibility.

rom the advent of the Medinan Islamic
Fs[alc onwards, Muslim businessmen have

served an historical mission hand in hand
with the state. In this paper we will try to depect
this reality taking some sketches from Islamic
history,

The Medinan state of the Prophet Muham-
mad rose over a pentaped foundation, each leg
representing an institution, religious, political,
social, educational, and economical; the Mos-
que of the Prophet, the so-called Constitution of
Medina, the Fraternity among the Helpers and
the Emigrants, the University (Suffah) attached
to the Mosque, and the Market of Medina res-
pectively, whereof the last one is our concern.

Mission of the Market of Medina
The Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon
him), certainly being conscious of the signifi-

Bu hedefe ulagmak
icin, Hicretten sonra Kisa bir zaman iginde, daha
sonra Medine Pazart adiyla meshur olacak,
Miislimanlarin hakim oldugu ve onlarin kural-
larimin uygulandigi kendi icinde bagimsiz bir
pazar kurmay! basardi. Islami kurallar ortaya
konuldukga vakit gegirmeksizin uygulanmak
durumundaydi. Fakat bunlari uygulamak, Isla-
m'a gore gayrimesru olan ve Medine pazarlari-
nin hakimleri durumundaki Yahudi ve pagan
tiicearlar tarafindan yiiriitiilen bir yerde, karsi-
likli giivenceye dayali sosyo-ekonomik bir or-
tam olusturmak ok zordu. Ayrica. gayrimiis-
limlerle is yapmak Miislimanlarin aleyhine ol-
dugundan ve Yahudiler, “Araplarin (Miisliman-

¢iinkii onlar dogru yolda degildir.™ inancinda
olduklarindan, yeni dogan sehir devletinde gele-
cekte bir kriz ortaya ¢ikmast muhtemeldi.

Bu nedenle, Yahudilerin reisi Ka'b b. el-Es-
ref, yeni rakip pazarin kisa zamanda Yahudilerin
ekonomik giiciinii sarsacagim sezdiginden, Haz-
reti Peygamberin (S.a.v) bu pazan Yahudi bolge-
sinin yakinina kurma girigimini engelleyerek
statiikoyu korumaya calisti. Fakat bir sonug ala-
madi ciinkii Peygamber (s.a.v) onu daha strate-
jik bir mahalle yerlestirerek Yahudileri hayal ki-
rikligina ugratu. Yeni pazar yeri nerdeyse sehir
merkezinde Buthan vadisinde, Peygamber Mes-
cidinin yakiminda, Medine yollarinin Kavsak
noktasinda idi.

Tecriibeli bir ticaret ehli olan Peygamber
(s.a.v), vergisiz bir pazarn direticilerin ¢ogunu
kendine gekecegi, ciinkii kir motivasyonunun
her isin basta gelen tegvik unsuru oldudu ve ver-
gisiz kazancin daha gok Kar getirecedi gergegi-
nin elbette bilincindeydi. Ayrica vergisiz aligve-
tis fiatlan diiiirecek ve fiatlar ne kadar diigikse
o kadar miiteri gelecekti. Yahudilerin kendi pa-
zarlarinda vergi uyguladiklanni dikkate alacak
olursakd, rekabet igin vergisiz bir pazar kurma-

cance of the reality that socio-economic inde-
pendence is one of the most important factors
leading to political sovercignty, worked to
construct as strong a state as he possibly could.
In order to accomplish this goal, in a short time
after his Hegira he managed to establish an au-
tonomous market that later came to be called the
“Market of Medina™ where Muslims could do-
minate and their own rules would be in force. As
Islamic rules were given, they had soon to be
put into effect, but it was very difficult to apply
all and create a socio-economic environment of
mutual trust in a situation where transactions, il-
legitimate according to Islam, were carried out
by Jewish and pagan merchants who dominated
the markets of Medina.! In addition, since busi-
ness with non-Muslims had been to the disad-
vantage of the Muslims and since the Jews beli-
eved that “whatever we grab of the possessions
of the Arabs [i.e. Muslims] will remain as profit
for us because they are not on a righteous path,”™
a crisis in the future for the newly born city-sta-
te was likely.

Therefore, Ka'h b. al-Ashraf, the chief of
Jews, foreseeing that this new competitive mar-
ket would soon erode the Jews' economic po-
wer, tried to keep the status quo by sabotaging
the Prophet’s attempt to establish it nearby the
Jewish domain. But to no vail because the Prop-
het moved it to a more strategic location that
made the Jewish chief badly upset; the new mar-
ketplace was almost at the centre of the city, on
the valley of Buthén, near the Mosque of the
Prophet, at the cross-roads in Medina.

The second step after the establishment of
the market was to create the conditions that wo-
uld convince people to leave their favourite, fa-
miliar, and perhaps closer markets where they
had regular suppliers or customers and prefer
the new one. So the Prophet, who was certainly
conscious of this reality, did not delay in setting
up two important and attractive principles that
would make the new market more preferable: i)
no taxes would be imposed on, and ii) no enclo-
sures would be monopolised within the market.?

The Prophet, as an experienced merchant,
was certainly conscious of the fact that a tax-
free market would attract most of the suppliers
because profit motive was a primary stimulus
for any business and tax-free earnings would y1-
eld more profit. Also tax-free transactions wo-
uld reduce prices and the lower the prices the
more customers there would be. When we take

into account that the Jews were imposing taxes
on their markets.* we see how sound a judge-
ment it was to establish a tax-free market in or-
der to compete,

Because there is no record which proves the
contrary to be the fact, we can presume that the
tax-free market principle operated by and large
during the period of the first four caliphs, altho-
ugh a few taxes other than the market-dues we-
re collected at some marketplaces.

To me, the enclosure-free market principle
aimed at promoting justice among the merc-
hants by preventing them from holding enclosu-
res for the rest of their lives and consequently
being transformed into a privileged rentier class.
It also stimulated the commercial life by enco-
uraging the early start of business activity each
day since the early riser was allowed 1o set up a
daily counter wherever he chose.

Nevertheless, the early Islamic sources re-
port occasional attemplts to erect buildings and
pitch tents in the marketplace despite the Prop-
het’s anti-enclosure rule. This may imply that
the market was so attractive that some merc-
hants tried to root themselves there, but a passa-
ge in al-Samhidi’s Wafd' al-wafd' reveals that
the Prophet saw a man who pitched a tent in the
market and ordered it to be destroyed by fire.s
This shows his consistency and insistence on the
application of that rule. All these measures must
have been useful enough that the merchants pre-
ferred the new market and consequently attrac-
ted enough demand even from the Jews.s

Reports say that there were similar attempts
to violate the same market rule in the subsequ-
ent periods. But also the four caliphs reacted in
exactly the same way. For example, ‘Umar got
Abil Sufyin b, Harb to destroy the terrace,
which he erected in front of his house, promptly
and with his own hands.” Again the Caliph him-
self destroyed a stable counter which was built
in the marketplace by a Medinan. The princip-
le that the early comer was allowed to set up a
daily counter wherever he chose was applied to
all the markets of his time, especially to those of
the newly founded cities.*

Also the fourth caliph *Ali had the stable
counters, which were built by some merchants
in the marketplace, ruined. He mentioned to
them the aforesaid principle and that the mar-
ketplaces were as public domains as the mosqu-
es, 10

himself a merchant and thus highly rated and
dignified the profession which has rendered a
crucial socio-economic service to the public, the
merchant enjoys respect and consideration in
Muslim society. Several sayings of the Prophet,
o the effect that in the Day of Judgement the
honest truthful Muslim merchant would take
rank with the martyrs of the faith, the truthful
merchant would sit under the shadow of the
throne of God on the Day of Judgement, the
merchants were the couriers of the world and
the trusty servants of God upon earth, etc., as-
signed him an honourable position in the Mus-
lim hierarchy.

The second rightly guided caliph “Umar is
reported to have said, “There is no place where
[ would be more gladly overtaken by death than
in the marketplace, buying and selling for my
family.”t He is also reported to have said to Me-
dinan people when he witnessed that most of the
merchants in the markets were either their sla-
ves or mawdli (i.e. freed-slaves), “By God if you
leave them to their own devices your men and
women will be in need of their men and women,
hence they will grudge of you whatever they ha-
ve in hand."?

In another saying he wamed his people not
to leave trade, which he described as one of the
three factors of superiority through the econo-
mic power it renders, to the slaves and mawali.1*
Again it is reported that the Prophet warned the
Quraish not to leave trade which is nineteen
twentieths of sustenance to the slaves and ma-
walf. 14

Expansive Mission of Muslim

Businessmen

Throughout Islamic history a peaceful ex-
pansive process has usually been carried out in
several ways, whereof one is by Muslim traders
and merchants who, as in the case of the present
growth of African Islam, have conveyed the fa-
ith to others in the course of their business acti-
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lar ve Tranhilar tarafindan yiiriitiilen baharat, fil-
digi, miicevher vb, ticareti nedeniyle Islam Hin-
distan'in giineybati sahillerini devamli olarak
etkisi altinda tuttu.

The early years of the tenth century witnes-
sed the arrival of the Muslim traders in India as
the forerunners to disseminate Islam, Indeed,
the first advent of Islam in South India dates as
far back as the eighth century, when some refu-
gees from Iraq settled there. The trade in spices.
ivory, gems, etc.. between India and Europe,
which for hundreds of years was conducted by
the Arabs and Persians, caused a continual inf-
low of Islamic influence to the Southwest coast
of India. From this constant influx of foreigners
a mixed population emerged along the coastal
commercial centres. Close relations existed bel-
ween these Muslim traders and the native prin-
ces who, let alone blocking islamisation, pro-
tected the former to increase commercial acti-
vity and prosperity of the country that owed
much to their presence there. The native con-
verts received the same esteem and respect as
the foreign merchants even though before their
conversion some had belonged to the fowest
castes.! In the ninth century a King of Usayfin,
a country between Kashmir, Multan and Kabul,
embraced Islam at the hands of Muslim tra-
ders.”” A similar missionary influence was no
doubt exercised by the numerous merchant gro-
ups who carried Islam into many infidel cities of
India, both on the coast and inland, where the
Muslims built their mosques, and received the
privilege of living under their own laws. The
Arab merchants at that time formed commercial
relations between Sind. the neighbouring count-
ries of India, and the outside world. They bro-
ught the produce of China and Ceylon to the
sea-ports of Sind and from there conveyed them,
together with the Islamic message, by way of
Multan to Turkistan and Khurisin,® For
example, Barak Khan, chief of the Golden Hor-
de (in Chinese Turkistan) from 1256 10 1267,
converted after he had ascended to the throne
through some caravan merchants." From central
Asia Islam spread into the west and north of
China partly through traders who visited coastal
regions in the thirteenth century.® In Burma,
where Indian merchants were the missionaries,
the Muslim population increased very rapidly2!.
Likewise, merchants from Kazan were continu-
ally active as missionaries of [slam in Siberia.22

Later Muslim influence spread south and
communities were established throughout India.
In Ceylon Islam spread slowly, but the Muslim
community has been strengthened mainly by

Madrasis. From India Islam had spread to Malay
Archipelago, first to Sumatra and Java in the
twelfth century and later early in the fifteenth
century traders from Hadramawt, Ghujarat, Chi-
na, Malaya, Sumatra came to Java and as usual
engaged in missionary work.2 The merchants,
who went to Mecca as pilgrims from Java, re-
turned to do missionary work among the hilltri-
bes. The northern coasts of Sumatra also were
frequented by the Saracen merchants in the thir-
teenth century In Malaya there were Muslim
communities at least by the fourteenth century,
with a further expansion there in the seventeenth
and eighteenth centuries as a result of the missi-
onary activities of Arab and Indian traders. It re-
ached the Philippines again in the fourteenth
century partially by missionary work of Muslim
traders from Malaya. So the islamisation of the
East Indies after Sumatra and Java, i.e., the Mo-
luccas, the Spice Islands, Celebes, and Bomeo
began by the fifteenth century, and has been
continued on to our own day.¥ The Bugis, the
native people of the island of Celebes, have
combined proselytising efforts with their com-
mercial activities in the peninsula and through
the Malay Archipelago, from the coast of New
Guinea to Singapore.2

The better to introduce their religion, these
Muslim traders adopted the language of the pe-
ople and many of their customs. intermarried
with their women, purchased slaves so as to inc-
rease their personal importance, and succeeded
finally the foremost chiefs in the state.””

Islam expanded from the Middle East into
East Africa from the tenth century onwards.
Muslim traders achieved a success among the
Galla and the Somali.2 Its spread into the nort-
hern part of Nigeria and other parts of West Af-
rica dates back to the fifteenth century. In the
Western Sudan (Mali) and the Niger, where
whole districts have become Muslim, to some
extent the work has been done by merchants. In
the Western Sudan the Hausa merchants carried
the Koran and the catechism wherever they car-
ried their merchandise. No sooner did they open
a wayside shop in some pagan district than the
mosque was built nearby.? Again when Mali in
the thirteenth and fourteenth centuries held gre-
at political and economic power in West Africa
Mande-speaking Muslim traders from the upper
Niger region began to extend their trading net-
work from Senegal in the Northwest to Air in
the Northeast, even penetrated Gabu. the Volta
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Son asirlarda Kuveyt'li, Sudan’li ve Libya-
I tebligeiler Afrika’da, Iranhilar Kafkaslar'da

Basin and Hausaland, and spread Islam in many
parts of Guinea and Senegambia in the course of
their trading expeditions.® In three empires of
West Africa, The Ghana empire in the area to
the north and Northwest of the upper Niger, the
Mali empire, and the Songhay empire of Gao,
and in several of the smaller states the pattern of
[slamic advance was similar; the first Muslims
everywhere were traders. After Islam had spre-
ad to the Saharan tribes it became more and mo-
re common for traders to be Muslims. The intel-
ligent rulers must have seen that the Muslim tra-
ding community was becoming so strong that
they had either to co-operate with it for greater
wealth and power or lose their power.}!

During the last decades the Muslim missi-
onaries from Kuwait, Sudan and Libya have be-
en very active in Africa and Iranians in Cauca-
sia in spreading Islam. It does not seem to me
that all these countries except the former were
included in the American list of terrorist states
just casually when the Anglo-American cultural
influence began to overpower the French cultu-
ral hegemony in Southern Africa, namely in Ru-
anda, Burundi and Zaire,

Mission of the Ottoman Hayriye Tiiccar
As for the role of Muslim merchants on the
economic struggle; the mission ascribed to the

Ottoman Hayriye Tiiccart is exemplary. Even
though at the end of the eighteenth century,
Muslim merchants still dominated Ottoman tra-
de in many areas, the geometrical increase in the
European trade and the relative decline of its
eastern counterpart in the course of the ninete-
enth century motivated competition between na-

tive and foreign merchants for control of the in-
ternational trade transforming the social fabric
of the former. That is why the late eighteenth
and early nineteenth centuries were particularly
important for the outgrowth of the Ottoman
merchant community dealing in international
trade.

Non-Muslim Ottoman merchants began to
seek foreign protection acquiring a certificate
(berat), in return for commission, to utilise the
tax benefits and privileges (imriydzdr) granted to
European merchants by the Ottoman state thro-
ugh Capitulations.* As trade with Europe deve-
loped in the late eighteenth century, certificate
grants to merchants serving as interpreters for
the foreign legations increased dramatically in
number, Hence, to eliminate the foreign influen-
ce which threatened the Ottoman economy, to
win back the loyalty of the influential non-Mus-
lim native merchants in various localities, a se-
ries of initiatives were designed by the govern-
ment; in return for a licence fee to the state they
were granted the same rights and privileges as
the foreigners or their Ottoman protégés by Sul-
tan Selim III for the first time apparently in
1806 and hence called Avrupa Tiiccart (Europe-
an merchant). To take international trade over,
the sultan had already established a number of
consulates (gehbenderlik) in Europe to provide
his newly privileged traders with foreign bases
of operation. ¥

But this time, Muslims were forced to acqu-
ire foreign protection in return for a commission
to operate in foreign markets and hence compla-
ined of unfair competition of the privileged for-
eign merchants and new Avrupa Tiiccar: of the
same status. For this, Selim 1] intended to coun-
terbalance and later to eliminate the non-Mus-
lim, foreign or not, influence over the Ottoman
economy by granting the same rights and privi-
leges to the Muslim merchants but the honour of
its realisation went to his successor, Mahmud I1,
who organised the Hayrive Tiiccar: (“merchants
of benefaction™) category of traders and granted
them the same status as Avrupa Tiiccart with the
differences that the former paid a lesser licence
fee and their number was limited. In time, upon
pressure, the government increased the number
of those merchants. However, during their lifeti-
me apparently from 1810 to at least 1855,
conscious of their mission and the economic be-
nefits, they could not play let alone a dominant
but even a decisive role in foreign trade against

either of the two competitive merchant groups
even though sometimes the government subsidi-
sed them by either tax exemptions or commerci-
al credits. At least, the Muslim merchants tried
to protect their domestic trade from an Ottoman
non-Muslim take-over. Nevertheless, in time
not only European merchants dominated the fo-
reign trade but also their merchandise invaded
the Ottoman markets destroying the traditional
guild system,

Mission of the Ottoman Craft and

Trade Associations

An association of craftsmen or traders orga-
nised according to professional criteria for co-
operation and mutual protection. fulfilling so-
cio-economic and administrative functions by
means of specific officers or a hierarchy of func-
tionaries is called a guild. Since the young men
(sing. fard, pl. firvan) of the akhi (brother) mo-
vement were recruited mainly among the crafts-
men, and the guilds were organised according to
futiwwah principles, like generosity and self-
sacrifice, under the leadership of an akhi from
their own ranks."” sometimes the beginnings of
the guild system is dated wrongly back to that
movement which was non-professional per se.
On the other hand. it is hard 1o say that the gu-
ilds were nothing but purely professional orga-
nisations, for the futuwwah spirit, which reta-
ined an inner life and a professional moral code,
pure Islamic or distorted. had always been alive
until the twentieth century.

In Anatolian Turkey. professional organisa-
tions with strongly religious overtones appeared
after the fourteenth century and included akhi
and fityan described in detail by Ibn Battutah:
their activities presaged the corporate rituals of
the furuwwah ™ Religio-ethnic tolerance was a
major characteristic of these organisations of
which some included Muslims, Christians and
Jews within their ranks. Through work ethics,
vocational merit was the primary consideration
for admission into, and promotion within, the
craft.®

Their autonomy vis-a-vis the government,
and their agreements and regulations, which we-
re neither organised by nor once perhaps known
to the government, demonstrate that the guilds
were not originated by the state.# But during the
seventeenth and eighteenth centuries the Otto-
man state casted once loose and spontancous
guild organisations into an all-embracing elabo-

rate system which provided an administrative
link between the government and the urban po-
pulation, and fulfilled various socio-economic
functions such as keeping order and stability
and securing tax-payment or manpower supply
through their leaders to whom the members wo-
uld be loyal.#t The Ottoman guild system chan-
ged with the change in time and place; by and
large, the system was more comprehensive in
the big political centres like [stanbul and Cairo,
where it encompassed most of the gainfully
employed urban population by the seventeenth
century, than in small towns, apparently for ad-
ministrative and fiscal rather than economic re-
asons. ¥

The Ottoman guild system had some basic
economic functions, First, guild representatives
bought raw material, available only in limited
quantities, at a fixed wholesale price, elimina-
ting other parties or profiteers, and distributed it
to the masters to keep them all employed. Se-
condly, the guild officers controlled the distribu-
tion of manpower, scarce especially if highly
skilled. Finally, they restricted the free entrance
to the already limited market by limiting the
number of shops and workshops. To add, each
guild was restricted to produce and/or sell speci-
fic goods only for preventing clashes with other
guilds, for preserving morals, religion and tradi-
tion without neglecting economic interests.
Guilds assisted in the management of the city in
their own economic areas and no doubt in the
maintenance of order and social equilibrium by
organizing the working population according to
professions.# Even though each guild was a mo-
nopoly within a clearly defined area, which was
aimed primarily at ensuring equality* and eco-
nomic independence of its members# they we-
re not harmful for the consumer since they had
well-defined standards and fixed prices given by
the state. They seem to have been very fond of
preserving the reputation of their craft. Thus,
even though guild regulations served the inte-
rests of the less efficient majority,#7 it saved the
socio-economic harmony avoiding the destructi-
ve affects of wild and illicit competition® which
also leads to monopoly.

Even though the division of labour. which
brought about specialization on any level among
and within the guilds, was one of the main featu-
res of these organizations, they lacked the ad-
vantage of economies of scale. That is why the-
se organizations, which have survived almost

without change into the nineteenth century
symbolising local-traditional economies, have
not been able to resist the shock of the industri-
alised Europe’s invasion and after 1840, in the
face of European industrial capitalism, the
guilds were economically destroyed.+

Unfortunately, guild organization and work
ethics suffered greatly in the process.® By virtue
of a berat issued to them by a foreign consulate,
they profited from the privileges of the Capitu-
lations, The social and economic structure of the
Ottoman state underwent deep changes under
the impact of industrialized Europe. The divisi-
on of labour and the orderly commercial relati-
ons which had characterized the traditional Ot-
toman economy, through the various guilds, ga-
ve way to a mixed economy, linked to the world
economy, and, consequently, affected by its vi-
cissitudes. ¥

Conclusion

Throughout the last century non-Muslim
powers have led and exploited the Muslim
world due to economic dependence. Thus, ta-
king lessons from the Prophet's realistic strategy
and the historical experience to that effect, it is
high time to establish, say, chambers of com-
merce, trade unions, economic communities,
etc., all around the Muslim world and to fortify
the already existing ones, where the Muslims
would be dominant. MUSIAD (Independent In-
dustrialists and Businessmen Association),
thanks to its success in unifying Turkish busi-
nessmen with religious sensitivity, may help
their colleagues from other Muslim countries
establish its counterparts therein. It may organi-
ze fairs, business/economic conferences and
serve as a matchmaker among economic associ-
ations. Inheriting Ottoman administrative expe-
rience and skill, it may head the Muslim busi-
ness world by initiating efforts to organize a
Muslim-chambers, as an altenative to Euro-
chambers. The dream of Muslim economic
community may be a reality which may help pa-
ve the way for Muslim House. MUSIAD must
also be sensitive to especially two issues; one is
the European Customs Union which must not
result in neo-Capitulations for Turkey, and the
other is the foreign debts which already has tur-
ned into duyiin-i umimiye of the Turkish Re-
public.

We must not forget that the Western libera-
lism has always been nationalistic; pure libera-

Also. this work con-
textually analyzes the societies that-thanks to their
lack of assimilation by the contemporary technolo-
gy and the order it brings about-still have the means
to protect themselves from such problems and
develop a life, style different from those of the tech-
nology-dominated societies, yel have their destinies
shadowed by inferiority complexes and dilemmas.
Since it has a general introductory nature only a
conceptual approach is demonstrated in the article
and no event, time and placerelated special exam-
ples are introduced. Should this work be further
expanded under the guidance of the expected criti-
cizms and suggestions, then it would be supported

by required examples as well.

However. our readers are expected to assess the
judgements and conclusions reached in this article
even n its present form. In the first part of the arti-
cle called “observation,” an analysis of the technol-
ogy-dominated societies is demonstrated, and the
system of basic motivation and values that brings
about a certain technological phenomenon is
exposed. In the second part titled “evaluation,” it is
explained that the contemporary technological
model is not something unique and unchangable; on
the contrary, a different and much more humane
alternative order could be established based on a dif-
ferent system of values. In the “conclusion.” the
minimum conditions and behavioral
required to achieve such a different technological

Man of our age lives in a world surrounded by
twols and machines as such objects increase day by
day in number, brand and Kind.

There is no
bound for luxury. Man always demands more.
showier and more powerful as directed by his
instincts. Any product marching from the minimum
need point to the luxury area provides its user with
a gradually increasing comfort and safety level. In
other words, that product gives the user more phys-
ical satisfaction and ease together with a stronger
confidence regarding the smooth running of a cer-
tain business. From this view point the comfort con-
cept could be described as physical satisfaction and
comfort together with a quarantee for fulfilling the
services. However, every physical satisfaction and
comfort together with the trust toward a certain
object may also affect the inner world of man
toward highlighting his material side.

When comfort becomes our agenda, several
economical choices. such as buying the same com-
fort cheaper or paying more for a higher comfort
level, are considered. Above mentioned brands and
kinds are continuously increasing as do the comfort
levels and economical dimensions they carry out.
There is also another significant factor that makes
the product more attractive for the consumers.
Among the equal-function products a certain one
may prove itself more attractive with its external
features; we call it fashion in short, Contemporary
man is guided by seasonally or yearly changing
fashions, and goods bought only last season or year
Joses its value in our eyes today although it still
looks new and functions well. The reason behind
this is that in case we still use the outfashioned
goods, we lose our respect in society as defined by
the dominant fashion. To save our respect, we
change those goods at our first opportunity with the

fort. Changed goods sometimes serve the lower lay-
ers of the society, or are simply thrown to the
garbage because of no demand, although they still
carry an economic value. Today some societies
practise and lead this reality with all of its dimen-
sions while some of them have recently adapted
themselves; still others zealously struggle to model
themselves after this fashion.

As clarified, reason detre of the tools and
machines in the contemporary societies is to meet
the human needs as it were before. However, at the
point we have reached today, this innocent and rea-
sonable cause has trespassed its humble limit, The
current situation is that a product that should be per-
ceived as a tool tomeet a certain need has far tres-
passed this line, gained respect for its owner, and
become the aim by itself. Naturally the human needs
have been met in some way since the beginning of
history, and the human population increased until
today. However, as far as the needs are concerned,
the contemporary man differs from the farmer gen-
erations in two significant points; one is that the
needs in our day are continuously increased, and the
other is that we meet our needs with the products
made from raw materials through quite long and
complex processes. Before the Industrial Revolution
both the needs and their production processes were
fewer. Also the people were used to using their
goods much long periods than they do nowadays.
Also the power resources had been used more or
less directly from their nature. Actually, when we
ask men their needs; They never come to an end.
Although the requirements for the maintenance of
life and development of intellectual and physical
faculties are counted as absolute needs, they are too
humble and innocent when compared to man’s lim-
itless demands. When we consider that the physical
resources are limited and against this the human lust
is limitless. it is clear that there will always be some
needs that will not be met, and someone will have
more to the disadvantage of others.The problem
here is whether there is a standard rule other than
sheer power or skill to be followed by everyone, and
if there is such a rule what would it look like? We
face here an ethical problem that has never been
faced before with such dimensions. This ethical
concern has to do with natural and enviromental
preservation principles and might be called “envi-
ronmental ethics,”

The paradigm in which we live in our age sur-
rounds people to such a degree that if an object is
introduced by it, they automatically demand that
object without giving a smallest thought to whether

they really need it or not. Many things in our age
instantly change as provisioned by the current fash-
ions. Those who can follow such changes gain pres-
tige in the society, and those who can not, feel that
something lacks in them, and an inferiority psychol-
ogy takes root, seen or unseen. To own the products
introduced to people by the technology and modi-
fied frequently by the current fashions, and to fol-
low this circle with loyalty makes a significant part
of “modemity.” According to the prevailing under-
standing, if a person, without any reservations,
adoptsand usesevery product introduced to him, his
behavior is greatly categorized as modern. To be
completely modern one has to share a thought or
perhaps a belief system that shall be explained in
this article. Whether as a belief or lifestyle, the

modernity has gained a status in the technology
dominated societies as if it has been one of the uni-
versal and unchangable virtues of humanity. Like
the concepts justice, mercy, self-sacrifice, etc. have
always been perceived as higher values and respect-
ed in every society throughout history, modernity
too in our age is attempted to be given a magical
content as if it contains all the virtues in its very
essence. But in actual fact how the modernity, which
is defined as following a technology dominated
lifestyle, could and to what degreebecomes a virtue
is an issue subject to much debate.

However, to make the technological products
widely used and accelerate the consumption, the
technology dominated society defined its suggested
lifestyle as “modern” and added a virtue and honor
dimension to this concept, Therefore those who crit-

icize this form or do not use it, openly or hintedly
are nicknamed as non-modern as a result of which
their respectful status within the society begins 1o
corrade, On the other hand, those who differ from
the existing order by their life style can still observe
the underlying philosophy of it on the thought and
belief basis. However, those who go against the
existing order both on the grounds of life style and
thought structure are condemned by modern inquisi-
tions with a highly notorious old- fashion label.
The relation constructed between the need,
technology, modemity and virtue by the intelligence
which manages the technology is to a great extent
unreal. Although in all ages throughout history,
needs have been met by employing that age's tech-
nology . in those age's technology was subservient
to humanity and employed to make men happy:
whereas in our age, however it is argued that still
technology is subservient to man, it has far tres-
passed that limit, fattened through creating needs
based on human desires provoked by the technology
itself, and instead made the men subservient to itself
through continuously renewing the needs and dis-
guising such acts under a false virtue. Actually the
real actor here is not the technology, but the men
who see technology as life’s goal. It has become a
terrific domination agent in the hands of man in
such a way that all humanity remains helpless
against it. lts employment gives a wild pleasure, and
used more as such pleasure increases. Since every
person or society couldn't have such means at the
same level, those who can do establish a merciless
pressure on others, condition them to think in accor-
dance with their paradigms, and gradually such
presssures turn, on the part of the opressed, into a
deep complex. To analyze the technology and the
thought behind it, we turn shortly to history.
Judged by his general features we observe that
in the flow of history man’s weaknesses and quali-
ties have not changed much. The most convincing
proof of it is that the heroes living in the classical
texts with their passions, weaknesses and loyalties
are also encountered today among us. Or at least we
may always feel some common points between our-
selves and those heroes. Therefore we conclude that
the nature of man or his inner world has not changed
fundamentally with the passage of time. However,
we witnessed especially in the last century that our
environment has been changed unbelievably by
human hands. On the other hand, the thought and
behaviors of the people who realized that change
have also been observably transformed. When and
how did this transformation begin and what are its

dimensions? Let us analyse it briefly.

A transformation began in the 13th century in
the West European value system and it has contin-
ued for centuries through gradual development. This
transformation moved in such a direction that the
human values system derailed from the acceptance
of the God-Afterworld priority and loftiness and
integration of such with man and the world and
highlighted only the human’s self and the world he
lives in . Man who first questioned the value system
based on God and the Afterworld and later treated
it as of little importance has placed it on a lower
level in his hierarchy of values or even gradually
forgot ten it. He substituted his own self and the
world for a God-centered ontology . As a result of it
the principles preached by the God-Afterworld cen-
tered system have lost their relative importance and
remained in the dusty pages of history. A human-
defined liberalism has been created and it has been
arranged through the experiences gainged. In case
provision of this arrangement conflicits with the
God-Afterworld centered values, modernity and
non-modernity concepts which were mentioned
above in the context of a technology-centered
lifestyle confront us again this time on belief
grounds. When judged by mere intelligence , con-
flict between two value systems having different
basic priorities and acceptances is quite natural.
Principles of God-Afterworld and Man-World epis-
temologies are different and one is wrong according
to the other. How dominating an epistemology is in
our time does not indicate its truth or falsity, judged
by mere intelligence; it is defined by harmony or
disharmony between lifestyle and the accepted
value system. However, although virtues like truth
goodness beauty and so on are claimed to be
implicit in the Man-World centered ethics and its
product of modernity, such virtues are God-
Afterworld centered ethics. Similarly all degrading
features of the concept non- modern are also base-
less and meaningless.

Only it the concepts modern and non- modem
are construed as something happening now and
something which happened some time ago respec-
tively then they would be employed in their true sig-
nification and people could stop thinking erroneous-
ly.

Man-World based ethics exalted the humanbe-
ing to the highest rank on one hand and oriented his
intellectual power to the external world. As a result
of continuous, inquisitive and investigating
researches from this orientation, the laws of the
physical world were discovered. We call all these

laws and procedures employed in their research as
science. The 17th century is a shining age of scien-
tific development in Western Europe and in the fol-
lowing century accumulated scientific knowledge
was assimilated, commented upon and popularized.
Scientific development was also continued exten-
sively in the 18th century and became a preparato-
ry period for the following 19th period, Scientific
tradition has always been hand- in -hand with prac-
tice in Western Europe and it has become possible
to realize scientific theories under the means such
practice has brought about. Such applications called
scientific experiment have proved quite effective in
giving theories new directions. Such a relation
between scientific theory and experiment constantly
develops in our day as well with emphasis on exper-
imention. Science discussed here examines the outer
world and quite naturally it better developes with
the applications in that outer world.

On the other hand, realization of such applica-
tions or, in other words, scientific experiments is
totally dependant on the technology of the age.
Therefore there has always been an inseparable rela-
tion between science and technology. Nevertheless
the phenomenon named technology has become
subject to a change as per its form and nature.
Technology which was under science and limited
with personal means has changed its form as the
mode of production turned from manual into serial,
and its nature as it proved itself no longer being
under the command and control of man, nor even
science, On the contrary, it dictates science its own
direction and drives men toward an unconscioas
captivity,

The cientific knowledge, developing technolo-
gy and accumulated capital set the fundamentals of
the Industrial Revolution. However, the conscious-
ness which broght them together as a model for the
order in which we live today is a value sytem which
highlights men-world superiority. Energy produc-
tion has increased almost limitlessly compared to
the past and together with serial manufacturing,
which was again a result of it, it has given such a
power and richness to the industrialist nations that
through it they have acquired means to subjugate
and command other nations. Consequently those
nations that realized the Industrial Revolution have
shared the World and left almost nothing to others,
However, such domination and arbitrary power
enjoyment have blinded them to the extent that they
lost control of this great power based on science and
technology. In those societies technology has
acquired an irresistably strong ruling will-power

Bu iistiinliik ve tahakkiim zevki,
onlari bir nevi sarhogluga itmig ve temelinde bilim ve
teknoloji yatan bu biiyiik giiciin kontroliinii ellerin-
den kagirmuglardir. O toplumlarda teknoloji artik on-
lart yéneten ve karsi gelinemez bir irade kazanmis,
diger bir deyisle adeta tannilagmgtir. Bu dyle bir tan-
ridir ki, sadece tiretir ve ok hizli bir bigcimde tilketil-
mesini buyurur. Bu ¢evrimin dinamizmi ve hizlan-
mast ona giig verir, Bu esnada kirlenen gevre ve ha-
rab olan insanlar eger kendi iilkesinde ise onlarin
dertlerine soylesine bir deva olmak ister, ama baska
iilkelerde ise onlarla hig ilgilenmez. Ciinkii bu tirden
her ilgi, ona gii¢ kaybettirir, aksine kendi iilkesinin
digindaki kirlilik ve harabiyet onun tasarrufu ile ger-
¢eklesmistir ve o bunlardan hayat bulmaktadir. Yu-
kanda unsurlan ve bilinci agiklanan giincel teknolo-
jik model kendisini sorgulayan vicdanlari rahatlat-
mak i¢in kendine ozgii deger yargilan sistemini de
vaz etmistir. Bu deger yargilan sistemi toplumsal
olaylan agiklayan bilgilerin temellerine ustaca yer-
lestirilmis ve bunlarin iizerine zeka iiriinii fevkalade
ilging degerlendirmeler kurulmugtur. Boylelikle olu-
san ve konusu toplumsal olaylar olan bilgi alaninda
da yine temel kabul, Insan-Diinya ikilisinin Allah-
Ahiret ikilisine gore ¢ok daha agirlikl olarak dikka-
te alinmasidir. Aynca bu sistem, bir bakima kendi
giivenligini saglayan onlemleri de almig ve kendisini
irdeleyecek veya sorgulayacak kitlesel haraketlerin
yollarini tikamaya calismustr. Propaganda veya rek-
lam aracihigy ile kitleler bu sistemin tek ve dogru mo-
del olduguna sartlandirilmis, bir bagka model kurula-
bilecegi fikri daha diisiince safhasinda bile olsa en-
gellenmek istenmistir. Bu konudaki sayica mahdut
girisimler daha baglangigta kiigiltiicii bigimde elesti-
rilerek saygmhigimi ve etkinligini yitirmis ve gozden
dilstiriilmiistiir. Kisacasi kendisi digindaki her geyi
elegtiren sistem kendi eletirisini bir sosyal baski tii-
rii ile yasaklamig ve boylece dviingle ortaya attig ve
giivenle dayandifs bilimsel anlayisa kendi biinyesi
icinde ters diigmiistiir,

and, in other words, almost become a deity. This is
such a deity that only orders production and fast
consumption. Dynamism and acceleration of this
cycle add 1o its existing power. If the resulting envi-
ronment pollution and ruined men are in its home
country, it shows interest in their problems, but if
they are in other countries it does not care at all.
Because such a caring inflicts it a power loss;
besides pollution and destruction outside of its
home country is its own work and it gets its vitali-
ty through such methods. Having these basic factors
and spir, it the contemporary technological model
has preached a system of values to satisfy the ques-
tioning consciences. Such values have been skillfu-
ly placed in the foundations of knowledge explain-
ing popular events and upon these extremely intelli-
gent and interesting assessments are built. Of the
epistemology thus formed and having its subject
matter as popular events, the basic priority is domi-
nance of the Man-World based ontology over the
God-Afterworld based ontology. Moreover, the sys-
tem having such epistemological and ontological
premises also takes certain precautions o insure its
own security and tries to block the path of popular
movements to inquire and analyse its very being.
Masses have been conditioned through propaganda
and advertising that the dominating system is the
sole and true model, and alternative paradigms are
not wanted to be allowed to explicate themselves,
Only a few such attempts have been degradingly
criticized just in the beginning thus uprooting their
respect, effectiveness and any possible favorite situ-
ation. In short, the dominant system criticizing
everything other than itself prohibited any criticism
toward it by social pressure, and therefore conflict-
ed with its proudly introduced and securely tusted
scientific mentality.

If we summarize, contemporary world-domi-
nating technology-commanded civilization's basic
priority is superiority of the Man-World based
ontology over that of God-Afterworld, Man who
started out with such a motivation has succeeded
with his intelligence and zeal to structure the model
we live by, and runs and develops it
Notwithstanding its continuously increasing and
unbearable shortcomings, this system still domi-
nates. Technology is the most active and striking
factor in this model. However, looked at as a single
entity, technology has no satisfying significance; its
function appears when analyzed together with the
system it is incorporatedin. Technology is the chief
player of this model or scenario and it shoulders the
weight of the play. But the crucial point here not to

Ozetlenirse, cagimizda diinya iizerinde egemen
olan teknolojik agirlikh uygarlik modelindeki temel
kabul, insan-Diinya ikilisinin Allah-Ahiret ikilisine
iistiinliigiidiir. Bu motivasyonla yola ¢ikan insan, ze-
kasi ve gayreti ile yasadigimiz modeli kurmug, ¢alig-
tirmig ve gelistirmigtir. Giderek artan ve dayanilmaz
hale gelen aksakliklarina ragmen bu sistem halen hii-
kiimranhgin siirdiirmektedir. Bu model icinde tek-
noloji olgusu, aktivitesi en yiiksek olan ve en gok go-
riinen unsurdur.

Fakat su nokta hi¢ unutul-
mamalidir ki, oyunun yoneticisi asla degildir. Yine-
tici. yani teknolojive bu rolii veren ve onu bu tarzda
planlayan deger yargilan sisteminin en iist basamag-
na Insan-Diinya ikilisini koyan ve buna gére yasayan
insandur,

2. DEGERLENDIRME

Yukaridaki satirlarda insanin giiniimiizde iginde
yasadigi sistem dis goriiniigii ve bunun arkasindaki
diigiince ve deger yargilan yapist ile ele alinarak ge-
nel hatlan ile agiklanmaya gahgilmigtir. Yine yukan-
da belirtildigi gibi bu sistem kendi deger yargilarina
dayanan bir savunma mekanizmasi da gelistirmistir,
Bu ozellikleri ile o eksiksiz bir biitiin olma iddiasina
sahip ise de gercekie iki tiir insani tatmin edememek-
te ve onlann sorunlarim cevapsiz birakmaktadir.
Bunlardan birincisi, teknolojik agirlikli yasama bigi-
minin ortaya gikip gelistigi toplumlarda dogup yetis-
tikleri halde goniilleri Kitleye gére daha diri kalmg
insanlardir. Ikincisi ise teknolojik agirlikll yasama
bigiminin heniiz yeni yeni niifuz ettigi bir kisim top-
lumlarin igindeki az sayida bir grup insandir. Tekno-
lojik agirlkl yasama bicimi ile yeni yeni girift bir
iliski igine girmeye baglayan bir kisim toplumlarda
deger yargilan sistemi, Allah-Ahiret ikilisinin 6nce-
ligi ve istiinliigiine ve bu degerlerin Insan-Diinya
ikilisi ile ahenkli bir birlegimine dayanmaktadir. Bu
toplumlarda Kitlenin biiyiik bir cogunlugu teknolojik
agirhkli yagama bicimine biiyiik bir ozenti ve ézlem
duymakia ve bunun pek agir bir bedeli olabilecegini
akillarina bile getirmemektedir, Onlar kendi sahip ol-
duklan deger yargilan sistemi ile birlikte bu teknolo-
jik yasama bigimini de uygulayabilecekleri kanaatin-
dedirler, daha dogrusu teknolojinin sihirli cazibesine
kapilip bu konuyu hi¢ hatirlarina getirememislerdir.
Béyle bir toplumda yasadigs halde kendi deger yar-
gilant sisteminin teknolojik agirlikli yasama bigimi
ile uyusmayacagin, ciinkii bu bicimin arkasindaki

forgot is that it is definitely not the director. The
director is the man himself who gives technology its
role, places the Man-World based ontology on the
highest step of the organizing axiology, and lives his
life accordingly.

2, EVALUATION

In the first part of the article the system in
which the contemporary man lives is handled with
its external appearance together with the thought
and value judgements structure behind it, and it has
been tried to be explained by its general lines, As
indicated above this system has developed a defen-
sive mechanism based on its own value judgements,
Although it claims with its features to be a flawless
whole, in an actual case it can not satisfy (wo types
of man and leaves their questions unanswered. The
first group are the ones who although grown up in
technology dominated societies their hearts
remained more alive compared to their masses. And
the second group are the ones who constitute a small
number in their newly technologizing societies, In
some societies which are newly entering into a com-
plex relation with the technology dominated
lifestyle. ontological priority is given to God-
Afterworld, and the dominant value judgements
requires a harmony between God-Afterworld and
Man-World notions. A large percentage of the mass-
es in these societies share a big affectation and aspi-
ration for the technology dominated lifestyle and do
not even think of how heavy its cost would be. They
think that they could practice technological lifestyle
alongside with their own value judgements system,
or rather they never assess such a situation because
of the magical attraction of technology. There is a
small number of people living in the second group
of societies who are aware of the incompatibility
between their own value judgements system and the
technology dominated lifestyle because of the total-
ly opposite nature of the value judgements behind
the latter form.

First we analyze the attitude of the people in the
first group toward the technology dominated
lifestyle and the system behind it having its onto-
logical basis as the man and world. Those people
live in a technology dominated order yet enjoy
much more alive and deeper compassion and
responsibilty in their hearts, and they put these ques-
tions toward the order they are introduced with and
forced to obey with a hidden compulsion, “What is
the real cost of the high comfort introduced to us
and the technology behind it? I know that every-
thing has a cost in this order; nothing is free because

Once birinci gruptaki insanin teknolojik agirlik-
I1 yagama bigimine ve bunun arkasindaki Insan-Diin-
va ikilisinin onceligine dayanan sisteme kargi olan
tavrint inceliyoruz, Teknolojik agirlikli bir diizende
yasadiklari halde goniillerindeki merhamet ve mesu-
liyet hisleri kitleye gire ¢ok daha diri ve derin olan
bu kimseler, kendilerine dnerilen ve gizli bir mecbu-
riyetle kabul etmeye zorlandiklan diizene kari su
sorulart soruyorlar; “Bize sunulan bu yiiksek konfo-
run ve bunu saglayan teknolojinin gercek bedeli ne-
dir? Ben biliyorum ki, bu diizende her sey bir bedele
baghidir, bedava highir sey yoktur, giinkii bu sistem
maddi menfaatler iizerine kurulmustur. Acaba benim
ddedigim kargilik bu konforun gergek ve tam bedeli
midir? Ya da kendi toplumunun baska yoresindeki
insanlar ve cevre de ddiiyor mu acaba?” Bu sorulan
teknolojinin karartamadigi hassas bir Kalp sahibi
merhametli ve mes'ul bir kigilik sorabilir ve soruyor.
Giiniimiiziin gelismis haberlesme ve bilgi aktarimi
kosullart altinda bu sorularmn cevaplar hi¢ de i agi-
c1 degildir. Teknoloji, bir gok iilkede kendi gevresini
kirletmis, insanini harab etmigtir. Son zamanlarda
gelisiyor gibi goriinen ve sadece maddi cevreyi geri
kazanma yolunda sarfedilen ¢abalar ise bu sonuca
sebep olan temel kabul degismedikge ne kadar ger-
cekgi, inandiricr ve etkili olabilir? Insan biitiin iyi ni-
yeti ile yasadigi cevrenin tekrar geri kazaniimasi ko-
nusundaki gayretlere inanmak istese bile Kitleleri
yonlendirmenin bu derece giiglii ve kabul oldugu za-
manimizda bunlarin ne nisbette gercek ve ne nisbet-
te propaganda oldugunu kestirememektedir. Ve ister
istemez biiyiik bir kuskuya ve bunun sonucu karam-
sarhiga diismektedir. Ciinkii sistemin temelinde yer
alan ve onu yonetim Insan-Diinya ikilisinin {istinlii-
gii fikri degil midir ki? Beser. igtihasin boyle kamgi-
lamig ve dniindeki biltiin diizenleyici unsurlan kaldi-
rarak ona vahsi bir serbesti tammugtir. Hangi kuvvet
bu istihay: dengeleyerek ona tekrar bir itidal cizgisi-
ne cekecek ve ona bu déneme kadar yapuklarindan
farkli bir davrams bigimi kazandiracakuir? Dig gori-
nily itibari ile birtakim ¢ok insani ve yumusak sozler
hata davranis bigimleri goriilse bile bunlar sistemin
temeline niifuz etmemekte ve o beseri istihay1 denge-
leyecek iktidardan mahrum bulunmaktadir. Bu ger-
cefii ivi yakalayan seckin ve merhametli ruhlar tek-
nolojinin bedelinin yiize giilerek gilya fark ettirilme-
den kirletilen bir gevre ve harap edilen insanlar oldu-
gunu pek agik bir bigimde goriiyorlar. Ellerinden ge-
len tek sey ise elestiren ve kinayan bir tavir iginde ol-
maktan ibarettir. Hele kirletilen gevre ve harab edilen

this system is based on material interests. I wonder
if the price I pay is the real and exact price of this
comfort? Or are some other extra prices charged in
other layers of my society and also in my physical
environment? Or is even part of the price of my
comfort paid elsewhere in other parts of the world
by other people and their environment? These ques-
tions can only be posed by people having a sensitive
heart that technology failed to darken, and also hav-
ing a compassionate and responsible personality.
However, the answers to these questions under
today's advanced communication and information
conditions do not set one at ease, Technology pol-
luted its environment in so many countries and
ruined its own population, How realistic. credible
and effective can recent efforts made only to recov-
er the material environment be unless the priorities
that caused the present situation change? One even
with his best intentions wants to believe the gen-
uineness of the efforts made for the recovery of his
environment, but he can not guess whether they are
real works or sheer propaganda or a mixture of both,
given the powerful mass communication means
easy manipulation of the people and news.
Therefore, he greatly doubts and feels pessimism.
Because is it not the superiority of the Man-World
based ontology. that rules the system? The human
being has stimulated his greed and by removing all
regulatory factors given it a wild freedom. Which
power will balance, such greed. pull it to a moderate
level, and give a behavior pattern different from the
one so far demonstrated? Although quite humane
and soft words and even behavior patterns can be
observed at the external level, these can not perme-
ate the foundations of the system and deprive man
of the power and balance his greed. Chosen and
compassionate souls who are aware of this reality
very well see obviously that the price of technology
is a polluted environment disguised by a smiling
face and a ruined people the only thing they can do
is take a criticizing and reproaching attitude toward
the dominant system. In the case that the polluted
environment and ruined people are not in a tech-
nology dominated society and are in a far away
place, then technology ethics pay no attention
toward that place and rather approve the situation.
This is an obvious reality with all of its dimensions
despite all camouflaging efforts. This obvious reali-
ty also makes those compassionate souls quite sad
and they protest the technology with all their exis-
tence. Nevertheless their actions can not prove more
than being only small hindrances in the path of the
technology deity. Since these protesting compas-
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insan unsuru teknolojik agirlikli toplumun iilkesinde
degil de uzak ve yabanci bir iilkede ise o zaman tek-
noloji ahlakinin bu kirlenme ve harabiyete karsi hig
duyarl olmadifr hatta yapilanlar hakli ve mubah
gordiigii de artik inkar olunamaz boyutlar: ile biitiin
gizleme gabalarina ragmen ortadadir. Bu gercek de o
merhametli insanlara ¢ok keder veriyor ve teknoloji-
yi biitiin varliklan ile protesto ediyorlar. Bu tiir ey-
lemlerin tiimiini merhametli ruhlarin samimi teza-
hiirleri olarak kabul etsek bile bunlar teknoloji tanri-
simn yolundaki kiigiik engeller olmaktan dteye gide-
miyor. Ciinkii sistemi kinayan bu merhametli ruhlar
da bir noktada Insan-Diinya ikilisinin tesir alanindan
¢ikamamakta ve bunun degerlerine itaat ettikleri icin
etkili olamamaktadirlar. Teknolojik agirlikli toplum-
da yasayan merhametli insanin éncekilerden Gnemli
diger bir sorusu ise sudur; Bu diizenin tanimladigi
gizginin dtesinde disinmeksizin ve bir eylemde bu-
lunmaksizin sadece bir sinirm iginde kal, calig, iiret
ve tiket modelini yasamak benim hayatimin gayesi
olabilir mi? Bu suretle o insan, hayatimin gayesini
aramakta ve kendisine dikte edilen sistemle bu gaye
arasindaki geliskiyi net bir bicimde dile getiremese
bile ruhunun derinliklerinde sezmektedir. Bu sezgi
bir tiir tatminsizlik ve ruhi bir bogluk olarak ortaya
¢tkiyor. Teknolojinin sundugu nimetlerle mutly, sar-
hos ve bilingsiz yasayan kitlenin aksine bazi fertler
ayni imkanlara sahip olduklan halde bir tiirlii aradik-
larini bulamayan insanlarin ruh hali iginde mutsuz ve
avare kahyorlar. Gergekte onlar ne aradiklarni bil-
miyorlar, hayatin gayesi konusunda gercek bilgi sa-
hibi degiller veya boyle bir bilgi onlara ulasmis olsa
bile o bilginin kaynagi kendilerine gore teknolojik
yonden geri bir toplum oldugu iin o bilgiye itibar el-
miyorlar. Ancak sorgulama, elestiri ve tatminsizlik,
eylemlerinde ve eserlerinde gok agik bir bicimde 20-
riiliiyor. Onlar soruyu soruyorlar cevabi bulamayor-
lar. Kisacasi, teknolojik agirlikli toplumun icinden
gelen merhametli ve mes’uliyetli kimseler teknoloji-
nin bedelinin gok agir oldugunu ve hayat adi verilen
bu gok giizel ve telafisi miimkiin olmayan zamanin
onun esareti altina girdigini goriip isyan duygulart ile
onu kimyor, elestiriyor ve en ok toplumu terk edi-
yorlar. Teknolojik agirlikli toplum tedavi edecek giig
kendilerinde mevcut degil, ¢iinkii yukanda da degi-
nildigi gibi onlar da bir bigimde Insan-Diinya ikilisi-
nin onceliginden kurtulmug degiller.

Allah-Ahiret ikilisine éncelik ve istiinliik tan-
yan ve bu degerlerin Insan-Diinya ikilisi ile imtizaci-
na Gnem veren sistem, teknolojik agirlikli toplumu
farkls bir bigimde algilamakta ve agiklamakiadir. An-
cak bu sistemi yasayan insanlarda da teknolojik agir-
ikli toplumda zuhur eden problemleri izecek so-

sionate souls cannot pull themselves out from the
influence zone of the Man-World based ontology
and because they obey its values, they cannot be
effective.

A more significant question posed by the com-
passionate soul living in a technology dominated
society is, could remaining, working, producing and
consuming within the limits defined by this order
without developing thoughts outside of its bound-
aries and without any action be my life’s goal?
Therefore he searches for his life’s goal, and per-
ceives in the depths of his essence the conflict
between that goal and the system dictated to him
even if he can not voice it loudly, This perception
shows itself in a form of dissatisfaction and a spiri-
tual emptiness. Contrary to the masses living as
blinded, unconscious and happy as a result of the
technological favors, some persons, although hav-
ing the same means, remain unhappy and spiritually
dnfting about. Actually they do not know what to
look for, have no real knowledge about their life’s
goal or even if such a knowledge reached them they
do not pay attention to it because the source of that
knowledge is a technologically underdeveloped
society. Nevertheless inquiry, critique and dissatis-
faction are obviously observed in their works and
actions. They pose the questions, however they get
no answers. In summary, the compassionate and
responsible ones from the technology dominated
society comprehend the heavy price of technology
and how it subjugates the extremely beautiful and
irrevocably passing time called life, then reproach
and criticize it in a rebellious mood, and at most
leave that society. They have no power to heal the
technology dominated society, because as indicated
above, they themselves cannot free themselves from
the authority of the Man-World based ontological
realm.

The system that recognizesthe priority and
superiority of the God-Afterworld based ontology,
together with its harmony with man and the world.
perceives and explains technologic society in a dif-
ferent form. However, the people under this system
have yet to possess objective suggestions to solve
the problems arising in a technological society. The
system having a God-Afterworld based ontological
structure starts its explanations with the human
being and reads as follows: Every human being has
a faculty called self and is fed by a system of
instincts. Man inclines toward and reaches his
desires which originate from instincts and recognize
no boundary, through this self. Self, in a sense,
serves the instincts system and secures the realiza-
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mut dneriler heniiz meveut degildir. Allah-Ahiret iki-
lisine dayanan sistem, aciklamalarina insan ile bagli-
yor ve sunlari sdyliiyor. Her insanda nefs ad: verilen
bir gii¢ vardir ki iggiidiiler sistemi ile beslenir. Insan
icgiidiilerinden kaynaklanan ve smir tanimayan is-
teklerine bu nefs vasitasi ile meyleder ve erisir, Nefs
bir bakima icgiidiiler sisteminin hizmetindedir ve
onun arzulannin gergeklesmesini saglar. Ayrca in-
sanda akil ads verilen bir gii¢ daha vardir ki insan bu
giiciinii kullanarak plan, program ve hesap yapar ve
boylece hayatta karsisina gikan problemleri gozer.
Eger bir insanin hayatinmn rotasi nefs adu verilen i¢-
giidiiler mekanizmasinin emrinde ve tasarrufunda ise
o kisinin akl da bu yolda ¢aligir. O kimse problem-
lerini aklin kullanarak nefsin veya diger bir deyisle
icgiidiilerinin gosterdigi istikamette ¢oziimler. Yani
onun davramslarindaki iling veya motivasyon ig-
gidiilerdir, akil iggiidiisel yani nefsi isteklere varmak
igin kullamlan giiglii bir vasitadur. I¢ diinyasi bu
sekilde yapilanmig bir insamn degerler sisteminde
kendi varlig1 ve tasarruf ettigi diinya yani Insan-Diin-
ya ikilisi on plandadir. Insanda nefs ve akildan baska
iiciincii bir giic daha vardir. Goniil ads verilen bu giig
insana sevgiyi tanitir ve tattinr. Nefs menfaatler ve
zaaflar pesinde koserken goniil fedakdrhg ve
meziyetleri talep eder. Insanda goniil giiciini uyan-
diran, ona gizli hayatiyetini fark ettiren ve onu gelis-
tiren kuvvet ise valniz ilahi haberdir. Bu yiizden
goniil giicii sadece ve sadece ilahi habere istinad
eden vahiy medeniyetinin insaninda vardur. Diger bir
deyisle gergek sevgiyi ancak vahiymedeniyyetinde
egitilmig insan bilebilir ve difer insanlara sunabilir.
Digerlerinin sevgi diye bahsettikleri sey icgiidiilerin
yonlendirdigi bedensel haz ile kangmug aldatict bir
duygudur. Goniil giicii ile ilahi haberi alan ve onunla
iliskisini siirdiiren insanda akil yine problemleri ¢oz-
mek hizmetini yiiklenmistir. Ama bu dea coziimler
gonliin meyilleri istikametinde yani ilahi haberin giz-
digi dogrultularda gergeklegir. Bu durumda ig-
giidiler, yani nefs kontrol altina almmistir. O,
hayatin ve mesru faaliyetlerin idamesi yolunda ken-
dine tahsis edilen simirlar iginde kahir. Boyle bir i¢
yapilanmaya sahip olan insan da diinyaya tasarruf
eder, ancak bu tasarrufundaki temel biling ilahi emir-
ler ve motivasyon da gercek sevgidir. Bu tiir insanin
deger yargilan sistemi Allah-Ahiret onceliklidir ve
bu degerler Insan-Diinya ikilisi ile biitiinlegmistir.

tion of its desires, There is also another faculty in
the human being called intelligence and through this
faculty man makes planning, schedules, calculates
and thus solves the problems he faces in life. If the
life route of a man is designed by the instincts mech-
anism called self, then his intelligence too operates
under the same guidance.

That person solves his problems through
employing his reason but under the gudance of the
self or, in other words, his instincts. The conscious
motivation in his behavior is his instincts, and his
intelligence here is employed as a strong instrument
to reach the goals set by his self or instincts. In the
valve sytem of a human being having an inner world
thus structured, his own being and the world are at
his disposal, i.e. the Man-World based ontology is
highlighted. Nonetheless there is a third faculty in
the human being other than the self and intelligence.
The third faculty is called heart and it introduces
love to man and lets him taste it. While self follows
interests and weaknesses, the heart demands self-
sacrificing and virtues. And the only thing that
awakens the human being s heart faculty, lets it real-
ize its intrinsic vitality, and develops it is the divine

ty is only in the possession of the man who is a
member of acivilization which has a revcaled divine
message. In other words, real love can only be per-
ceived by a man who has been educated in such a
civilization and again only he can introduce it to
others. Love talked about by others is a misleading
sentiment led by instincts and mixed with bodily
pleasure. In the man who receives the divine mes-
sage through his faculty of heart and has a relation
with it, intelligence again undertakes the job of solv-
ing problems. However this time solutions are
reached as led by the heart, i.e. according to the
designs of the Divine Message. Instincts, L.e. self is
under control. It stays within the limits assigned to
it for maintenance of life and legitimate activities.

Man who has such an inner structure rules the world
but the basic consciousness in this rule is the divine
commandments, and the motivation is the real love,
A value judgement system of this type of man has a
God-Afterworld priority and such values are in har-
mony with the human being and the world,

Man who set up and maintains the contempo-
rary technology-dominated society model has high-
lighted a Man-World based ontological paradigm as
the source of his value system. For this reason real
happiness can not be reached in his society, even if
comfort and welfare increase to quite higher levels.
Because the only way to reach happiness is love and
sacrifice, not interests and exploitation. Man of the
technology-dominated society who does not know
real happiness or, better named, peace of mind con-
fuses bodily comfort and pleasure with happiness,
yel sometimes feels the falsity of his belief in the
depth of his spiritual being. It is not possible for him
to deal as a friend with the whole environment and
all the people, and to reach real happiness unless he
establishes the priority of the God-Afterworld based
ontology over that of Man-World. Although all
humanity-threatening material and spiritual dilem-
mas of technologydominated society, which is a
product of the Man-World based ontology, appear
on their face to be a result of technology, the main
factor causing such dilemmas is its guiding and
leading worldview. The technological model con-
structed upon acceptance of the God-Afterworld
based ontology together with a sound placement of
the man and the world in that ontological hierarchy
will be much different and much more humane.
However, the dominating system has conditioned
the masses to such a degree that, except a small
group of people, they perceive it as something
unique and without an alternative. Therefore the
first undertaking now should be to start an in-depth
inquiry pertaining to the historical and cultural roots
of the currently dominating system.

3. CONCLUSION

To get rid of the crisis that technology-dominat-
ed society experiences currently, or not to face such
acrisis in the future in cases where such crises have
not been experienced yet, we need to constantly
inquire and evaluate the comtemporary lifestyle
according to the God-Afterworld based ontology.
Technology will take its place in this form without
doubt, however it will be perceived, evaluated, and
produced by society in a different mode. As a
beginning, the notions of need and comfort should
be redefined on the personal and communal level

system. Then production, consumption and fashion
circles and periods should be reevaluated authenti-
cally and according to the same values as above.
Should such works be reflected in daily life and
applied as a lifestyle, then, they could get a signifi-
cance and value, otherwise they are bound to lose
their importance and even may start eroding the
basis of the God-Afterworld based ontology.
Because man can not resist for long times to see his
beliefs unpractised, gradwally either he changes his
beliefs or his lifestyle changes. To summarize, those
who believe in the superiority of the God-
Afterworld based ontology, however with respect to
technology they live their lives, the same as those
who accept the Man-World based technology do and
explain it as exploiting contemporary means, an
explanation that appears on its face quite reason-
able, in fact cut the ground from under their feet in
self-contradiction.

A. THE ROLE OF INTEREST-FREE
FINANCING IN ECONOMIC AND
SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT

One of the important problems facing all
types of organizations is how to use resources in
the most efficient way. Raising the gross nation-
al product in a country or increasing the produc-
tion of a company depends on the volume of
investments and allocation of resources. Of
course “investments” are not an end in them-
selves, but they are means to raise the living
standards,as well as the “per capita income™ of
the country.

[n an economy long-term and shortterm
investments are carried out by private and pub-
lic companies. The key factor in investment
decision is the profitability ratio. While taking
a decision, managers compare the “profitabili-
ty” they would expect from the investment with
current profitability ratios in the sector or
interest rate. When they can secure a higher
profitability in investment they decide on
investment,

Investment is a vital part of economic
development. If interest rates in an economy are
high, the total value of investments decreases.
The volume of investments increases in pro-
portion to the reduction in current interest rates.
Because of this, every factor which brings cur-
rent interest rates down in an economy will lead
to a rise in the overall volume of investments,
Thus it will affect the economy positively.

[slamic financial institutions: comprise &
main factor in pressing interest rates downwards
in the economy: in an “Islamic society” the
interest rate would necessarily be zero percent.

economic development is to accumulate funds
for investments which have been soundly inves-
tigated and found worthy of implementation,
Often important projects fail to go ahead due to
lack of suitable financing, or they may get start-
ed with insufficient funds, Many sources and
types of financing would be available if invest-
ment was sound enough from the point of the
investor. Naturally, investments will atiract
funds only if their “rate of return” is at the
desired level,

B. THE DEVELOPMENT OF

INTEREST-FREE BANKS

In the last three decades one of the interest-
ing developments in the financial world has
been the growth of Islamic financial institutions
established in the early 1970's!, Now financial
institutions based on Islamic principles exist or
are planned to be established by almost every
Muslim country, from Malaysia to Turkey, and
even some European countries,

The main objectives of Islamic banks are to
conduct all banking operations and services and
to carry out financial and commercial business
on an interestfree basis. The consideration of
interest as "a cost for the lending money " has a
long history. The ethics and economics of inter-
est have been a subject of discussion for
philosophers, theologians, statesmen and econo-
mists throught out the ages. ? In Islam it is clear
that trade is encouraged: interest is forbidden. A
For Muslims "money" cannot be treated as a
commodity. Conventional banks treat money as
a commodity, and all of them actually are
traders of money. That's the main difference
between conventional and Islamic banks.

Conventional banking is a western develop-
ment with its early roots in the commercial
needs and practice of the Middle Ages. The first
European banks were established in Turkey,
Egypt and Iranlate in the 19th century. Many
historians claim that the decline of the Ottomans
was due to the growing rate of inflation and the
huge amount of interest on the loans borrowed
from some European countries. 4

Islamic banking spread in the Muslim coun-
tries from the 1970's; a number of Islamic finan-
cial institutions have been established and start-
ed operating. Interesfree financial institutions
were founded for the purpose of conducting a
diversified financial business in the modern
world in accordance with Islamic laws, princi-

C. INTEREST- FREE BANKING AS

PRACTISED IN TURKEY

Turkey, with its population of 6.5 million is
a country of rich natural resources in agriculture
and mining. Turkey is closely linked to Europe
and the Middle East through membership of
NATO , OECD and its association to the EU. as
well as membership of the OIC, IDB, ECO and
other Eastern and Islamic organizations.
Therefore Turkey can play a "bridge” role
between East and West.

The liberalization policy and international
market orientation introduced in the Turkish
economy since 1980 have begun to enhance
Turkey's credibility both in European and
Muslim countries. Inflow of international capi-
tal increased substantially in the 1990 s not
only from the West, but also from the East.
Foreign banks and financial institutions have
entered the Turkish financial market in the last
couple of decades.

Islamic banks, which provide an alternative
approach to the financial activities of conven-
tional banks, have been allowed in Turkey since
1983, Today 6 institutions are operating in
Turkey. The main sharholders of 3 institutions
are of Middle East origin.

One of the main objectives of the existing
interestfree banks is to provide financial facili-
ties with more suitable and softer terms. They
also want to promote the application of Islamic
principles to the transactions of financial, bank-
ing and related business activities. There fore,
[slamic banks have adopted the convendional
banking interestfree tools and procedures in
Turkey.

D. COLLECTION OF FUNDS

Resources of interest-free finance institu-
tions consist of paid-capital and deposits.
Current accounts are demand deposits which
may be withdrawn in whole or in part, whenev-
er desired. They may be opened either in local
or foreign currency. With drawals are made in
the currency with which the account was
opened.

name of the depositor or it may be a bearer
account. These accounts may be closed on
demand. There is no due date or maturity. The
holders of such an account are paid no profits in
any form whatsoever. Current accounts are
underwritten by the finance houses,

Profit and loss sharing or participation
accounts are opened by two parties, one being
the account holder, the other the finance institu-
tion, who sign a " contract for participation in
profits and losses." Therefore the account hold-
er doesn’t receive any prefixed income or profit.
Signing a "modaraba” agreement, he partici-
pates in the share of profits and losses.

The participation account may be opened in
the name of the deposit for , or the bearer.
Participation or investment accounts may be for
90 days, 360 days or longer terms. The profit
gained by the finance house is divided between
account holders and the house. The finance
institution’s share is 20 % of the profit ; the bal-
ance is paid to the account holders.

Money may be withdrawn from participa-
tion accounts before maturity provided 30 days
notice is given. In such cases, account holders
cannot receive any profit, but can withdraw their
principally deposited amount in full,

E. FUND UTILIZATION AND

MODES OF FINANCING

Finance institutions cannot get interest by
lending the money. For this reason, they have to
invest their funds to generate "profit", not only
for the institution but also for the depositors in
the investment accounts. In fact, finance institu-
tions have dual responsibility: (a) Operating
with Islamically acceptable financing tools $
with the target of profitability; (b) Their transac-
tions must suit the ethical and social principles
acceptable to Islam,

LTRUST - FINANCING

(MODARABA)

In the modaraba, the finance house con-
tributes all the financing and the partner con-
tributes only his managerial efforts or labour,
All the participation accounts are modaraba
agreement between account holders who pro-
vide funds and finance houses which provide
administrative ability to manage these funds.
Depositors do the financing; finance houses do
the investing job. At the end of the term, the
account holder gets 205 % of the profit realized,

2. MALIYET ARTI KAR

(MURABAHA)

saglamir. Maliyet arti finans, iiglincii sahisdan
pesin olarak nakitle satin alinan malin, bagka bir
sahsa veresiye olarak, malin maliyetine kir mar-
ji eklenerek tekrar satlmasi seklinde gergekle-
Sir.

Murabaha, degisik zamanlarda etkili olarak
vadenin dolmasina bakiimadan kullanilabilir.

3. KAR VE SERMAYE ORTAKLIGI

(MUSARAKE)

Bu tip finansmanda kurum ve miisterisi, so-
rumlulugun ortak olmasi i¢in (“joint venture”
gibi) gecici bir ortaklik olustururlar, Bunun se-
bebi, kararlastinlmig bir zaman dilimi icerisinde
bir isi sonuca vardirmak arzusudur. iki taraf da
isin sermayesine (makinalar, hammaddeler vs)
degisen oranlarda katilir ve net ki onceden ka-
rarlagtirilan oranlara bolerler. Kesin ve net bir
formiiliin bulunmadig1 bu kir paylagiminda her
anlagma kendi gartlarina baghdir.

4. LEASING (1JARA)
“Leasing”de finans kurumu bir makina
veya firetim tesisatini satin alir ve miisterilerine

whereas the rest of the profit goes to the finance
houses.

In the modaraba agreement, the partner
offering his effort will lose nothing but his
labour in case of financial loss resulting from
normal business conditions. When the finance
houses have financed the capital they bear all
the finance risks. This finance risk; justifies the
institution to claim his share (20 %) in the prof-
it.

The client can be held responsible for the
loss of capital only due to his negligence, if any.
As a security against this risk the finance insti-
tution may ask for proimissory notes from the
customer.

2, COST- PLUS FINANCING

(MORABAHA)

Morabaha financing is provided to persons
or companies applying to buy raw and semifin-
ished materials, machinery and equipment for
their operations, Cost- plus financing is imple-
mented in the form of purchasing, cashinad-
vance the merchandise from the third party and
reselling on credit to another party, by adding a
mutually agreed upon margin of profit on the
cost of goods.

Morabaha may be used effectively over dif-
ferent periods of time, regardless of their matu-
rity.

3. EQUITY PARTICIPATION

( MOSHARAKA)

In this type of financing, the institution and
its client agree to; oin in a temporary participa-
tion which is similar to the "joint venture" in
order to effect a certain business within an
agreed perod of time. Both parties contribute to
the capital of the business (such as machines,
raw materials, etc.) in varying degrees and agree
to divide the net profit in proportions agreed
upon in advance. There is no clear- cut formula
for profitsharing and each is dealt with on its
own conditions. Profit and losses are shared in
proportion to their contributions to the paid up
capital.

Maturity term of collaboration can vary
from months to years. The finance institution
may also permanently participate in any trading
and industrial activities.

4, LEASING (IJARA)
In leasing, the finance institution purchases
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kiralar. Bu iglem, alicimn, malin degerinin tak-
sitlerini ddeyip, mala sahip olmasiyla secenekli
bir kiralamaya doniisebilir.

F. SONUC

a machine or production facilities and rents
them to its client, This procedure can be con-
verted into an optional renting whereby the cus-
tomer, by paying the installments of the value of
the facility, owns the property.

F. CONCLUSION

In the western countries, the function of
"profitability" has changed its direction. The
objective of the companies is to increase "finan-
cial gains" but not the profit. Each commercial
or industrial organization tries to maximise the
"financial power” of the business concern,
rather than increasing the volume of "produc-
tion", For that reason, all organizations have
started trading in money, instead of engaging in
production for the profit. As known in the prin-
cipal laws of economy, "capital” is; regarded as
a factor of production. The objective is to pro-
duce goods or services. Today, production has
become a factor of capital. This economic poli-
¢y is artificially increasing the costs. The prohi-
bition of interest in Islam prevents artificial
increase of cost of products and services. Thus
the prices can be kept at a moderate level espe-
cially in the newly industrializing countries, By
preventing the sale of money as if it is a com-
modity.. the production of the goods required by
a society is encouraged and thus their prices are
reduced. This is why the English economist .M.
Keynes concluded that "in the ideal society
interest will disappear fally, to reach a zero
rate,”

ne of the main initatives made to

achieve the improvement of economic

cooperation among Islamic countries is

the establishment and development of
regional organizations. The initatives during the
years after the Second World War were looked upon
favorable, therefore a large number of institutions
were founded.

It is possible to consider regional associatons
from several different aspects. They can be grouped
according to the industrialized, partially industrial-
ized and less developed countries as well as Asia,
Africa, America, Europe and Oceania as continents.
Some researchers group these initiatives in a wider
range, as North and South.

Considering Islamic countries, these initatives
can be analyzed from three different points of view.

2. Organizations consisting of some certain co-
untries or country groups. It is possible to classify
these organizations as well.

For example, different institutions in the Arab
world have been leaders in both less developed co-
untries and in the Islamic world. While the Arab
Union, as one of these institutions, consists of more
than 20 countries in its constitution, small instituti-
ons cover either countries in their neighbourhood or
a certain geographic area. Egypt was the leader in
the establishment of the Arab Common Market and
Arab Cooperation Council (1989). Saudi Arabia al-
so played the most important role in the research by
the Gulf Cooperation Council (1981). It was
Morocco who shouldered the responsibility as le-
ader in the development of the Arab Magrib Union
Project.

It should not be forgetten that Muslim countries
other then the Arab world have also founded orga-
nizations in order to improve economic cooperation
with their neighbours and that they have taken steps
to improve it from time to time. The most well-
known of these countries of are Malaysia in the Far
East, and the Association of the South East
(ASEAN) under the leadership of Endonesia, the
Economic Cooperation Organization of West
African States (ECOWAS, 1975) and the Economic
Cooperation Organization (ECO, 1985) which is
considered as a common enterprise by Iran, Pakistan
and Turkey in West Asia,

It can be observed that some political and mili-
tary purposes lie behind the foundation many insti-
itutions whose aim is regional development. It
should not be forgetten that the role of political ar-
guments in the Middie East, the irritation between
the Soviet Union and Western powers under the le-
adership of the USA, and the cold war plans to sha-
re the petrol and other natural resources resulted in
the construction of the ECO.

When we analyse the situation from our coun-
trys point of view, it is clear that Turkey, under Rus-
sian threat at the beginning of the 1950’s, was for-
ced to have close relations with the West and to be-
come a NATO member. It can be seen that Turkey
become increasinly under the influence of other
Western countries especially America. So, Turkey,
aiming to secure itself militarily, made the Baghdat
Pact on May 24, 1955 according to the plan made by
the USA. In the same year the Baghdat Pact wide-
ned its operation area with the direct participation of

England, Pakistan and Iran and also with US parti-
cipation as an observer. However, the pact fell
appart as a result of its anti-Arab attitude in the Su-
ez War in 1959 and the change in the Iragi govern-
ment in 1958, and it became the Central Treaty Or-
ganization (CENTO) on April 24, 1959. The go-
vernments understooding that they couldn’t reach
their goals only by means military institutions, foun-
ded the Regional Cooperation For Development
(RCD) centered in Tahran in 1964, However, as this
organization because of bureaucratic procedures
was not efficient enough between 1964 - 1977, it
was agreed that a meeting would be held by the pre-
sidents for a reorganization. Although the strategy
of the summit meeting in Izmir in the springs of
1977, was to give priority to a common investment
project, political confusion, coup d’etats, and chan-
ges in the regimes in the three countries prevented
the goals from being met. Finally in 1985, it was de-
cided that RCD would be abolished and that the
Economic Cooperation Organization (EIT - EIO),
which enables experienced experts in finance and
economy to work in its own body, would be estab-
lished.

ECO, which has been showing a structural
change for five years, made a special effort after
1990 to incorporate middle Eastern Republic after
the Soviet Union dissolved. In this way, in 1992
ECO made Azarbaijan, Kazakistan, Kirgizistan, Ta-
cikistan, Tirkmenistan and Ozbekistan along with
Afganistan its members and succeeded in forming
one of the biggest cooperation organizations in the
world in terms of geographical area, Then, two im-
portant conferences were held in order ro reidentify
the social and academic goals and some agreements
were signed. While the 1992 Qetta Declaration,
which is one of those agreements, was interested in
infrastructural problems, the 1993 Istanbul Protocol
considered financial and commercial subjects and
gave priority to initiatives to establishment of the
ECO Bank, The ECO summit held in May, 1996,
due to the completion of the railway net between
member countries, made another declaration on the
importance of commerce.

The three founding members of ECO have a
spectal significance among Islamic countries, consi-
dering the areas they cover and the cultivated lands
under their possession. This advantage has become
more important with the membership of 7 more
Middle Asia governments. By 1995 32% of Islamic
lands, which are 2646 milllion hektars in total, and
50% of cultivated lands belong to the 10 ECO
members,

Statistics show that agricultural development in
the region has been more than expected in spite of
all the financial, economic and social problems and
unsuitable conditions regarding mechanization and
income.

Moreover, it can be claimed that
Turkey has become a model for other Islamic count-
ries as a result of its development in agricultural
technology (Turkey's having half of the 1.5 million
tractors in the whole Islamic world), increase in the
use of inputs and the GAP Project. There is no do-
ubt that the initiatives made are insufficient inview
of the changing world conditions, increasing popu-
lation and other socio - economic problems. 60 %
of the ECO populations living especially in the
countryside . increases unrecorded unemployment
and decreases productivitiy in this area, The fact that
people in these areas mentioned are not very well-
educated and investments of the governments are
less than needed are other factors affecting this re-
sult.

[t appears that founding members of ECO,
which have made considerable improvement in the
increase of national income in the last ten years, will
continue their initiatives. While the gross national
product (GNP) per person in 1992 was $ 2850 in
Pakistan, $ 5450 in Iran, and $ 5900 in Turkey, it
has been estimated that these numbers will be
$ 6000, $ 10.000 and $ 12,000 respectively by the
21'st century.

ECO biinyesinde hazirlanan projelere ve en fist
dizeyde onaylanan anlasmalara karsin ekonomik
iligkilerin bu denli zayif olmasinin nedenlerinden bi-
ri Iran ve Pakistan'in dzellikle Tiirk sanayi mallar-
nin yerine Batil iilkelerin diretimlerini tercih etmele-
ri, Tiirkiye'nin de sozii edilen iilkelerden avantajli
mal alma seceneginin sinirl olmasidir denebilir. Ay-
rica bolgeye dzgii Kalkinma ve Ticaret Bankalarinin
kurulamamas1 ve ortaya gikan taleplerin tiimiiniin Is-
lam Kalkinma Bankasi tarafindan karsilanamamas
da ayn bir faktor olarak ileri siiriilebilir. Belki de en
onemli sonuglardan biri ECO genel merkezinin olu-
sumunda ve ¢aligma tarzinda yatmaktadir.

Improvements have been made in the gross na-
tional product due to the fact that industry has be-
come more important while the contribution of agri-
culture has decreased to less than 25% in the three
countries. Similar improvements have been realized
in exportation as well. Researche on the averages of
1970775 and 1990/95 show interesting results, In the
years mentioned, exportation of agricultural pro-
ducts in Pakistan decreased from 41% to 21% whi-
le the sale of industrial products increased to 78%
from 57%. Even more success was made in Turkey
as the rate of agricultural products decreased to 24%
from 83% while industrial products increased to
1% from 10%. However, no remarkable change
could be seen in the number of exparitems in Iran,
To both periods 90% of the external income was tied
1o petrol.

70% of the foreign trading in Iran, Pakistan and
Turkey has been affected by industrialized countri-
es. Therefore, it can be claimed that westermn count-
ries profited from the increasing export and import
percentages generally. For example in the last deca-
de, exportation in Iran has increased 7, in Pakistan
10 and Turkey 25 times over. During the same peri-
od there was also an increase in importation and the
countries made purchases 18,5 and 28 times more,
respectively. Iran. Pakistan and Turkey realized
65% of their external trading with the European
Community, America and Japan, and 15% with par-
tially industrialized countries. The Percentage of
commercial relations with other less developed co-
untries changed between 12 and 15%, while this
percentage is usually less than 10% for Islamic co-
untries. Although the percentage of commercial re-
lations among ECO members rose to 15% between
1980 and 1985 as a result of fulfilling Iran’s needs
during the Iran-Iraq war and the petrol purchase by
‘Counter Trade," the relation between the countries
weakened rapidly after the war ended. It was gener-
ally not more than 3% between 1990 and 1994,

Economic relations have been very low in spite
of all the projects prepared and the agreements sig-
ned by ECO members. One of the main reasons is
that Iran and Pakistan prefer western industrial pro-
ducts instead of Turkish ones and that Turkey do-
esn't have a wide range of adramtageous purchases
from the said countries. Additionally, not founding
development and trading banks for this region and
the incapability of the Islamic Development Bank in
meeting all demands may be other factors May be
one of the most important lies in the centralized
structure and working procedure of ECO. The num-
ber of employees working in ECO not exceeding 15,

and their being paid by their home countries and
they workinng in a bureaucratic system prevent
positive steps bein taken and open the way to main-
taining the statusquo.

In the second article of the agreement signed in
izmir, which ECO was based on, it is mentioned that
some of the main goals of the member countries is
to insave the welfare of their societies by increasing
trade among themselves, and to conside the rights of
developing countries in order for them to contribute
to world trade and object to unfair procedures and
eliminate them as soon as possible.

In the fourth article of the same agreement, it is
emphasized that member countries need to have the
same strategy in production and sales so that they
can be successful in trade and industry. The twenti-
eth article says that what is required in order to ha-
ve a positive result is to indicate the points to be co-
operatedion, in the Development Plans. In the zath
article it is also mentioned that the ECO General
Secretary needs to cooperate with institutions speci-
alized in their own fields (such as economy, com-
merce and finance) within the member countries.
The Quetta Action Plan dated 07.02.1993, provided
a new and dynamic commercial point of view for
ECO. Giving priority to preventing the negative fac-
tors hindering importation and exportation and the
importance of considering preferential repproaches
for, ECO Committee of Economy and Commerce
are mentioned in the 14th article of this plan. The
15th aticle asks businessmen and industrialists in
the member countries to be more active. The neces-
sity of establishing a Chamber of Commerce in
ECO and of taking necessary action to start the
functioning of the Development and Commerce
Bank is explained in the 17th and 18th articles
respectively.

In other words, ECO encourages the member
countries of leggal status to come together regarding
products and requires the General Secretary to take
initiaiteve in this direction.

It can be said that reorganization is needed in
order to enable, ECO to keep up with the rapidly
changing world order and globalisation. In the
development of a system which will bring dynam-
miism and a new perspective, the avoidance of gov-
emment influence and bureaucracy and the utiliza-
tion of personel from the public sector for a short
period of time should give positive results. In addi-
tion, heads of government should carefully follow
designated goals and their results and, byy frequent-
ly analysing such results, they should take any nec-
essary precautions.

lumsal miiesseselerin olusumunda,
milletlerin sahip olduklari din, kiiltiir, gelenek-
ler, tarihi tecriibe gibi faktorler belirleyici rol
oynamaktadr.

Higbir toplumsal miiessese birdenbire orta-
ya cikmadig1 gibi, bu miiesseselerin olusumu di-
ger toplumsal dinamiklerden bagimsiz degildir.
Dolayistyla bugiinkii toplumsal miiesseselerin
incelenmesinde, bunlan ge¢misleriyle birlikte
ele almak, tesir ve devamhlik prensibinin bir ge-
regidir. Gegmisteki miesseseler daha sonraki
donemlerde fiilen varliklanmi veya yeni kurum-
larin olusmasinda etkilerini siirdiiriirler.

Fiitiivvet ve Ahi kelimeleri za-
manla ayni anlamda da kullamilmuglardir.

H. L / M. IX. yiizyilda fiitiivvet teskilatla-
ri igerisinde Esnaf birlikleri olusmaya baslamig
ve esnaf gruplan fiitiivvetin esaslan etrafinda
birlesmislerdir. Ahi Birlikleri hakkindaki sozler,
gelenekler ve esaslar “fiitivvetname” adi veri-
len yazma eserlerle tesbit edilmistir. Bilinen en
eski fiitiivvetname H. IV/M. X . yy'a ait olan,
Siilemi’nin “Kitab-el Fiituvva” sidir.? Bundan
sonra Ensari'nin Fiitivvetnamesi gelir. Tiirkge
fiitiivvetnamelerin en eskisi ise Burgazi'nin fii-

tis a fact that human beings, as social

entities, have formed some associations

with several purposes throughout history.

The religion, culture, traditions and
history of nations have had a major role in
forming these associations,

As none of these social associations has
appeared suddenly, it is not possible to consider
other social dynamics separate from these
associations. Therefore, it is a necessity for the
sake of the principles of effect and continuation
to take the past of the associations into
consideration while examining them. Previous
associations continue either to exist or to have
influence in the forming of following
assoclations,

One of the associations formed in the
[slamic world. which has several different
functions and effects, is the Association of
Akhis. The appearence and the conscious use of
the world *Akhis’, derived from the word ‘aki'in
Turkish or from *Ahi’ (brother) in Arabian, was
in the second half of the 13th century. It was
mainly the first time when this word was used in
‘Ibn Batuta Seyahatnamesi” (Ibn Batuta’s book
of travels) at the beginning of the 14th century.!
The word ‘fiitivvet’ in stead of ‘Akhis’ had
been seen in the previous sources. These two
different words have come to be used with the
same meaning as time passes.

In H. 3rd/A.D. 10th century, the Guilds
appeared in the Akhi Organization and they
gathered around the Akhi principles. Sayings,
traditions and principles of the Akhi
Organization have been determined in the
written manuscripts named ‘fiitiivvetname’. The
oldest manuscript ever known is Siilemi’s
‘Kitab-el Fiitivva' dated of H4./A.D.10.2 The
second oldest manuscript belongs to Ensari, The
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tiivvetname 'sidir,? Biitiin fiitiivvetnamelerde fii-
tivvetin esaslari, kabul sartlar, fiitivvet birlik-
lerine kimlerin giremeyecegi, hangi durumlarda
fiitiivvetden diisiilecegi, fiitiivvetin kisimlan ve
fiittivvetin silsileleri gibi hususlar diizenlenmis-
tir. Samimiyet, comertlik, Allah'tan bagkasima
kul olmama, siirekli gelisme ve yenilenme, al-
cak goniilliilik, misafirperverlik, merhamet,di-
riistliik gibi ozellikler fiitiivvetin ilkeleri olarak
saytimistir. “Elini, Dilini, Belini korumak™ sek-
linde dzetlenen fiitiivvet ilkeleri timiiyle Islami
bir hayat modeli ¢izmektedir.

Aksamlan ise toplanarak ahlak egiti-
mi, haftanin belli giinlerinde de silah talimleri
ve ata binme egitimi yaptirihirdi. Yine esnaf ¢1-
raklarinin okuyup yazmalarina itina gosterilirdi.

oldest Turkish manuscript was written by
Burgazi? All manuscripts  include the
information about principles of ~Akhis,
conditions to be an Akhi, characteristics of the
people to be accepted into the Akhi unions, parts
of the Akhi Organization and continuoity of the
Organization. Sincerity, generosity, the pure
belief in God, constant selfimprovement,
modesty, hospitality, mercy and honesty are the
main principles of Akhi Omgazation. These
principles present a totally Islamic way of the
life.

It is believed that Seyh Nasruddin el-Hoyi,a
sufi known as Ahi Evran, founded the Akhi
Organization in Anatolia and that he was born in
the city of Hoy in Iran, in A.D. 1175/H 567 and
died in Kirsehir in A.D. 1262/H660.4

In this short article, the functions of this
effective Organiztion andthe institutions
founded to provide similar functions after the
Akhi Organization, are going to be pointed out
without considering the history of the
Organization,

1. Functions of Akhi organization

in business life

People who were not interested in any
professions, art or trade couldn’t become a
member of the Akhi Organization. The secrets
and the details of the profession were taught to
the artisans in a hierarchy, as being assistant,
apprentice, experienced apprentice and master
workman respectively. Also, in the evenings
they were taught ethics in groups and how to
ride and shoot on certain days of the week. It
was important that apprentices to the tradesmen
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tii a¢ik havuzun sarachane yapilmasi, sara¢ ¢1-
raklarininin sabahlan Fatih Medreselerinde oku-
tulan derslere devam edebilmeleri icindi. Esnaf
cikarlarinin asgari bir tahsil devresinden gegiril-
melerine uzun siire dikkat edilmistir.$

Ahi birlikleri dzellikle biiyiik sehirlerde tes-
kilatlanmuglardi. Her birligin egitim ve eglence
imkanlarina da sahip bir sosyal tesis dzelligi ta-
styan zaviyesi vardi. Bu esnaf birlikleri o mesle-
ge ait tiim igleri ogretir, mensuplar arasindaki
ihtilaflan: halleder, esnafla devlet arasindaki ilis-
kileri diizenlerdi. Bu birlikler mamiillerin kalite-
si, iicretler, fiyatlar, ¢alisma sartlan konularinda
diizenleme yapard.

Ahi Birlikleri bir yandan esnaf arasinda is-
birligi ve dayanigma esaslarinin yerlestirilmesi-
ni, haksiz rekabetin, tekelciligin énlenmesini
amaglarken, diger yandan da tiiketicinin korun-
masina yonelik diizenlemeler yapiyordu, Esna-
fin calisma alanlar hem haksiz rekabetin, hem
de igsizligin 6nlenmesi amaciyla belirleniyordu,
Yine esnafin isleyecedi hammaddeyi temin et-
mesi “tahsis siyaseti” ile gerceklestiriliyordu,
Bununla hem ustalarin hammadde sikintisi gek-
memesi saglantyor, hem de tekelcilik ve ihtikar
yolu énlenmis oluyordu.

Her esnaf grubu toplu olarak belirli bir ¢ar-
stda bulunurdu. Boylece hem alici istedigi mali
kolaylikla secebiliyor hem de esnaf birbirini
kontrol ediyordu. Bir arada calisma, kalite kont-
rolii bakimindan da hayli 6nem tagiyordu, Ciin-
kii esnaf iiriin kalitesinin belli bir standardin al-
tina digiirtilmesine karsi idi. Standartlarin altin-
da mal iireten kisiler ikazlara aldirmayip bu fi-
ilerine devam ederlerse diikkanlan kethiidalar
tarafindan kapatlabildigi gibi, daha ileri gittik-
leri takdirde esnafliktan ihraglarina da karar ali-
nabiliyordu.s

Ahi birliklerinde iiretim ve tiiketim simirlan-
dinlmugti, Boylece rekabet, ihtiras 6nlenmis olu-
yordu. Esnaf ve diikkan sayisi, is aletleri ve tez-
gah adedi sinirlandinlmigti. “Gedik Usulii” ola-
rak adlandirilan bu sistemle “ihtiyaca gore iire-
tim” fikri fiilen gerceklestirilmeye galigilmusti,
Esnaf ve tiiccarin igsiz kalmamasi ve agin iireti-
min dogurabilecegi bunalimlarin onlenmesi te-
mel diisiinceyi olusturuyordu,

Ahi Teskilaunda zaruret olmadikga is ve
meslek degigtirmemek esasti. Herhangi bir se-
beple gedifini terkedip giden usta geri dondii-
giinde, eski yeri bagkasinin eline gegtigi icin, bir
stire kalfa gibi calismaya mecbur tutulabilirdi.
Boylece cagimiz igletmeciliginde dnemli bir ye-

knew how to read and write. The open-air pool
near the mosque built by Fatih Sultan Mehmet,
was turned into a saddlery in order to enable the
people who were working in the saddlery to
attend the courses in the Fatih Medresseh in the
mornings. The artisans were careful that their
apprentices received at least a minimum
education for a long time.

Akhi Unions were especially organized in
big cities, Each Union had an Akhi lodge as a
social associaton, which provided education and
entertainment, Those guild unions taught every
single thing relted to the profession, solved
conflicts among their members, and organized
the relations between the tradesmen and the
government. Working conditions and quality
and the prices of the products were also
arrenged by these unions.

Ahi Unions made arrangements 1o protect
the consumers on the one hand, while they
aimed at establishing principles of support and
cooperation, and prevented unfair competition
and monopoly, among the guilds. Working areas
of the guilds were determined in order not to
cause unfair competition and unemployment.
Also, the raw material that guilds needed was
provided by ‘Allocation Policy’, which
prevented shortage in the raw materials and
monopoly and profiteering.

Each guild was grouped in a certain bazaar,
So, the consumers could reach the product they
wanted easily and the tradesmen could keep
each other under control. This system provide
quality control. Because guilds wanted the
quality of products to be at a certain standart.
When the tradesmen selling low quality
products, didn't heed the warnings and
continued to sell them, it might be decided to
close down their shops or even to expel them
from the guild. ¢

The limitation in production and
consumption in Akhi Unions prevented
competition and ambition. The number of
guilds, shops, machines were also limited. This
system was called the “Gedik System™ The
idea of production according to needs was
practiced. The main reason was not to leave the
guilds unemployed and to prevent the possible
depressions caused by over production.

It was the main principle in the Akhi
Organization not to change profession and job
without absolute necessity. If a master workman
came back after leaving his job, it was possible

2. Ahlaki Fonksiyonlar

Ahilikte meslek ahlaki herseyin iistiinde tu-
tulmakta, oto-kontrol sistemi en tesirli ve mii-
kemmel sekli ile islemekteydi. Cirak, kalfa ve
usta arasinda baba-evlat saygi ve sevgi bag ku-
rulmus, iligkiler ahlaki ve mesleki temellere
oturtulmustur. Her ahi bir “iistad”a baglanmak,
sanatin geleneksel pirleri hakkinda bilgi edin-
mek ve davramslarinda onlan ornek almak du-
rumunda idi. Sanatlarin geleneksel pirleri, her-
seyden once birer ahlak kahramanlandir. Bu
kahramanlar ahilere davramg bicimleriyle drnek
gosterilmekte ve herbirinin ayr ayn bu ahlak
yagamig ve asmug olduklan kabul edilmektedir.
Yaganmig Grneklere dayanan bir ahlak, teorik
planda kalan bir ahlaktan ¢ok daha etkili olmak-
tadir, Bu insanlarin, pirlerine goniilden ve
ma'nen baglanmalari, islerinde gosterecekleri
en kiigiik bir thmal ve kusur ile pirin sevgi ve
himmetinden mahrum kalinacagi anlayisini yer-
lestirmisti. Boylece Ahi, iginde ihmal olmamasi
igin biitiin dikkat ve hassasiyetini ortaya koyup ,
maharetini i§ iizerinde gistermeye gayret edi-
yordu.?

Ahilerin yeteneklerine uygun olarak sadece
bir sanat daliyla meggul olmalan ve bu yolda sa-
birla olgunlagmaya ¢aligmalari, her Ahinin sa-
natinda zirveye ulagmayi ahlaki bir gorev telak-
ki etmesi iiriin kalitesi bakimindan son derece
olumlu neticeler dogurmus, ortaya gikan eserler
birer sanat saheseni niteligi kazanabilmiglerdir,

3. Egitim ve Dayanisma

Fonksiyonu

Ahi zaviyeleri, gelip giden konuklarin agr-
landi, biiyiik sélenlerin diizenlendigi, eglence
torenlerinin yapildigr yerler olarak ozellikle
halk agisindan birer ahlaki egitim merkezi fonk-
siyonu goriiyorlardi. Birlik iiyelerinin tim ya-
santisini belirleyen bu ahlaki ilkeler, belli bir i
ve sanata baglihgi da kuvvetlendiriyordu. Bu
ahlakn yoneldigi temel erdem “Dayanigma” idi.
XIV. yiizythn ortalannda Sultan Orhan Gazi za-
maninda Ortadogu’yu dolagan Kuzey Afrika’h
gezgin [bn Batuta, Ahilerin Anadolu Tiirkmen
beldelerinin hepsinde, her sehir ve kdyde bulun-
duklarin, yabancilan misafir ettiklerini, ihtiyag-
lanini giderdiklerini, zorbalari ve serirleri engel-

that he would work as an assistant as someone
else might have already filled his previous
positio. So, this system provided a solution for
the problem of “worker turn-over™ as well.

2. Ethical Functions

Professional ethics were considered very
important in the Akhi Organization and the
auto-control system was practised in the most
efficient and perfect way. Assistants,
apprentices and master workers were very close
and the relations within the Guild were based on
the rules of ethics and the profession. Each
member of the Akhi Organization had to be
responsible to an adept to leam about the
traditional masters of the art and to consider
them as models for himself. These traditional
masters of the art were ethical heros, first of all.
It is believed that they lived according to ethical
principles. Therefore, they had been models to
the Akhis with their manners. Ethics based on
experience has more effect than therotical
ethics. Akhis" dedication to their masters with
all their hearts allowed the idea of being
deprived of the masters’ love and support in
case of a small negligence and imperfection to
take root in their hearts. Therefore, Akhis did
their best to fulfill their professions perfectly.”

The fact that Akhis were interested in only
one branch of arts according to their talents, and
showed great effort to improve their work
ptiently and that each Akhi considered it an
ethical purpose to be a master in his own branch,
provided high quality production. It was
possible to call each product a masterpiece.

3, Function of education
and support

Akhi lodges were ethical education centers
especially for the public, where they entertained
their guests and themselves and held great
feasts. These ethical rules that determined the
Guild members” whole life also strengthened
interest in a particular profession and art. The
main virtue in this ethic was ‘Solidarity’. In the
middle of the 15th century. Ibn Batuta, who
travelled in the Middle East during the reign of
Orhan Gazi, mentioned that Akhis were almost
every Turcoman area in Anatolia, and that they
entertained their guests and handled the
outlaws, and also he mentioned their hospitality,
by giving examples.® The importance of the

dan Kisilerin muntazaman devam ettikleri ve
Ahi zaviyelerinin, konuk agirlamaktan bagka
gengleri egitme gorevlerini de Gizerine almg Kii-
¢iik drnekleri olan “Yaran Odalar™ vardi. Bu
yaran odalar, eglendirici, dinlendirici ve egitici
fonksiyonlan yaninda, bblgesel sorunlarm ¢6-
ziimlendigi,ortak carelerin bulundugu bir mekan
gorevi de ifa ediyordu.

Yaran Birlikleri diigin yapanlara yardim
eder, biitiin hizmetlerini yaran goriirdii. Yine ya-
ramin ve kimsesizlerin her islerinde yardima ko-
sulurdu. Yaranlar harman sonu yillik eglenceler
tertip ederler, “ii¢ giinler" gelenegine uygun eg-
lenceler diizenlerlerdi.!

Memleketin her verindeki esnaf ve sanat-
karlarin, yilin belli bir giiniinde diizenlenen eg-
lencelere kaulmasi bir tore idi. Istanbul'da bu
eflenceler daha kalabalik ve parlak tirenlerle
vapthrdi, Bu eglencelerde hichir mesleki konu
ele alinmaz, yalmz kahya ve kahyabagi biitiin
esnafa ogiitte bulunurdu,

Her ziimrenin bir sancag bir de alemdan
vardi. Bu sancakta ahg-verisi ve iy hayatini fven
ayet ve hadislerin yaninda, o ziimrenin alameti
de bulunurdu. Genel eglencelerde bu bayraklar
da merasim yerine gotiiriiliir ve her ziimre toplu
olarak giderdi.

Bazi durumlarda olaganiistii toplantlar da
yapilabilirdi. Resmi makamlarca halkin taham-
miiliiniin iistiinde bir vergi kondugu veya kahya-
lar kurulunun kesinlik kazanan kararlarinin uy-
gulanmasina engel olundugu zaman ya da esnaf
arasinda olagan yontemlere aykint bir islem ya-
pildiginda kahyalar kurulu toplamip, her esnafin
ustadlarindan iier kisi davet ederek durumu in-
celerdi, Fikir birligi saglanirsa Kahyabagi ile
oteki iki kahya ve iki istad ser'iye hakimine ve
en biiyiik hiikiimet yetkilisine yollanirds. Hikii-
metle anlagma olursa toplantiya son verilir, uyu-
sulamazsa ertesi giin “memleket toplantis * ya-
pilirdi.

Memleket Toplantisina kahyalar ve biitiin
ustadlar, memleketin ileri gelenleri, ilim adam-
lan, zenginleri ilan yoluyla caginhir; hakim ve
miiftiye davetci giderdi. Kahyalar Kurulu Bag-
kani, toplanti nedenini, esnaf toplantismin kara-

Akhi lodges in a period when roads were unsafe
and transportation was slow is clear.

In the villages and towns, there were
‘Friendship Rooms' which were small samples
of Akhi lodges. People at different ages
attending to these rooms which fulfilled the duty
of the Akhi lodges, entertaining the guests and
educating the young. Besides, these were the
rooms where regional problems were discussed
and solved by finding common solutions.

The friendship unions also helped people
get married and served them and the people who
had no relatives or friends. The friends had
entertainments at the end of the harvest time
according to the ‘three-day" tradition.?

[t was a tradition that all the tradesmen and
artisans in the country joinedthe entertainments
on a particular day in a year. There were greater
ceremonies and a greater crowd in Istanbul. No
subjects related to the professions were
mentioned in these entertainments but only the
head of the trade guild gave some advice to the
tradesmen.

Each class had a flag and a leader. On the
flag, there were hadiths and verses of Kuran
praising business and working, and also the
symbol of that particular class. During the
common entertainments, these flags were taken
o the ceremonies and the classes went there in
groups,

They sometimes held extraordinary
meetings. When the government put too heavy a
tax . or when the decisions made by the
committee of the heads of the trade guild
weren't able to be implemented, or when
something unusual was done considering the
usual procedures, The Committee of the heads
of the trade guild held a meeting inviting three
masters from the guilds in order to examine the
case. If everyone agreed on the same point, they
all went to the authorized person in the
government. A ‘National Meeting” was held
unless an agreement was made with the
government,

The heads of the trade guild, all masters,
important people in the country, scientists and
the rich were invited to the National meeting
with written announcement, and a messenger
was sent 1o the judge and muftu with the
invitation. The head of the trade guild explained
the reason of the meeting, the decision of the
guild meeting and the attitude of the
government and hold a referendum. If the

4. Sosyal Giivenlik ve

Arabuluculuk Fonksiyonu

Ahi Birlikleri, yonetici ve askeri simfin or-
giitlenmeleri diginda halk Kitlelerinin dnderi du-
rumunda idiler. Dolayisiyla siyasal otoriteyle
aralarinda bazi siirtiismeler de olabiliyordu. Os-
manl saltanatimin son giinlerine kadar hemen
her eserin bagina konmast bir usul haline gelen
methiyelerden en kiigiigiine, siradan fiitivvetna-
melerde bile rastlanmaz. Ahiler. zamann sulta-
nina miimkiin oldugunca ilgisiz yasamislar, me-
selelerini kendi ellerinde halletmeye ¢alismiglar,
birgok olayda basanli da olmuglardir. Kayitlara
gecerek bize ulasan olaylar, ¢oziimiinii bagara-
mayip resmi makamlara bagvurduklar durum-
lardir. Yigitbasi, esnaf arasindaki ihtilafi halle-
der, gerekirse hakemlik yapar, mahkemeye bag-
vurmalarina engel olurdu.!' Devlet de bunlara
hukuki bir kurulug olarak tamimug, kendilerine
bazi imtiyazlar vermisti.

Ahi Birlikleri i¢inde, mensuplarin is hayat
digindaki sikintilanyla da ilgilenilmig, sikintila-
rin agiimasina elbirligi ile caligilmistir. Her es-
nafin bir yardim sandig1 vardi. Buna “Esnaf
Vakfi", “Esnaf Sandifi” veya “Esnaf Kesesi”
denirdi. Kethiida, yigitbasi ile ihtiyarlarin goze-
tim ve sorumlulugu altinda bulunan bu sandigin
sermayesi, esnafin bagislan ile grakliktan kal-

decision of the trade guild commitee was
approved in the end of the referendum, the
leader of the scientists madea speech indicating
the necessity of obedience and faithfullness to
the government, However, he also announced
that showing no reaction to the government
representative was not acceptable to the Islamic

rules. They complained to the Sultan about this
representative.10

4. Social and mediation function

Akhi Guilds were the leaders of the public
with the exception of the administrative and
military classes. Therefore, they sometimes had
some problems with the political authority.
Akhis were indifferent to their Sultan and tried
to solve their problems by themselves and
succeeded mostly. The cases which have
survived so far by having been recorded
officially are the ones they couldn't solve and
asked for the help of the authorized person.
*Yigitbasi” dealt with the conflicts in the guild,
became a judge if necessary, and prevented
them from going to the court.!! The government
also recognized them as legal organizations and
some concessions were given to them by the
govvernment.

Akhi Unions helped their members to solve
not only the problems related to their
professions but also the ones related to their
personel lives. Each guild had a fund to be used
when necessary, which was called as *Guild
Fund’, ‘Foundation Fund' or ‘Guilds’ Pocket’.
The source of the capital for this Fund under the
responsibility of chief steward, "yigitbagi” and
the elders, was the guilds’ donation and the
amount of money kept to be paid to the people
who got promotion and became apprentices and
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fahga ve kalfaliktan ustaliga yiikselenler icin
verilen paralardan ve haftada ya da ayda bir, es-
naftan mali giictine gdre toplanan paylardan olu-
surdu.

5. Genglikle Ilgili Fonksiyonlar

Ahilik geng ve enerjik kisileri kendi biinye-
sine alip, bir meslekte maharet edinmelerini,
topluma kazandirilip, bagibog birakilmamalarini
saglamig; genclerin enerjilerini manevi 6nderler
elinde toplumsal hayatin diizeni ve devamn icin
kanalize etmistir. Genglerin bir araya gelme, bir-
lik olusturma egilimleri bylece toplum menfa-
atleri yoniinde, ahlaki esaslar gercevesinde tat-
min edilmitir. Geng, intisap ettigi sanat veya
meslegin sirrint Ggreninceye kadar ustasina hiz-
mete mecburdur. Bir yol atasi ve yol kardesi edi-
nerek fiitiivvete intisab etmis ve fiitiivvet sartla-
rina uyacagina soz vermig olan geng, hayati bo-
yunca yol atasiyla yol kardegine hiirmet ve yar-
dim edecedi gibi, onlarin da sevgisine ve yardi-
mina mazhar olacaktir. Boylece meslege ve sa-
nata, yola ve ihvana ihanet etmedikge hayati ga-
ranti altina alinmigtie.” Bu birliklerde gengler
ahlaki yonden egitilmig, kotii aliskanliklardan
korunmustur, Kétii aligkanhiklan olanlar burala-
ra kabul edilmemistir.

Islam ilkelerine uymamayi aligkanlik haline
getirenler ve esnafin genel menfaatine aykirt ha-
keret edenler “yolsuzluk™ veya “erkan” denen
ve gayet tesirli olan cezaya carpurihyorlardi,
Itaatsizlik, saygisizlik, bir baskasina zarar geti-
ren biitiin hareketlerde dnce nasihat verilir, fay-
da vermezse cezaya bagvurulurdu. Cezalar, ses-
sizlik ablukasindan dayaga, birsey 1smarlatmak-
tan gecici veya siirekli olarak meslekten men'e
kadar cesitliydi.13

Ahi ziimreleri varligini devam ettirmek igin
sekle biiyiik onem vermistir. Merasime en basit
islerde bile mutlaka uyulurdu. Fiitiivvet ehli,
boylece, teskilatindaki dereceleri muhafaza ede-
bilmis, sanat sirlarini Kigiden kisiye aktarmug,
dayamsma ve yardimlagmay: gergeklestirmis,
igine kanisan ehliyetsiz unsurlari temizlemesi
miimkiin olmugtur.

master workmen, or the shares collected from
the guilds once a week or a month, according to
their financial positions. With the money in the
fund. they helped the people who were ill and
had problems and the relatives of the dead.

It was also possible to borrow some money
from the Fund. Guilds had permanent and heavy
fixtures and equipment and copper dishes to be
used in the entertainments open to the public.
These were hired to the people who wished and
also used in the wedding ceremonies in the
palace.

5. Functions related

to the youth

As Akhis accepted energetic and young
people into the Akhi Organization, the young
were given a chance to have a profession, and
also their energy was orientated towards social
norms for the continuation and the order of the
society. The tendency towards being in groups
and in unions by the young was kept onder
control by the rules of ethics. A young person
had to serve his master until he learnt the secret
of the profession or the art of which he became
4 member. That person who became a member
of the Akhi Organization, having two confreres
one as a brother and one as a leader, promised to
respect and help them for the rest of his life. He
would be blessed with their care and help. So,
his life was guaranteed unless he was unfaithful
to the profected from bad habits.12 The ones who
had bad habits were were not accepted into the
Guilds.

People who failed to obey the Islamic rules
and who acted against the guilds’ benefit were
punished by the penalty named “impropriety’,
Firstly, they were given some advice as a result
of their disobedience, irrespect and behaviors
harming other people. If that didn't help, they
were punished then. There was a wide range of
punishments like silence, beating forbidding
them to order. anything or expelling them from
the profession, 1

Form was very important to the Akhi
Organizations to survive. The rules were obeyed
even in very simple points. So, the important
people in the Organization were able to protect
the ranks in the Unions, to convey the secrets of
the art from person to person, to provide
solidarism and to leave unqualified people out
of the Unions, 4

gonderilmesi gelenek idi. I. Izzuddin Keykavus
hiikiimdar oldugu zaman (M. 1211) Abbasi Ha-
lifesi Saltanat mensuru gondermisti. Yine ayni
hiikiimdar Sinob’u fethettikten sonra bu fethi
halifeye bildirmis ve bir¢ok da hediye gondere-
rek Ahilik alametlerinden olan fiitiivvet salvan
istemisti. Halife de Selguk Hiikiimdan "'min arzu-
sunu yerine getirmisti.!s

Osmanlh Devletinin kurulusu doneminde de
biiyiik katkilart olan Ahilik Miiessesesi, yeni
yoneticilerin seciminde ve mesruluk kazanma-
sinda da etkili olabiliyordu. Nitekim Osman
Bey'in 6liimii iizerine yeni yoneticinin belirlen-
mesinde Ahilerin de onaylamasiyla Orhan Gazi
segilmisti. Yine II. Murat da Ahilige mensup
Osmanli Sultanlarindand ve Ahilerin karan ile
devletin bagina gegmisti,

Ahi Birlikleri Sel¢uklu Devleti'nin yikihg
ve Mogol istilast déneminde Anadolunun sa-
vunmasinda ve sosyal diizenin devaminda bii-
yiik rol oynamiglardir. Ahiler, devlet idaresinin
zayifladifi, otoritesizligin bag gosterdigi gecis
donemlerinde sehirlerin idaresini ellerine aliyor-
lar ve eski idareden veni idareye gecisin toplum
icin biiyiik bir sarsintiya meydan vermemesine
¢aligiyorlard. Ahi teskilat yalmiz sehirlerde de-
#il, koylerde ve uclarda da vardi. Hatta alpler
teskilati ile de iliskiye girilmig, boylece hem
Ahi, hem Alp sifatlan tastyan, her iki ziimreye
de mensup olan kimselere rastlanir olmustur. 16

6. Political and military functions

It can be seen that some of the statesmen,
kadis, professors, leaders of Muslim religious
groups andimportant merchants in Anatolia
became themembers of the Akhi Organization
during the period between the second half of the
| 3th century andthe 14th century.

It was a tradition to send the document of
the constitution along with a caftan, staff, etc. to
the rulers of the Seljuks in Anatolia by the
Abbasi chaliphs of Baghdat. When [zzuddin
Keykavus | ascendedthe throne (A.D. 1211),
Abbasi chaliph sent him the document of the
constitution. The same ruler informed the
Chaliph of his having conquered Sinop and
asked for an Akhi shalwar which was a symbol
of being a member of the Akhi Organization. He
also sent a lot of gifts to the Chalip. The ruler of
the Seljuks didn't resist his request.1s

The Akhi Organization, which made a
considerable contribution to the settlement of
the Ottoman Empire, had a role in the choice
and the approval of the new Sultans. After
Osman Bey had died, Osman Gazi became the
Sultan with the Akhis’ approval. Also Murat II
was one of the Ottoman Sultans who were Akhi
members and the Akhis decided that he would

be Sultan.

Akhi Unions had a great role in the defence
of Anatolia and the continuation of the social
system during the end of the Seljuks and the
Mongolian conquest. Akhis shouldered the
administrative responsibilities of the cities when
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lii bir manevi egitimle yetistirilmis Ahi Birlikle-
ri de (Gaziyan-1 Rum, Ahiyan-1 Rum, Baciyan-i
Rum, Abdalan-1 Rum) sayilmaktadir.

Sefer zamanlaninda bir kisim esnaf da (ka-
sap, ekmekgi, nalbant, bakkal, berber, sarag. de-
mirci, age1, arabaci, vb.) seferlere katilirdi. Bun-
lara “Orducu Esnaf” denirdi. Orducu esnaf or-
dugahta diikkan acip askerlerin esitli ihtiyacla-
rim Karsilarlardi. Bu esnafin ordudaki faaliyetle-
ri igin gerekli olan igletme kredisi, mensup ol-
duklart esnaf birligi tarafindan saglamyor ve bu-
na “ordu akgesi” deniyordu.!s

Tiim bunlar, bir yandan Ahiligin ulagug
toplumsal ve siyasal etkinligi gosterirken, diger
yandan da yonetim-halk biitinlesmesinin en ile-
ri diizeyde gergeklestigini gostermektedir. Yine
devlet organi olmayan sivil bir kurumun, kargi-
lagilan problemlerin ¢oziimiinde gosterebilecegi
yararliligin da en giizel Grnegini bu miiessesede
gorebilmekteyiz. Bugiin de bu tiir sivil kurumla-
rin varhifi ve etkinligi arzulanan bir durum olug-
turmaktadir.

there was lack of authority in the government
and tried to have the public orientate to the new
administration system with less confusion. Akhi
Unions were not only in the cities, but also in
the villages and towns. Evenmore, they had
contact with the Alp Unions so that some people
became the member of the two Unions, as Akhis
and Alps.16

Having a political or both political and a
religious goal, some unions formed different
groups in the Akhis and devoted themselves
completely to the holy war, ‘cihat’. They
sometimes proved their poitical and social
power, provided security and sometimes acted
as the government. For example, it was they
who saved Bursa from ‘Diizme Mustafa's’
attack.”

Some Akhi Units (Gaziyan-1 Rum, Ahiyan-
1 Rum, Baciyan-1 Rum, Abdalan-1 Rum) which
were traied with important moral rules in the
Akhi Lodges, were considered to be supporting
attack units in the Ottoman Army.

Some tradesmen (butchers, bakers,
blacksmiths, grocers, barbers, saddlers,
ironworkers, cooks, drivers, etc.) went to war
during military expedition. They were called a
‘Military trade Guild’. Having shops in the
military camp, they met the soldiers’ demands.
Working capital for them was provided by the
guilds of which they were members, and it was
called a *Military Fund'.®

All these things mentioned so far show how
effective Akhis were both politically and
socially, and prove that the government and the
public were very close. It is a good example of
a civilian organization which was not a part of
the government, helping find in the solutions to
the problems. Today. there is a need of this sort
of civilian organizations, as well,

The end of Akhi organization

and the present organizations

1. The end of the Akhi organization

The fundamental changes in the West and
the European products in the Ottoman market
negatively. affected relations related to the
Ottoman production , by the 19th century,
Therefore, the Akhi organization didn't have the
same functions as it had before. Finally, ‘Gap
System' which was a system of restricting
employees, was ended in 1923, and the Trade
Guild became just a part of history in 1924,

2. Bugiinki Kurumlar

Esnafin tegkilatlanmasi amaciyla Ticaret ve
Sanayi Odalanimin kurulmasi galismalan XIX.
yiizyila kadar gitmektedir. Bugiin is hayatimin
diizenlenmesi. esnafin drgiitlenmesi, sosyal gi-
venligin saglanmasi, isci-igveren iliskilerinin
diizenlenmesi, sosyal ve meslek dayamsmanin
temini gibi amaglara yonelik miiesseseler bulun-
maktadir. Bunlardan konuyla ilgili olan belli
bash miiesseselere ve kuruluglara goz atilirsa,
bunlarin fonksiyonlan ile Ahilik arasinda bir
mukayese yapma imkani bulunabilir.

a) Ticaret ve Sanayi Odalari

Osmanl Devleti zamaninda Ticaret ve Sa-
nayi Odalar'min kurulmasi yoniindeki cahsma-
lar 1879 yilinda baslatilmigtir. Cumhuriyet do-
neminde ¢ikartilan 5590 sayili kanunun 5. Mad-
desinde Odalann gorevleri belirlenmektedir.
Buna gore, Ticaret ve Sanayi Odalaninin baghca
gorevleri, mesleki ahlaki ve dayamsmayi koru-
mak, ticaret ve sanayinin genel menfaatlere uy-
gun olarak gelismesine calismaktr. Bunu ger-
ceklestirmek icin, ticaret ve sanayii ilgilendiren
bilgi ve haberleri derleyerek ilgililere ulastir-
mak, baglica maddelerin piyasa fiyatlarini takip
etmek, bolgeleri igindeki ticari orf, adet ve fe-
amiilleri tesbit etmek, ticaret ve sanayi erbabin-
ca uyulmasi zorunlu mesleki kararlar almak, il-
gililerin talebi halinde ticari ve sinai ihtiylaflar-
da hakem olka, egitim calismalari yapmak gibi
hizmetleri yerine getirirler.

However, some sayings and traditions of
the Akhi Organization survived in society. First
of all the word ‘esnaf’ (tradesman) has been
usedsince then. ‘Kili¢ kusanma’ which was a
ceremony for Sultans to come to the throne, is
very similar to *Sedd Kuganma" which was also
a ceremony for an apprentice to become a
master workman in the Akhi Organization. It is
another tradition from the Akhis to tie a red belt
around the bride before the wedding ceremony
and to make a speach about the importance of
family and family values. The deposit ‘hava
parast’, is the money which was given to the
people who finished the apprenticeship and
became a master workman with a ceremony, in
the Akhi traditions. Also, Akhi sayings
indicating the importance of tradesmen having
certain ethical rules are still very common in
today’s life.

The Akhi Organization couldn’t be replaced
after it had ended. It was a trade institution,
having Alps and Alperens in its own body,
which made the military attacks easier and
which took the art masters in cities, towns and
villages under its protection and had the control
of the employment and training in these unions
and of the union, itself.

Today, funtions of the Akhi Organization
are trying to be realized by different institutions
to a certain extent, However, it is not so easy to
be successful in the realization of these
functions due to the structural and mental
differences between the societies of the past and
the present.

2. Today’s Institutions

It was the 19th century when some efforts
were made forthe first time to  found the
Chamber of Commerce and Industry in order to
unite the tradesmen.

Today there are some organizations, the aim
of which are organizing businesslife, and
uniting the tradesmen, provding social security,
arranging the relations between employers and
employees and providing social and
professional support. When certain related
institutions are analyized, it is possible to
compare Akhis’ and their functions with them,

a) Chamber of Commerce and Industry
The efforts to found a Chamber of
Commerce and Industry during the Ottoman
Empire started in 1879. The duties of the

Sendikalar, sanayi kapitalizminin olumsuz
etkilerinin biiyiik toplumsal sorunlar ve sarsinti-
lar olugturmas iizerine, ig¢i haklarmm savunul-
mast, calisma sartlarinin ve ticretlerinin diizeltil-
mesi temel amactyla olugmus: zamanla daha da
genisleyen fonksiyonlar yiiklenmislerdir. Sendi-
kalar ekonomik amaglan agirhkli miesseseler
olmakla birlikie sosyal fonksiyonlan da bulun-
maktadur.

Sendikalarin fonksiyonlan iginde 6zellikle
sosyal siyasetle ilgili fonksiyonlar, yani galg-
manin insanilestirilmesi, sosyal giivenlik, sosyal
yardim gibi fonksiyonlar, yardimlasma sandik-
lart, adil gelir dagimimin gerceklestirilmesi
Ahiligin sosyal fonksiyonlan ile benzesmekte-
dir.

¢) Calisma ve Sosyal Giivenlik Bakanhg

Cahsma hayatini, isci-igveren  iligkilerini
diizenlemek, denetlemek ve sosyal giivenlik im-
kamni saglamak, bu imkam yayginlagtirmak ve
geligtirmek amaciyla kurulmug bir bakanlikr,
Gorevleri arasinda calisma bansini saglayici 6n-
lemler almak, istihdami ve tam calismayi sagla-
yacak, calisanlarin yasam diizeyini yiikseltecek,
isci saghiim ve is givenligini temin edecek,
sosyal adalet ve sosyal refahin gerceklesmesini
saglayicr cahsmalar yapmak, sosyal giivenlik
imkani saglamak ve yayginlagirmak gibi husus-
lar sayilabilir.

d) Sanayi ve Ticaret Bakanhg

nize sanayi bolgeleri ile kiiciik sanayi sitelerinin
Kurulmas: ile ilgili biitiin faaliyetlerin esgiidi-
miinii saglamak, sanayi iiriinlerinin standartlan-
m hazirlamak, kalite denetimi yapmak, gerekti-

chambers were mentioned in the 5Sth article of
the law, number 5590, made under the Turkish
Republic, According to this law, the main duties
of them are to maintain the professional ethics
and support, and to enable trade and industry to
develop considering benefits for all. The
chambers inform the authorities of news and
information about industry and trade and find
out market prices for some products. They
identify the traditions and established customs
in their regions, make decisions to be practised
compulsively by the industry and trade masters,
sometimes become a judge in the conflict. In
industry and trade if the authorities request, and
provide education and training in order to carry
out its duties.

It is clear that the functions determined by
the law very similar to the ones realied by the
Akhi Organization. However, it is also obvious
that the Chambers of Commerce and Industry
have never been able to realize these functions
as effectively as the Akhis did, is also obvious.

b) Trade Unions

As negative effects of the Industrial
capitalism caused some social problems, trade
unions were foundedin order to defend labors’
rights, providean improvement in working
conditions and payments, They had more
functions later on, Although trade unions are
organizations mainly with economic aims, they
also have some social functions,

Especially functions of trade unions related
to social politics, such as having humane
working conditions, social security, social aids,
funds and providing fair income distribution,
and the social functions of the Akhi
Organization are alike.

¢) Ministry of Labor

This ministry has been found in order to
arrange and control the relation between
employees and employers, to provide social
security rights and to improve and make them
common to anyone. To take precautions to
maintain the peace in work life. to work in order
to provide employment, improvement in the
laborer’s life standard, labors’ health and work
security and also social justice and prosperity
are among its duties.

The Associaton of Unemployment the
Association of Social Security and the *Bagkur’
(a branch of the Association of Social Security,
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ginde sanayi diriinlerinin fiyatlarini saptamak, ig
piyasadaki bashca gida ve ihtiya¢ maddelerinin
fivat hareketlerini izlemek ve i¢ piyasayi denet-
lemek gibi fonksiyonlar yiiriitmekle gorevlidir,
Ve bu yoniiyle Ahilik miiessesini ¢agristirmak-
tadur.

e) Tiirkiye Ticaret, Sanayi,

TOBB, tzel yasayla kurulmus, tiizel kigiligi
olan kamu kurumu niteliginde mesleki bir iist
kurulustur, Odalar ve Borsalar arasindaki birlik
ve dayamigma ile meslegin genel ¢ikarlara uy-
gun olan gelismesini saglamak, oda ve borsa
iiyelerinin mesleki faaliyetlerini kolaylastirmak,
bunlarin birbirleriyle ve halk ile olan iliskilerin-

for tradesmen and for other people working in
the private sector) have been founded to realize
these duties.

d) Ministry of Industry and Commerce

The duties of the Ministry of Industry and
Commerce are to make
development on small industry and handicrafts
and provide coordination and to coordinate all
the activities related to building organized
industrial areas and small industrial sites. The
Ministry of Industry and Commerce also
prepares standards for industrial products,
makes quality control, determines prices of the
industrial products when necessary, and
observes the changes in the prices of the
foodstuffs and necessity goods in the home
market and controls the home market. In this
sense it resembles The Akhi Organization.

e) Chamber of Commerce and

Industry, Marine Chambers of Commerce

and Commerce Stock Exchange (TOBB)

TOBB is a professional institution with the
characteristics of a legal civil organization,
founded in accordance with a special law. It was
founded in order to help the profession improve
due to the cooperation between the chambers
and the stock exchange, to facilitate the
professional activities of the chamber and stock
exchange members, and to  maintain
professional ethics and disciplinary to make
them have honest and trustable relations with
each other and with the society. The idea of
honest and turist was realized by the Akhi
Organization in the best way.

f) Confederation of Small Business and

Businessmen in Turkey

This professional confederation aims to
provide cooperation and support among its
members, to make efforts to meet its members’
financial and needs, to make
arrangements, to protect its members’ social
rights, to help them receive raw material and
credits. to train new businessmen and to use
high technology in business. This confederation
includes the Associaton of Small Business and
Businessmen, The Union of the Association of
Small Business and Businessmen and their
confederation.

Another professional institution is the
Association of Turkish Industrialists and

Kamuya yararh demek statiisiin-
de olan TUSIAD, iiyelerinin mesleki dayams-
mas, yardimlasmasi ve olaylara ortak tavir alin-
mast yanunda, uygulanacak iktisat politikalar ve
ekonomik uygulamalar konusunda da goriig bil-
dirmek ve etkilemek amact tagimaktadir.

Osmanli’da bugiin dev-
letin yerine getirdigi bircok kamu hizmeti ,
vakiflar eliyle yiiriitiiliyordu.

Businessmen (TUSIAD). Working for the
benefit of the society, TUSIAD has the function
of providing cooperation and support among its
members and showing an attitude to situations
agreed on by all the members. The aim of this
association is also to be efficient enough to
express their ideas about the economic policy
and practises to be used and their construction,
The political functions of TUSIAD is similar to
the ones of the Akhi Organization.

The regional or national Associations of
Businessmen founded in the previous years
have similar functions as well,

g) Foundations

Foundations are institutions based on the
Islamic legal system and the idea of helping one
another which has an important place in Islam.
Foundations had important social functions
throughout Islamic history. Many civil services
provided by the government today were the
responsibilities of the foundations in the

Ottoman Empire. The foundations had a great
role in providing health, education, social
security and social aid, and municipal services.

Foundations have been able to survive and
realize some functions so far, although they
have lost their efficiency they had during the
Ottoman Empire to a great extent.

Foundations are established either by the
government or by the private sector, and provide

Ozellikle gengleri topluma kazandirict, on-
larin bir araya gelme, topluluk olugturma egi-
limlerini tatmin edici, enerjilerini toplum gikar
yoniinde kanalize edici manevi 6nderler ve mii-
esseseler bulunmamaktadir. Dolayisiyla gengler
yarmlarindan endigeli, kimlik bunalimi i¢inde
yasamaktadirlar.

Ekonomik zihniyetin degismesi, insanlarda
mal ve esya aghginin ortaya ¢ikmasi da dayanis-
ma ruhunu dldiiren gelismelerden biridir,

Giiniimiizde eksikligi duyulan bir husus da,
tilketicinin korunmasmna yonelik kuruluglarin
yoklugudur, Ahiligin gérdigi bu fonksiyon
bugiin biiyiik élgiide yerine getirilememekte,
tiiketimin kamgilanmasina dayanan ekonomik
sistem icinde, tiiketici bireyler basin-yayn arag-
lartyla daima tiiketime tegvik edilmekte ve rek-
lamlarin yamlsamast ile yonlendirilmektedir.

help to the poor and educational support to
students. They also organize cultural and
educational activities and unite their members.

Foundations also serve human beings so
that they can realize their tendency to form
groups, have meetings and to work for the
society.

Final evaluation

The idea of Akhi represents a social
concept which has influence over different areas
in social life, It is not possible to describe it with
a single word or an institutional structure. The
base of the Akhi ethics is to consider other
people more important than himself. As a result
of this ethic, the individuals in society always
provided support to each other and lived in
peace instead of being rivals to each other. So, it
succeded in forming, a social structure without
unnecessary conflict for centuries.

There are not any institutions with the same
functions of the Akhi Organizations today.
Therefore, it is not possible to realize these
functions mentioned.

Today's youth are worried and they have no
self satisfaction as there are no moral leaders
and institutions to have them socialise and form
groups and to make them work forthe society.

The change in the moral values and
economic mentality is the reason why the spirit
of cooperation has disappeared.

Another point is the absence of the
institutions to protect consumers and their
rights. This function of the Akhi Organization
cannot be realized in an economic system where
consumers are provoked. So, the consumers are
encouraged to consume and directed by
commercials.

There has been no development in
education of professions and apprenticeship
which was arranged in accordance with the law,
number 3308, in 1986.

Briefly, the idea of Akhism is related to the
individuals who believe in this idea and
consider it as their life style. This idea can still
lead us in raising up individuals who realize the
meaning of economic and social responsibility,
who are eager to earn their livings and who are
aware life’s profoundity help establish peace in
the socio-economic field.

Although fairs are different from markets in
that they continue for longer durations, these
concepts have frequently been used interchan-
geably throughout history.?

The word foire is derived from the Latin fe-
ria meaning pleasure. The source of this me-
aning lies in the fact that during the Middle
Ages the fairs, which became more widespread
as a result of the power of the noblemen decre-
asing and as a number of restrictions were lifted,
were days of celebration for the tradesmen class.
Care was taken to make the fairs coincide with

Early fairs were set up
within the monasteries’ view. For example,
among the most famous ones the Lent fair and
the Novgorod fair were established by monks
belonging to the Saint Denis and Saint Makari-
us monasteries, respectively. The same thing
holds true for the Frankfurt, Lavigny and Wisby
fairs. The sacredness of the fair days can be se-
en in the prayer made at the opening of the fairs:
“May God protect traders from trouble, death,
the enemy and evil persons.” Didn't Henri Pi-
renne point out clearly the relationship between
tradesmen and sacredness when he said, “The
first businessman was a guy who sold candles in
the sacred pilgrimages™

2-THE HISTORICAL
DEVELOPMENT OF FAIRS:
FROM CHAMPAGNE TO THE
INTERNATIONAL FAIRS
UNION
In history it is seen that the first fairs were
set up in the 2000 B.C. years. These fairs,
which were basically established in the Middle
East (Mesopotamia - Syria) and Egypt, were in
the form of big markets being set up in particu-
lar places as a result of a number of caravans co-
ming together. Similar fairs can be seen in an-
cient Greece and Rome. The Romans set up fa-
irs in the lands they conquered for the purpose
of developing trade. The ancient Greek peop-
le’s displaying the goods they produced began
the fair tradition. But fairs as we know them 1o-
day and about which we have a lot of knowled-
ge are the European fairs which began to be es-
tablished and spread during the 11 century. In
one sense this followed as a parallel to the deve-
lopment of towns.$ In his famous book, Sedilli-
ot made a separate topic entitled “The Age of the
Great Fairs,” and he dwelt on the subject of
which years this development took place in.$
European fairs such as the Champagne, Le-
ipzig, Frankfurt, Flanders, Lyon and Medina
Del Campo had an international character.” Se-
dilliot’s description of Champagne, the most fa-
mous fair, is quite enlightening: “The Saint Qu-
iriacus Fair lasted 46 days from the middle of
May to the middle of July. This is the best time
for an outdoor fair. After the town-crier’s whi-

Fuarlarin yararlan ve etkisi iizerinde Bra-
udel gibi iktisat tarihcileri etraflica durmuglar-
dir. Bunlardan biri de meshur iktisatgi Turgot’-
tur. Yayimina 1745°de baglanip ancak 1780°de
tamamlanabilen Ginlii Ansiklopedi (Encyclope-
die)'de yer alan ‘Fuar’ maddesini Turgot yaz-
mistir. Bu maddede Turgot, fuarlarin toplam ti-

ning shout, an ostentatious religious parade pas-
sed and thus the fair had begun. The first eight
days were filled with activities such as the sett-
ling in of the tradesmen, the setting up of the
tents, the making of the barricades, the opening
of the goods and the preparation of the sales are-
as. A fair official’s shouting “Huro! " designa-
ted the fair's closing. The last eleven days
which fell in July or, in other words, accounting
week was set aside for settling of accounts.
Then the bales of merchandise would be tied
again, the carts and packing animals would be
loaded up and the crowd of merchants would
turn their backs on Province, From Province
they would travel on to the summer fair in Troy.
It would begin on July 24t or the third Tuesday
after Saint John's Day and was known as the
‘Hot Market." 1t would last seven weeks appro-
ximately until Saint Mary’s birthday. Thus the
ring of Champagne fairs would close. They we-
re six in total; each would last six weeks and fol-
lowing one another they would fill up a whole
year. As such Champagne was Europe’s conti-
nuous fairground. Actually all of the Western
world was represented here. Traders gathered
together here from Artois, Flanders, England,
Germany and the Scandinavian countries in the
North, from Province, Italy and Spain from the
South and from the Near East.™

Economic historians like Braudel have bro-
adly dwelt upon the benefits and impact of the
fairs. One of these is the famous economist Tur-
got. He wrote the “Fair” section of the famous
Encyclopedia which was begun to be published
in 1745 and only completed in 1780. In this
section Turgot, who claimed that fairs were be-
neficial because they increased the volume of
overall trade, added, “A state needed an income,
s0 to meet this necessity it would have to place
atax on goods. This was only made feasible by
lowering the price of commodities as much as
possible. Also it was necessary to offer merc-
handise to foreign states, and this was likewise
only possible by lowering the prices as much as
possible. These two goals were reconciled by
means of bringing together times and places ac-
customed to business. The low price of goods
attracted foreigners and allowed for an extraor-
dinary consumption of goods. On the other
hand, the continuous and necessary consumpti-
on demand met the public income needs. Both
the buyers’ and sellers’ desire to benefit from
this advantageous situation further enhanced
the attraction of the magnificence of these great
fairs and paved the way for their feeling excite-
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caret hacmini arttirmasi sebebiyle yararli oldu-

ment and eagerness.™

The importance of the fairs was broken
with the founding of trade towns. Markets con-
tinuously took their place. But still, although
they did not have their former impact, national

and international fairs continued until the end of

the 18t century. Inthe 19t century showplace
buildings which correspond to fairs were ope-
ned. The 1851 London World Fair and the 1889
Paris World Fair can be given as examples. A
London Exhibition which opened in 1851 in the
Crystal Palace initiated modemn international fa-
ir-making. The number of fairs increased in the
20% century and their contents became richer.
The organization of international fairs is restric-
ted by law. The Union of International Fairs
was founded in Milan in 1925 for this purpose
with its headquarters in Paris.10

Today national and international fairs are
organized on such subjects as construction,
machines, administration, moving goods, to-
urism, consumption, side industries, equipment,
capital goods, jewels, automobiles, medicine,

pharmacy. ceramics, glass, gifts, food, films,
photography, decoration, industry, mining, fur-
niture, office furniture. education, airplanes,
energy, weapons, safety, environment, media
and packaging. Fifty-one countries participated
in the Brussels Fair which opened in 1958 and
45 million people visited the fair. Fifty million
people attended the 1967 Montreal Fair and 70
nations participated. The Osaka Fair in Japan
was visited by 64 million persons and 75 count-
ries took part. There are many large fairs like
these.!" It is possible to make a table of the

3- FAIRS UNDER THE SELJUKS:

THE YABANLU MARKET AS

AN INTERNATIONAL FAIR

The Seljuki state administrators knew well
the importance of trade. This was due in part to
the Seljuki state being located on the world tra-
de routes, the Spice Route and the Silk Route.
The Seljuks took seriously the principles of
transit trade policies, That is, they took customs
from foreign trade caravans who passed through
their state on their way to other lands. For this
reason they signed trade agreements with neigh-
boring states and took steps to facilitate the
work of foreign traders. Thus they strengthened
their financial condition by increasing their in-
come from customs and at the same time they
made possible an abundance of goods in their
country.

The increase in the Seljuki international tra-
de volume led to the establishment of large mar-
kets and international fairs. The most famous of

these was the Yabanlu Bazaar. Other famous
ones were the Ziyaret and Ilgin markets on the
Kiziltepe, Kirsehir-Kayseri road to the south of
Mardin and the Azine market on the Amasya-
Tokat road. Also in the southeast there were
Tiirkmen markets where the Tiirkmen populati-
on was dense; the Halep, Musul and Kirsehir
markets were among these.

Until Faruk Siimer’s research on the Yaban-
lu Bazaar, information concerning this fair was
rather shallow. In fact, it is known that even Os-
man Turan did not cover this subject in detail.
Yabanlu Bazaar is the name given to a great in-
ternational fair that was held every vear in Ana-
tolia during the Seljuk period. According to Sii-
mer, this fair was the largest one not only in the
[slamic realm, but in the whole world during
that time."* Mevlana Celaleddin Rumi, a great
Sufi in the Turkish and Islamic world, wrote the
following verse in his Mesnevi:

Cun Yabanlu der miyan-i sehr ha

Ez nevahi ayed behr ha,

Siimer translated this verse as follows: “Be-
cause Yabanlu is located in between towns, go-
ods come there from different countries. ™16

The name Yabanlu Bazaar means a markel
attended by foreigners. For example, historian
Muhyiddin Ibn Abd'uz-Zahir, who saw the fair
grounds in 1277, described the fair in this way:
“A crowd of people coming from all regions of
the world gather in this market. For this reason
merchandise brought from every country can be
found here.”” But the most detailed information
about the Yabanlu Bazaar is given by el-Kazvi-
ni. In his book, Asaru’ l-bilad ve ahbaru'I-ibad,
Zekeriya b, Muhammed el-Kazvini described
the Yabanlu Bazaar as follows: “In Anatolia
every year at the beginning of spring a market i
set up which lasts forty days. This market is cal-
led the Yabanlu Bazaar. People come to this ba-
zaar from far away - from the north, south, east
and west. Traders make great efforts to partici-
pate in it. Western traders take the Eastern tra-
ders’ goods. Eastern traders take the Wester-
ners’ merchandise. Goods coming from the
North are bought by Southern traders and vice-
versa. Turkish and Greek male and female sla-
ves are found in this bazaar. Beautiful horses
and mules are sold here. Garments made from
satin and sakallar material, beaver and deniz kii-
pegi furs and Burtas furs are bought and sold he-
re. In the Yabanlu Bazaar flaws in merchandi-
se are covered up in amazing ways. One of the

4- OSMANLILARDA FUARCILIK

Osmanhi Devleti’'nde fuar faaliyetlerini iki
kisimda degerlendirmek gerekmektedir, Klasik
dénemde, daha ok ticarete bagli olarak kurulan
panayirlar sézkonusu iken, Tanzimat'tan sonra
bunun yaninda bir de kalkinmanin dnciisii ola-
rak sanayi fuarlan diyebilecegimiz ve sayilan
mahdut sergiler vardir.

4.1- PANAYIRLAR

Osmanh Devleti'nde de, Selguklular’da ol-
dugu gibi, ticareti i¢ ve dig ticaret diye ikiye
ayirmak miimkiindir. Ticaretin devlet tarafin-
dan diizenlenmesi, bu amagla alinan kararlar ve
bu kararlarnin uyglanmast ticaret politikasini ols-
turur, Osmanli Devleti'nin dahili ticaret politi-
kasina bakildiginda, ticari faaliyetlerde tekelci
egilimlerin olusmamasina, iiretici ve tiketiciyi
zarara ugratacak hususlarin bertaraf edilmesine
dzen gosterilmis ve genel olarak ticaret serbesti-
si benimsenmistir. Yine bulunmus oldugu cog-
rafya itibariyle, yani ipek ve baharat yollariyla
olan iligkisi nedeniyle, dig ticareti desteklemis

customs of this market is that once merchandise
has been sold, it absolutely cannot be returned.
It is said that a trader bought a handsome young
memluk (male youth or boy slave) for a high pri-
ce. After the seller had gone, the buyer discove-
red the slave was a preity young girl.1%

It is not exactly certain, but we can estima-
te that the Yabanlu Bazaar's activities came to
an end around the end of the 13t century or the
beginning of the 14t century.! But it is possib-
le to give more precise information about the lo-
cation of the bazaar grounds. They were located
at Pazaroren which was situated on the Kayseri-
Pinarbagt road. The Zamanu Kalesi (Bird Fort-
ress) was built eight kilometers to the northeast

of the town to provide security for the fair.

If we list the Seljuks’ external trade goods,
it is probable that we will have a good idea of
what was bought and sold at the bazaar. The
Seljuks exported such commodities as alum, sil-
ver, copper, iron, azure, salt, borax, orpiment,
gum, resin, leather, carpets, wool, mohair, lum-
ber, fruit, produce, horses, sheep. fish and sla-
ves. They imported goods like silk and embro-
idered clothing, woven wool fabric, textiles,
furs, soap. perfume, pharmaceutical materials,
metal goods, paper and glassware !

4- FAIRS UNDER THE
OTTOMANS

It is necessary to evaluate fair activities in
the Ottoman State in two groups. During the
classical period the fairs were basically related
to trade, but after the reform period there were
also industrial fairs pertaining to economic reco-
very and a limited number of exhibitions.

4.1- FAIRS

As with the Seljuks, it is possible to divide
trade in the Ottoman state into internal and fore-
ign trade categories. The organization of trade
by the state, decisions made for this purpose and
the implementation of these decisions form tra-
de policies. When the Ottoman’s internal trade
policy is examined, it can be seen that they we-
re careful not to allow the formation of monopo-
lies, that they eliminated matters that would be
harmful to the producer and consumer and that
they generally approved of free trade. Because
of the Ottoman’s geographical position and the-
ir proximity to the spice and silk routes. they
supported foreign trade and transit trade polici-
es in particular.

The Ottoman state's internal trade activity
space consisted of three types. They were the
weekly bazaars, fairs and large trade cities, As
can be understood by the name, the weekly ba-
zaars were markets set up in large villages or
small towns which could be reached by a day’s
journey.® On the other hand, it was possible to
see organized trade activity in the trade cities.
The business class marketed their goods in ba-
zaars, covered markets and trade buildings
Regarding the fairs, unlike the
weekly bazaars they were large
markets held once or several ti-
mes a year. They usually lasted
between a week and one and a
half months, and a large regi-
on's merchandise was nor-
mally brought together there.
The Ottomans took precautions
like constructing fortresses or
guard-houses to provide secu-
rity for the fairs, to give gu-
aranty to the traders and to fa-
cilitate their traveling.

From the perspective of
organization, it is possible to
examine the Ottoman fairs in
[wo categories, economic (tra-
de) and social. It is seen that
generally they were organized as economic acti-
vities. Although limited, some groups got toget-
her for meeting in the form of fairs with limited
duration and broad participation. Besides this
we can look at the fairs according to their volu-
me, in which case we need to classify them as
regional and international 26

Many fairs were held in hoth Anatolia and

Rumelia. However, it can be seen that most of

them, especially those of international scope.
were held in the Balkans. In Rumelia fairs we-
re held in Uzuncaabad-1 Haskéy, Islimye, Petric,
Sarkoy, Siroz, Selanik-Lka, Nevrekop, Piristine,
Vdina, $mn, Marova, Dolyan, Alasonya, Filibe,
Serfige, Silivri and Tekirdag. The fairs at Uzun-
caabad-1 Haskay, Islimye, Silivri, Petri¢ and Si-
roz took place as international fairs with local
and foreign traders participating.?? The follo-
wing are significant fairs held in Anatolia: Yap-
rakli-Ankara, Zile, Amasya, Ruca-izmir, Bali-
kesir, Can and Génen fairs, The largest and
most important among these was the Balikesir
fair. Thus it is possible to say that the fairs in
Rumelia were international and those in Anato-
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ise sunlardir; Yaprakh-Ankara, Zile, Amasya,
Buca-Izmir, Balikesir, Can ve Gonen panayir-
lart. Balikesir panayirni bunlar arasinda en bii-
yiik ve onemlisidir. Dolayisiyla Rumelideki pa-
nayirlarin milletlerarasi, Anadolu’dakilerin ise
milli panayirlar olduklarm soylemek miimkiin-
diir.

4.2- SANAYI SERGILERI

One of the most important points worth
mentioning about fairs is the difficulty of provi-
ding shops and stands for use in displaying and
selling the traders merchandise. If it became a
big problem, it was resolved by selling goods on
temporary stands. The dimensions of this prob-
lem can be understood by looking at the figures
of the Uzuncaabad-1 Haskoy fair where there
were 100,000 fair-goers and approximately
5000-6000 shops and displays.®

Goods which were displayed. bought and
sold at the fairs included a variety of furs, cotton
and wool fabric, iron, such agricultural products
as tobacco and some metal goods. ¥

It is seen that there were a variety of taxes
collected on goods at Ottoman fairs. Among
these were taxes per head, charges for stamps,
tobacco tax, charges for permission for instru-
ments and dancers, market taxes, horse market
customs and display taxes. Taxes were collec-
ted under the name of “Official Fair.™!

One of the biggest difficulties of the fairs
was providing security. The people as well as
the state, business class, and traders took res-
ponsibility for the security of life and property.
Their services included dispersing attacks of
outlaws, facilitating easy travel and building gu-
ardhouses for this purpose.®

After giving this information about Otto-
man fairs, it is possible to make this general as-
sessment. The fairs which were held, especially
those of international character, were the biggest
event in the business sector. The state took the
necessary precautions for their continuation. It
is possible to consider the fairs as large or small
according to the size of their grounds,

4.2- INDUSTRIAL EXHIBITIONS

The concept of exhibition is closely related
to the meaning of market or fair. It is an event
at a particular time and place where agricultural,
industrial or cultural products are displayed for
the purpose of advertising. It is necessary to
evaluate them in two categories as regional and
international.

The first international exhibition that the
Ottoman state participated in was the First Lon-
don International Exhibition opened in 1851,
England, the powerful industrial nation of the
19t century, hosted the exhibition. The U.S.A.,
France, Spain, Portugal, Prussia, Russia, India
and the Netherlands participated. The Exhibiti-

The second international exhibition opened
after the London Exhibition was the New York
Exhibition. Due to the great distance, the Otto-
man state did not participate, Two years later it
Joined the Paris International Exhibition in
1955. Despite the Crimea War, two thousand
sorts of products were sent. Foreign protocol
officer Kamil Bey represented the Ottoman go-
vernment at the opening ceremonies where Na-
poleon I1I was also present.# The Second Lon-
don International Exhibition opened in 1862.
Seven hundred and eighty-seven producers from
different sectors applied to participate in the ex-
hibition. %

Generally these items were among the go-
ods the Ottomans took to the international exhi-
bitions they participated in: mineral and rock
products, food, plant and animal products used
in production, machines, locomotives, agricul-
tural tools and machines, guns, musical instru-
ments, cotton, linen, hemp, silk and velvet, wo-
olen fabrics, carpets, embroidered lace and knit-
ted material, fur, leather, hamesses and leather
sets, clothing, paper, books and office materials,
fumiture, gold and precious stones, ceramics,
etc.

Reform bureaucrats took some precautions
in order to develop industry and better the con-
ditions of the tradesmen. The following were
among the steps taken: establishing the slah-1
Sanayi Komisvonu (Industrial Reform Commis-
sion) 1o make studies on the possibility of uni-
ting the tradesmen in large companies and ma-
king recommendations to the government; ope-
ning Sanayi Mekeepleri (Industrial Schools) to
supply qualified workers; and opening exhibiti-
ons to show the quality, variety and prices of go-
ods produced in this country and to determine
the responsibilities of the producers. Acting on
this point, the first large international Ottoman
exhibition, the Sergi-vi Umumi-i Osmani, was
opened on February 28, 1863, in a special buil-
ding made for this purpose in Sultanahmet. The
model for this exhibition was taken from similar
ones in the West. A regulation dated December
22, 1862, setting up the principles for the orga-
nization of this exhibition was published. A
committee was set up headed by Mustafa Fazil
Pasha. Sultan Abdiilaziz, Vezir Yusuf Kamil

Pasha, Minister of Foreign Affairs Ali Pasha
and Minister of War Fuad Pasha attended the
opening ceremonies.¥” The exhibition, which
lasted approximately five months, closed at the
end of July. During this period 150,000 people
visited the exhibition. Although it produced a
revenue of 450,000 kurug, this amount covered
only one-fifth of the expenses. The difference
was settled by the Sultan. Most of the goods
were sold during the exhibition; the remaining
merchandise was bought by the government. *
Goods were displayed in 13 different sections:
“Agricultural and forestry products; flour. sugar
and sugar products, vinegar and soft drinks, un-
worked and worked metals, mining-related tools
and machines, marble, rocks of plaster, building
materials, wood and coal: tools and machines
related to industry and handicrafts, clocks, keys.
guns and cutting items, gold and silver products,
decorative items; silk cocoons, raw and finished
silk, cotton, wool and mohair; silk, cotton, wo-
ol and mohair products; clay and glass pro-
ducts, perfumes, prayer beads, gum, paint and
candles; worked leather and leather products:
dresses, clothing, hand-work, towel and tablec-
loth sets; wooden products like tables, chairs
and bookcases, musical instruments, felt, car-
pets, rugs and rush mats; construction models
and pictures, pencil sketches and painted pictu-
res, flat and relief maps: letters related to prin-
ting and binding machine related works.™

Agricultural products had the broadest list
including such commodities as rye, wheat, cor,
rice, tobacco, cotton, linen and hemp. Among
metal and mineral products were iron, copper,
lead, silver, marble, gold and salt.#

The industrial exhibitions which were orga-
nized by the Ottoman government to aid the tra-
desmen and to develop industry reached their
goal to an important extent. At these exhibitions
local and foreign goods were introduced and they
provided an opportunity for comparison with Euro-
pe. Westerners drew attention to the Ottomans by
means of the press and many visitors and business-
men came to Istanbul for the exhibitions. On the
one hand the chance for marketing local products to
foreign governments arose, and on the other hand it
became understood that Ottomans could operate
European manufactured machines. A map was ma-
de for exhibited products. When a scarcity of go-
ods existed in one part of the country, the map hel-
ped to pinpoint where they could be obtained. Lo-
cal participants found the opportunity to get acqu-
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karilmug, bir yerde olmayan bir malin memleke-
tin neresinden temin edilecegi noktasinda katki
saglanmistir.

5-FAIRS DURING THE

REPUBLICAN PERIOD

Fair activities continued during the Republican
period and important fairs were opened. The most
important of these was the zmir Intemnational Fa-
ir. Also of significance were the fairs held in Sam-
sun (1964), Bursa (1964), Balikesir (1963), Kayse-
i (1967), Trabzon (1967), Erzurum (1969), Tatvan
(1969), Konya (1970), Kocaeli (1971), Gaziantep
(1972), Kiitahya (1974), Afyon (1976), Mersin
(1977) and Kahramanmaras (1978). Also with the
permission of the Trade Ministry and the initiation
of the local governments, many sales and display
exhibitions have been opened under the name of fa-
irs. There are many examples such as the Low-pri-
ce Clothing Fair, the Furniture Fair, Book Fair,
ete.!

Osmanli vesi-
kalarinda Efrenc veya Efrenci tabirleri genel
olarak Avrupalilary, ézel olarak ise Fransizla-
i ifade etmek icin kullanilirdit. Sunulan hiic-
cetlerde Fransizlara herhangi bir ima olmadi-
gina bakilirsa, burada bu tabirin umumi an-
lamda yani Avrupali tacirleri ifade icin kulla-
nildigt anlasilmaktadr,

Ik belgede (v. 13a-5) iki Efrenci arasin-
da mikdan, cinsi ve ozelligi acikca zikredil-
meyen bir kumas ticaretinden dogan 120.000
akcalik bir alacak talep edilmisti. Satici, ala-
cagimin 6nemli bir kismuni asil borclu olan
Firangula yamisira, belki onun “ortaklan”
olan ti¢ yahudiden almusti. Geri kalan 27,000
akea ise borglu tarafindan saucinin kapali bir
anlatimla amilan *bazi masraflarina” sarfedil-
misti. Bu niteligi ile bu iliski siradan bir alis-
veristen Gte bir anlam ifade etmektedir. Muh-
temelen alicr ile sancr arasinda bir ortaklik
veya uzun bir stireye vayilan ticari miinase-
betler vardi.

Ikinci belgede (v. 13b-1) de Nikola adl
bir Efrenci, bir yahudiye aralannda rengi ve
cinsi ser'i bilgi ile belli 384 zird” (arsin)? ha-
reyis, arsim 80 akcadan 30.720 akcaya satip
teslim etmisti.

Uctincii belgede (v. 34a-3) ise Petro
adinda bir Efrenci Sileyman b. Musaya
deyn-i seriden (hukuka uygun olarak dogan
bir borg iliskisinden) 300 filori borcu oldugu-
nu ikrar etmisti.

n the first early of the 17th century in the
Galata quarter of Istanbul there were sig-
nificant commercial dealings between the
traders from Galata and the European
counterparts. This trade mainly based on differ-
ent types of clothes, such as atlas (saten), bdre
(watermarked silk) and so on, Another fact 10
note here is that most merchants were
Christians and Jews both from the Ottoman
Empire as well as Europe (who were called as
Efrencis’in the Ottoman documents),

Here 1 would like to present documents
from the Galata judicial records book (Galata
Ser'iyye Sicili), no. 40 which is preserved, with
the others, in the Seriyye Siclleri Archive in
Istanbul - Miifuiligii located in Silleymaniye.
This sicil contains 75 folios and dates from 1024
Zil-ka'de 1o 1025 Rebi'u abire of Hegira (1615-
1616 A.D.). It has a lot of judicial documents
(hiiccets) and also some imperial orders (fir-
mans),

In the Otoman documents Efrenc or
Efrenci terms are commonly used for the
Europeans or sometimes for the French peo-
plet. However, there is no hint for the French
in these documents, so here the word Efrenci
means European. [ collected four documents,
all related to the subject. And now I give a brief
summary of themz.

In the first document mentioned here (f,
13a-5), the seller. Pertuma son of Yerse (%),
claimed a sum of 120.000 akce from the buyer,
Frangula son of Dimitri. The debt was originat-
ed from the cloth trade but there is nothing
about the measure, kind and quality of cloth
which was subject 1o trade. The seller, Pertuma,
received some of the total amount from the
buyer Frangula, and some of it from the three
Jews named Halife, Abrim Elfaz(?) and Rozil.
So Pertuma got 93.000 akce of the total amount
(120.000 akce). The remaining amount was
27.000 akee and the buyer told Pertuma that he
had spent it ‘for some expences of the seller

Dordiincii belgede (v. 37b-2) ticcar ta-
ifesinden bir yahudi Efrenci baska bir yahu-
diden deyn-i ser'iden 25.200 akca olan alaca-
gint talep etmis, borclu ise deyn-i seriden
sadece 16.000 akca, atlas bedelinden de
8.000 akca olmak iizere toplam olarak
24.000 akca borcu oldugunu ileri sirmustil,
Davaci fazlaya dair olan iddiasin ispat ede-
medigi icin borcluya ikrar ettigi mikdan ode-
mesi emredilmisti,

Bu belgelere bakilarak -kayd-1 ihtiyatla-
17. yiizyilin ilk geyreginde Galatali tacirler ile
Avrupal meslektaslan arasinda ticari miina-
sebetlerin gelismis ve alsverise konu olan
esyanin da daha cok kumas oldugu, ileri sti-
ritlebilir. Ote yandan, hiristiyanlarin ve yahu-
dilerin bu ahsveriste temaytz ettikleri, mis-
limanlarin ise sadece bir kisiyle temsil edil-
dikleri dikkati cekmektedir.

Pertuma’ (ha 'z masdrifine). It seems that there
was a long trade relationship between the sell-
er Pertuma and the buyer Frangula. I is possi-
ble that earlier Frangula served as agent for
Pertuma. Because of this, Frangula might have
done some other things for the seller and there
fore it cost him 'some expences’ as he claimed.

In the second document (f. 13b-1), an
Ffrenci called Nikola son of Luka had sold and
handed over 384 zird hare, a kind of cloth, to
a Jewish merchant, Hayim son of Smail. A zird
of hire valued 80 akce at that time. At the kads
court (meclis-f ser), Nikola acknowledged that
he received some part of the total price which
amounted to 30.720 akge. At the moment he
claimed the remnant,

In the third one (f 34a-3), an Efrenci
named Petro son of Cevan, in the presence of
the kadi court acknowledged his debt to
Siileyman son of Musa, a Muslim merchant,
from the ‘deyn-i seri 300 filori. The latter
accepted this statement and confirmed it. Then
three zimmis came to the court and they
became guarantors (kefil) for debtor, Petro, if
he didn't pay his debt to Siileyman. One of the
three is Mastor Cevan son of Frangesko, who
lived in Balat, a quarter of Istanbul, the other
are Balirsa son of Baryan and Besitan son of
Malyorkin, who lived in the Sultan Bayezid
mahalle, a quarter of Galata. Each of them sep-
arately promised to pay 100 filori. And their
guarantorship of debt was registered in thes
judicial records book in the beginnings (ezailf)
of Saferi1-Hayr in 1025 of Hegira (1616).

The last document presented here is about
a Jew from the merchant community (tticcar
taifesinden), He, Simon son of Toz(?). claimed
25.200 akce from the deyn-i ser'i. The debtor,
who was another Jew, Otivive v. Bozen,
accepted this claim partially and acknowledged
that he owed to Simon only 16.000 akge from
deyn-i ser'i and an additional sum of 8000 ake
which was the price of saten. The claimant,
Simon, was not able to prove the extra amount.
The judge (kad) decided that the debtor,
Otaviye has to pay the amount that he
acknowledged as his debt.

As we have seen from these documents |
presented here, there was an active trade rela-
tionship between the Galata and European
merchants. Also, these documents showed that
the names involved here are mostly Christian
and Jewish. There is only one Muslim mer-
chant. Therefore, based on this fact, | can say
that this trade was dominated by the Christian
and Jewish merchants,
